A Constitutionnl Convention.

The Constitution of this State direata that
at the geuoral olection jn 1866, and In cach
twontloth  yoear thereafter, the question,
“Hhall there be a Convention to rovigs the
Conatitution and amend the same ?* shnll bo
dealdod by the gualified elsetors, and It a
majority of thoso voting decide In favor of o
Convention, then the Leglelnture at Its next
poaslon shall provido Ly law for the choleo of
delogntoes to puch Conventlon.

Tho Legrlslaturo of 1568, mindful of ita duty,
passod an act in Mnreh directing how tho
sloction In the ensuing Novemboer on the
Convontion question should be conduoted,
1t required the lnspectors [n ench votlng dis-
triet to furnish n box to reeclve the ballots
east on this questlon. It preseribed the form
of tho afMrmntive nnd negative ballote, and
tho mothod of making returns, and Instruct-
od thio Secrotary of State to report tho result
to tho mext Leglslature, and so forth, all of
which will be found in chapter 181 of the
lawa of that yenr,  As the Republiean Logls-
laturo falled Inst winter to pass an act on
this subjeet, It will be profitable for those In-
tonding to vote on this question, ns woll as
for those officers who will have to perform
dutios relatlng thereto, to read the law of 1866,

A large vote will bo east on this question
In November., The Constitution Is greater
than tho Leglsiature, The people will not
pubmit to bo doprived of privileges con-
forred on them by the Constitution because
the Leglslature bas neglected Its duty. Thoe
voto In 1egard to a Convention ought-to ap-
proximate as closely as posalble to tho ag-
gregate cast, for example, for members of
Assembly. For obvious roasons it will al-
ways bo smaller. DBut It should be respeot-
able In slze, bocause whethor great or llttle,
it will be bindlug. In 1866 the total vote for
the two candidates for Governor was 718,841,
wihile the aMrmative and negative vota in
respact to a Conventlon was 600,218, the af-
firmative prevalling by a majority of 6,400,
The Logislnture of 1867 provided for the elee-
tion of delogates, and the Convontion mot in
Juno of that year,

The rofusal of Lthe Leglslaturo at the Inst
sosslon to follow the precedent of 1866 has
not Involved us In so many difMiculties ns
pomo supposo. Mr. Coom, the Demoeratic
Becrotary of State, taking the Constitution
for his guide, can go stralght forward, and
recommend whoere he ennnot direet, If the
rocuaant Ropublieans make a fuss nbout it,
the result probably will bo the lozs to thom
of tho Assembly this fall aml the rediegtion
of Mr. Cook by an Incrensed majorily next
yoear, As tu ballots, tho lnw of 1806 gives thoe
proper form, apd those who wish to vote on
ecithor side must Turnish their own, as they
do in the instnpee of camdidates for Gov-
ernor. It Ia the coustitutlunal right of the
eleoclors Lo vole on this subjeet in Novemboer,
and {f modidlesome people got 1o the way

they should walk over them and perform
thelr duty.

Io order to accumulate a mnss of facts as
to baldnesa, It 18 Mr. EaToX's habit to fre-
quent places of publio resort, and to taken
seat from which he can obtaln o good view
of the tops of the heads of the people. While
the rest of the audlence are observing the
stage or the pulpit, ho oecuples himsell with
counting tho bald heads and thoso which
give Indlcations of baldnoss about te come.
He finds, as the result of his observations
up to the prescnt time, that *In most of the
Enstorn ecltles fully 30 per cent, of the men
over thirty years of age show unmistakable
slgns of baldoess, whilo nearly 20 por cent.
have spots on thelr heads that are not only
bald, but actually pollshed with the gloss
that Is suppused to belung beextrome old age
alone."

Now York and Boston toke the lead in the
proportionate number of liald pates, and af-
tor these come Pllladelphia, Waslhivgton,
and the Western towns, Mr, Eatox discov-
ers, too, that the more reflned the show, the
moro fashilonable the chureh, the greater is
tha proportion of bald heads. For instance,
whon PATTI wos singlng at the Boston The-
atro 42 per cent, of tho men on onn occasion
and 46 per ceut. on another were buldhsadsd,
while at Jonx L. Svnnivax's exhibition of
the manly art only 12 per cent. of the men
fo Mr. EaToN'S vicinity wore bald. Butat
BULLIVAN'S performance many of the men
kept thelr hats on, so that it did not afford a
fair test, which was obtalned when he found
that 46 per cont. at one of MATIHEW AR-
NoLD's lectures und leas than 25 per cent, at
8 variety theatre exhibited baldnessor slgns
ol baldoess, At the [fashiobable Trlolty
Church of Boston nearly half of the men
wero either artunlly bald or on the romd to
baldoess. Mr. EaTox went to report n Bos-
tou fuperal, sud found that tho clergyman,
the undertaker, aud every ouc of the mourn-
ors was bald, In one store In New York
poven of the twelve shipping elerks, all un-
deor 40 years of nge, nro unmistakanly bald,
and two more are valuly trying Lo keep off
balduess with halr restoratives,

How women staud with respect to bald-
ness he has, of course, not been able to dis-
cover by his muthod of observation, for they
woar bonoets in public places, and at all
times rasort Lo art to hide thelir deficlencles
in the matter of Lalr, But hio assumes that
they are far leas llkely than men to bo bald,
for womnon are nearer to pature ln allowlng
the balr to grow, Men cover thelr heads
with Lats and cape, nud honee the buie fulls
away, slooe it no lobger has any funotion to
perform as a patural shicld. * The days of
1ts usofulness in the economy of life nro past,
and, like the tails of the monkeys and tho
muscles ol the ears, It hos Lbecome rudi-
montary from disuse” Yot if women follow
mon's habit of eropplog the halr, so far as to
koop up the practice of banglng wud frizzing,
BMr. EATON foreases the sad tiine when they
will be ns Lall as men.

His vbsarvations as to the teeth ary only
genoral. He can neercly eay that while okl
men remember o time when dontists wore
alpiost unkpown nnd false teeth o curlosity,
now “nearly half the people over twenty
yoars of nzo hiave one or both Jaws occupled
by artiflelal teeth, and the sign of the deutist
oecuples a cousplenaus place on every stroeot
corner.”  Dut sueh an assertion forms oo
busia for a sclontifle conclusion. Histories
and memolrs of men and women of past gen-
atations show thot defective teeth were com-
mon o those doys, and It 18 only within
recont times that the carc of the teeth has
rocdlved proper attention. 1f thore had been
akliful and educated dentists two, three, or
Ave osnturics agu, thoy would Lave found

work snough to do, and among people of the
same general condition as thoss who now
glve thoms employment.

Tho disposition to substitute artificial for
nntural tooth very often, too, comes from
mero rogard for persounal apponrance. Wo
ara told, for instanco, of country towns
seliors many of the young women loslal on
having roally gound teoth removed boecause
thoy like tho looka of falso tecth bottor,

Mr. EaTon concludes that the Indleations
aro that the man of the future, and not
the distant tuture, will be hairless and tooth-
loss, It ls a very Intoroating subject, and
wo are glad to havo It discussod according
to the mothod of the enterprising and_palns-
taking newspaper reportor.

The Jesuits Aguin Conspicnous,

Tho aingular vitality of the Socloty of
Jeeus has boon reconydy attosted In an Im-
prossive way, It Is sald to linvo regalned
the Influonee in the counclls of the Vatiean
which it exarted under Prvs IX., for, so far
as tho Papal authority and influonce ean go,
Liro X111 has reatored all the privilogoes ene
Joved by it at the epoch of Its highest pros-
perity In the fiest hnlf of the last oentury.
Tho status of tho Josults will remain, as it al-
waya was, slightly Inforlor in the eyes of
canonlsts to that of four more auclent or-
dors; but It will be rocognized aa & decldod
triumph that they should have wiped out tho
Insat vestign of tho obloguy to which thoy
wero subjectod by the suppressive netivn of
CreMENT X1V,

In these dava, howoever, of Ita temporal
oalipse tho Papacy can only commond tho
Society of Josus to tho confidones and sup-
port of the faithful. It cannol glve back to
the order tho opulent rovenues and vast ea-
tablishmonls swopt away by the erusade
coneerted by the BourpoN Governmonts
rather moro than a contury ago. Indoed, the
prool of Papal favor Is not unlikely to pro-
voke the clvil powor In many countrles to
withdraw the reluctant and Informal tolera-
tlon of which the Jesults have from time to
time availed themselves, and to enforce with
rigor statutes occasionally allowed to sleep.
Already the [tallan Governmeoent, apparontly
dreading the effect of Jasult influence on the
trand of Its rolations with the Vatlean, has
declded, wo are told, to carry out unflinch-

'Ingly lawsa which will Involve the completo

expulalon of the opder from Ita territory, In
Fraaes, the Jesults, rehabilitated and trusted
by the rolgning PontifT, will naturally becoms
an object of even greater apprehension to
radical Republicans thon thoy were to GAM-
BETTA, aud It I8 probable that BissMAncR will
now treat them with Increased hostility in
Prussin,and spare noeffort toantagonizo thelr
Interests in Bavaria and Austrin, Ooe trait
of Freperick tho Great the Gorman Chan-
cellor has no dezire to slmulate, viz, the
mngnanimity whieh, when tho Jesults wera
hunted fugltives from Catholle Kingdoms,
gave thom welcomo auwd safo harboragoe in
ks Protestant Stiate,

We hinve nover shared In this country tho
snperstitious wereor of Josult machinations
which seems inoradicable in cortnln sectlons
uf European socloty, and which has run
through popular lHleraturs for a contury,
We have all read * Thoe Wandering Joew," but
wo doubt whetlhier the book has made a
singloe Amorican couvert to the passionnte
anti-JTosuil propaganda undertaken by the
nuthor. Wo are ablo to survey the Intorest-
lag history of the order from the Impar-
tinl view-point of the philosophie King
of Prussin, and wo fecl, as he felt
whon ho saw its membera dovote their
lives to works of edueation and of charlty,
that the more of such eltizens wo have the bet-
ter. Wa cannot easily escape the conviction
that whatover doubt may have been cast
upon their netions, thelr teachiogs and ten-
dencles In their day of pride and power, the
Jesults have since recovered, lu the school of
bavdship and humliliation, the title to the
gratitude and honor not only of the Catholle
but of tha civillzod world, which they made
good by the marvellous achlevements of thelr
earller caroer. Nor can an unbinsed person
read the record of thelr overthrow In tho
lagt century without an impression that the
combined nttack of the BoumrnoN powers on
the soclety was largely prompted by dis-
honest motlves, and that the move would
have been frustrated but for the short-sight-
ed course of other Cutholle orders. These
mistakonly supposed that they could make
theJesults a seapegoat, whereas by connlving
ot thelr suppression they did but level the
main barrlor to their own spollation.

To o non-Cutholie onlooker th. Jesults now
secin to be what they indubltally were for
many goenerations after the denth of Loy-
OLA, tho stoutest champlons and most sug-
evsaful propagandists of the Church of one.
Theirs 13 tho largest s.ore In the mlssion-
ary work which, although wo hear but lit-
tle of it from the secular press, 1s still being
pushoed with ardor in Afrlon nnd Asla. To
them  belongs much of  the eredlt for
the tenaclty and spirlt by which tho Catho-
lles of Prussia broke the lron will of Bis-
sMAReE, nnd compolled a suspension of the
Calturkampf. Nor will any c¢loso observer
fall to discorn In the activity of the Soclety
of Jesus a main lever of tho striklog growth
of the Catholle religion during the Inst quar-
ter of n coutury nmong Engllsh-speaking
peoples,

The Next Congress,

The elections which will determino tho
politieal clearaster of the Filtieth Congross,
aud perhiaps foveenst the result of the next
Presidentinl coutest, are closo at hand, What
18 likoly to ba the outeoms of th¥s full's citn-
palgo?

The Republienn majority in the present
Hunote [s six,  Tho loss of thres sents by that
party lo tho pending struggles wouald tie the
Sonate, giviog the Republicans 998 membars
and the Democrats 88, Thoe losa of four Re-
publican seats would placo thy Demoarats in
amajority of two ln tho next Ssuate, unless
the Bepublicans caplure soms o the Denin-
eraticseats, Where in this portion of the
country ean the Domoerats reasonably hopo
to muko goains? Epsusps and HaLg are
landed lu the Seoste for another term, but
Hawrey of Connectiout, Miunes of New
Youk, nud SEWELL of New Jursey are yot to
possthrough thebireakers. Will thoy, or some
Republican  substitutes, safely reach the
ahore? There ls o fale lighting chanos for
tho Demoerats In oach State, with a bright
prospect for winning In Now Jursey, ‘The
Ropublicans will mnke desperate exertlons
to save thess threa seats, for I they slip
from them the party may fod Itsell o o
minueity In both branches of tho Fiftloth
Congress, The Damoerats of the throeStates
owo It to thelr polJition) assoclates slsowhara
to nominate able awl popular caudidates for
tho Leypislature. In this emergency wenk
men, with focblo ¢laims to consideration,
should stand out of the way,

In 1844 the Democrats elected a majority
of 43 to the presont House, To ovarvome
this iu the next Congress the Republicans
must gain 33 members In this fall's cam-
palgn. Thoy will Aod this o difloult feat to
accomplish, Howover, greater changoes than
this have occurred sincs the Hepubllean
party was founded.  To each such lostance
the coruing storm was more clearly lndleat-
od by promonitory warnlogs than any that

this region do the Republioans proposs to
bogln to make the twenty-two galos ? New
England sonda four Domoorata to the pros-
ont House—~two from Massachusatts and two
from Connecticut, Lovenixa of Lynn, Dom-
oornt aud Greenbaoker, defoated Lopar, Ro-
publiean, by a plurality of only 205; and the
Ropublleans boast thal they will now capturoe
that soat. Beysoun, Domocrat, was choson
in Lho wostarn district of Conneotiout by a
plurality of only 163, The Republicans talk
of Loating tholr opponoents thero this year.
But they ehould not forget that Lthoy earried
tho Hartford distriot In 1884 by a plurality of
barely 304, and may loso it in November,

The prospoet of Rypubliean gains in New
England, therefore, 18 not brilliant. Tho
Now York delegation In this Congrosy standa
17 Domoorats and 17 Ropyblicans,  With one
or two exceptions the Doemoerata elected
tholr membors by majoritloa so largo that
nothing but oxtrome apathy or oulpable
quarrolling or bhad nomlualions oan now re-
duoe Lhem, or, at the most, put the distriets
to hazard. Sepiead, Domoerat, carrled
Onelda  and  Lowls by a  plurality
of 837, and the Republicans now aeem
to look for succeas on a fleld which
lina beon fruitful of factionnl fights In both
partdes for many a year, On tho othoer hand,
the Ropublicans will doubtless bear In mind
that thoy beat DaN Loogkwoob in tho Buffalo
distriat by the meagre plurality of 167 votos,
Can tho Republicans roasonably expect to
galn even one mombor In this State? Is not
tho prospoot darker for thom in Now Jersey ?
So far from sustalning losses there, the
Demoerats are proposing to carry one of the
present Republican distriets. The Pennsyl-
vanin delogation consists of twenty Repub-
llcans and elgbt Domoerats. The Repub-
licans hold three of the districls by majori-
tlea that can bo shattered by good Domo-
cratle candidates, and thero Is more proba-
bility that the Republicans will loso rather
than gain in this year's contesta.

Unless the Demoorats make great blundora
thore appoars to bo little chance for the Re-
publicans galnlng more than two or thieo
members of Congress north of the Potomao
River on tho Atlantle slope. Whanos, then,
will como tho needed twenty-two ?

Dr. Junker's Escape.

8ix yoars ago Dr. JUNKER, o distingulshad
Russian othnologist and explorer, burled
himself in the depths of Afrlea to puraue hils
selentifle labors. SOHWEINFURTI, & fow
yeara belore, had brought homo many faota
about two vory remarkablo tribes, the Niam
Niams and the Monbuttos, and it was theso
pooples and thelr eountry northenst of tho
great northern bond of the Congo that Dr.
JUuNKER proposed thoroughly to study. He
went to Afrlen at his own oxpoense, and for
four yoars lHved alone among these tribes,
dwelling in thele huty, enting friod ants and
other unique products of Niam Ninm eook-
ery, studying their languages and customas,
andexploring their eountry, Ho found Lthat
this Niam Ninms were not anthropophagl, as
SeHwElNrurri had belleved,

Dr.Jusken ot Inst concluded hig labore,
and wns nbout to return to Enrope with his
large collections when the Soudaneso upris-
Ing lu the north and tribal wars fn the soulh
cul off lils retroat and muwdo him practically
n prisoner in the heart of Afviea. Last year
two expoditions, one from Zanzibar and the
other from Lthe Congoa, woers sent to his relief,
We Ll only just heard that one of thoas ox.
paditlons had returoed to the const, defoated,
and that the other was atill struggling to-
ward Its destinntion, when tho welenme news
camo Inst wack that Dr, JUNKER had escaped
tho perlls that enviroued him and I8 now on
his way from Vietorin Nyanzn to Zunzibar,

Dr. JUSKER I3 ono of the few scientitle men
of eatablished reputation who, 1o the luterest
of thelr apocial studies, have chinerfully cut
themselves off from the elvilized world, and
for years braved manifold dangers in deadly
climates nod among savago tribes. Hia wel-
come home will be all the heartior becnusa
mora aclences than ona are likely toproflt by
his self-sacrificing labors,

Tho conduot of & congldarable minority of
the enlisted men of the Thirteenth HRegl-
ment, Natlonal Guard, In publicly requests

Whon theso men entered into the milltary
gorviee of tho Stato they knew or should
bave known thint tho law gave thom no di-
rect control over Lho cholee of the command-
fug oflicer of thelr regimont, It permitted
them to chooao thelr eompany oflicers and
tho company oflicers to elect tho Colonol,

If tho provisions of Lhe Military Code have
beon disregarded In the election of Col.
FACKNER, or If there has beon any fraud or
dishonorable dealing on the part of any one
coneerned thorein, the law provides an ap-
propriste remoedy oither by court martial
or in clvll teibunals, It Is subvorsive of all
military dilsciplive, however, in any truo
sonso of the torm, for tho Btato authorities
to pass over In slionoe the exiraordinary
aotlon.—almost mutinous Inits naturo—of tho
members of the Thirteenth Reglmont who
deaired to oust thelr new Colonel.

wients upon Innd In the eity, and thus in-
croaso Lheir share of Stato taxos ?

Here (s a difflculty which the framers of
the Henny Geonaog Mayoralty platform
probably did not conslder.
