THEY MEAN DUNINKSS PLAINLY ENOUGH
AND KO DoORs HE

Ma Gives Them n Nplrited Tallk nnd the 84,
000 Promised Vutes nra Brandl
Conper Unlon—Hiasop Dunting
the Eplscopal Cellhnte, Addeswcs
Multitiude On ¢ From n Vruek,

It was a fumily amdiones at Cooper Unlon
Inat night. In the orchesira sents wers shop
girla and their young men, young workingmen
and thelr wives, their fathers and white-hairod
mothers, The giris hnd on thelr Hunday
drosses and jackote, There wers birds in
tholr hats, and their ribhons were bricht as
their oyes. Someof thom had coma enrly, in
parties of their own, without escort, They
wers bright, interastod, und independent, In
the front ton rows wern the families of work-
ingmon, somuetimes without the busband,
Baok of them, packed so cloanly that only tholr
forshoeads nnd eyoa could bo seon, were tiers
on tiers of men. They hegan to come as soon
as thelr suppors wore hurried through, Back
of them worn tho rows ol those who stood
wedged so tightly botween the wall nnd the
soata that thero was room for not another soul
in the room.

In front of the platform where the labor
leaders sat stood n Hergeant of polies, e bhad
throe mon In onch alsle and more outside,
The erowd waitoed silently with ita nooks eraned
toward the atage, for the appearanes of Henry
Goorge, whoso nominntion for Mayor by the
Labor pagdy the assembly was to ratify. The
thousands of mon and womon In the hall in-
aluded every race oxespt the Mongolian. The
nogroant in hisshirt sloovos baside the well-
dressed businoess man, nud the unahaven 'long-
shoreman In his checkod jumpor ind in the
next sont the neally drossed bookkeeper or
dapper clork, Tho black rows along the walls
wore jnmmod thers past moving, when John
McMackin, o house paintor, Chalirman of the
Exeoutive Committes of the Labor party, came
to the edge of the pintlorm, and snid:

Weo ment to-night to ratify the action of the peopie’n
repressniatives, who to-uluht for the Aret time prosent
scandidate for pubilie nfMes.

A HOALING OREETING FOI OEONOE.

There was an jutorval of ehoering, and then
Becrstary George Dlock of the Dakers' Union
read the piatform and minutes of the mesting
at Clarendon Hall that nominated George.
When he came to the clause in the platform
denouncini the police. the ecrowd hesitated,
looked at the Sergeant and the patrolmen, and
then choered.

The Rov. John W, Kramer, Hebor Newton's
masiatant, who presided over tho George meat-
log at Chickering Hall lnst Friday nicht, re-
portad to the meeting of workibhgmoen what
the other meeting had done, " We'll stand to-

gother shoulder to shoulder,” he sald, " and
we'll smash overy politicnl muchine in the elty,”

What we demand,"” continued the Rev, Mr,
Kramer, “'la freedom. Hands off land, food,
and fuel.

"1 hnvo beon told by n poiitician," anld Mr,
Huntinwton, *'thut the workingmen's votes
ean be bought rewdily nt two dollars aniece, [
cannot believe It Workingmen are not so do-
bneod, (Voices—No, no,] The workingmon
should support Mr. George In the nama of hon-
eaty, He has worked hard to relleve the poor
from tha soclal_oppression under which they
are suffering. am [nmiliar with tonement
housn lifs, and koow It miseries, Mr. Gouorge
seeks to lnapen thom, and o the nnwo of jus-
tire the workiugmen shoulil au';pnrt him.

uenyonn, Oct, 5,—Tho Home Club con-
tinund on {ta vietorious way fn the Knlghts ot
Labar Convention to-day, and, thougl (t did
not get very far nlong, It at lvast made sesuro
the ndvantaze It bhad gainod yesterdoy, Al
though the Committes on Ceodentinls began
ftn work yvosterday afternoon aod did not stop
oxcopt for supnor until 3 o'eloek this morning,
It was not ready toreport when at 9 o'cloek
the Knights gatherod In Armory Hall, expoot-
Iog to hegln tho work of the Convention,

Mr. Powderly being too Lusy to open this
morniug's session In person, Gonornl Worthy
Foreman Grelffitha eallod tho delegatos to order,
and Chalrman Farls of the Credentlals Com-
mittoo repurted that the eommittoo wanted a
little moro time.  Then Geueral Lecturer Tro«
villlek nod James A. Wright ot Philndolphia
talked aguinst time uotil Mr. I'owdorly eame.
Two gavels woro presented to him by Mr.
O'Donnell of New Orlonns. Then the Clenoral
Muaster Workman told the delugates that they
rapresonted nomothing more than their indi-
vidunl solves, and should keep nway from the
anloons and show cvory one that thoy know
how to eonduct themasives.,

The meeting tonk n recesa until 2 o'clock,
whon the Credontinls Committosiapusared with
two reports, In thoe Nrst, the committon gave
the namos of thoso delogatos of whose ollglbil-
ity thare was no gquostion,  This report oooun=
plod two hours in the ronding, The secord re-
port gavoe the nnmos of four men and of two
dolegations, and sugcestod that thoy should
not ba allowad to ait in tho Convention, Tho
firat roport wns adopted, and the roll of tho
neceptod delegntos was ealled,  This occupied
another hour, The second report will be con-
sldered by the Conventlon,

The four dwlegates recommonded for ro-
jnotion aro John Morreison of District Assombly
126, whom the Home Club {s opposing for giv-
ing nway i1 plans In Cleveland, and Brown,
Robb. and Miller of the acveding Brooklyn men,
who have [ormed a distriet thoy called the
Montauk, because they cannot get o numberod
eharter from the Giensral Committes, The
dalegations recornmendod for rejection are one
from New Jorsey aod one from the Southwest,

The eompioxion of the Comniitien on Cro-
dentinls wis such thot no one wis surprised at
its roport. T'he only guestion nbout this com-
mittea {8 whether thers wWas or was not ane
mnn on it who opooamd the plana of the Homa
Clun, Tho general opinlon seoms to o that It
was composed entiroly of ndherents of the olub.
The delegates wers cautioned by M, Powderly
agninst talking with roporters, but soms of the
forty-nine men wore rather loud in upholding
the eommittve's report as helng the only thivg
possibile under the ennstitution,

During the moeoting thia anfternoon Mr, Pow-
derly roosived two tolegrims, The [lrst was
from the Brotherhood «f Locomotive Firemen,
fu session ot Terre Houte, Itroad:
