8 committes to consider the rovision of the
Prayer Dook, The ono gualilleation, s sald,
that the commitiee on rovislon cught wvotto
laok should be Awerleanlsm,

Dr, Bwopa's nmendmoent that a commisalon
ol five Bishoos, five presbiyters, and (ve laymen
take the revislon of the DPrayer Book In hand
to report at the noxt Goneral Cooventlon was
debated. Dr, Bwope aald it was certaln that T'he
Book Annexed would never be adopted by tho
Churoh,

A masaage from the Houes of Bishops was
read to the deputies announcing that the
Bishoos had adopted » resolution In favor of
