the gelentifle soslotios of Groat  Hiltain
to eonelder the  subject  and  petition
the Government to ald the project, The

vl Soclety of Fdinburgh and the Geo-
graphleal Soclety of London are promoting
thils gehieme of diseovery, and the Govern-
ment of Victorls fu Australin has pledged o
subsidy to nid naouth polar expeditivn, aud
hins asked this other eolonies to do the same,
This netivity, it 18 belloved, will result Lofore
long in n practical attempt to thoroughly
study the Antarctle lands, of which we have
toarned Hittle sluco Hoss sailed for elght
hundred miles alopg the const of an un-
known continent [Ifty years ngo.

Apare from the advantage which selenco
might dorive from a comprelson of Antaretic
with Avetle phenomena, new faets about tha
grent dnnss of lond weound the south pole,
which the drodging of the Challongor and
the discoverles of WiLkes and Ross prove
to be continental in its dhnenslons, would be
of unlgue nnd striking loterest, It ls aland
seliere Leilllant, burnlog mountains illamino
the long winter night; where stupendous
monntain ranges rise penk upon peak to a
height of 7000 Lo 12,000 foet : whete no sign of
vegotation, not oven the polar lichen, which
grows [ tho highest northern Intitude, has
boen found ; where agreeat leo cap, which it is
thought may bo several miles thick uonr the
pole, walls tho const with a perpendicular fea
el whieh, broaking off at tho edge, formsithe
ivimense, Nut-topped, table-sliapad leeborgs
that are tho characterlstic fenturo of the
Antarctic Ocean,

The grentest nchilevements o north polar
exploration did not occur untll Aretie expe-
ditions were aidod by steam and equipped
for two or three youwrs. No man has ever
witnessedin the Antaretie zone and no stoam
vessel on o scientllio milssloa has over
visited thoss waters except the Chal-
lomgror, whose purposes dld not require
her to reach a high Iatitude. Only two
of the five Autaretle expeditions sot
foot on lnod, and the bighest Intitude reached
is ns far from the south as Littleton Island
Is from the north pole.  The assertion Is per-
fectly vensonnblo that, with steam vessols,
improved eclentifie Instruments, and tho
riclt experienes (o polar work gained In Are-
tie reglons, o revival of Antaretic oxplora-
tion will ylold fur greater results than those
hercetofore attained.

The eost of tho proposed undertnking
would ba very great, ns tho explorations, It
Is thonght, shoulil oceupy at lenst two yeors,
aud communication should bo kept up with
the expedition,
