Lowpon, Nov. 6.—Iroland’s peaceful eon-

The cireular
directs that polles sergeants ahall supply Gen.
Buller with Information showling the condition
of tenanta who are threatened with eviotion,
and says that I the contemplated aviotions are
noreasonabie or unjust. he (Buller) will refuse
aasistance to enforos them, Gen. Buller has
already refused asaistanco in saveral Instances,
and the landlords Intorastad in those cases
threaten to bring sotion agalnst him for refus-
ing to executs the judgmentsof the comrts.
Gon. Buller is fortified in his line of conduct
by the Instruections of the Government. and
eontinues hils eourse of refusing to ald land-
Jords in ousting tenants, but his action is lile-
gal, beyond doubt, and will causs a farious
storm in Parllamont as soon as that body re-
sumes its labors.

Although the Boela! Demooratie Fedsration
has declared that it will not parade on Lord
Mayor's day, many members of Soelalist clubs
are hard at work trylng to organize a turnout
of malecontents and roughs, and ars holding
nightly mestings throughout the metropolis.
where speakers urgo their hearers to adhere to
the original Intantion of having & counter pro-
ossslon. and use the armument that it s better
that men of spirit should dis at the point of tha
bayonet to-day than perish from hunger In the
streeta to-morrow. Fifty ‘' branch meetings
have been convoked, sand the men attending
are being thoroughly drilled, The drill sor-
geants are chlefly old soidiers, and are paldto
tenoh the full armmy drill. The plans of the
Boclalista aa far as known indieats that an at-
tempt will ba made to penetrats the line of the
Lord Mavor's procession at a number of
polats slmultanecusly, DBands of men sct-
ing In conecert will assemble In the side
strests opening upon the Lord Mayor’s line,
ready at tho signal of their leadsrs to try to
force thelr way upon the procesalon. Elght
thousand policemen, & lnrge numbar of mount-
ed constables, and two sguadrons of cavalry
will guard the routa of the prooession, and
there will be an ample foroe of soldiers and
pollice In roserve,

Much greater anx{ety is caused hers by the
Iabor compllications at home than all the dip-
Jomatie scheming sbroad. As I announced
lnst wook, the Boclalists, headed by Mr, Henry
M. Hyndman, who haus chosen to exololt the
misery of the unemploysd, bave declared their
abandonment of the Iotendad parade at the
last moment, when Its prolonged dlscusslon
bas sown among the Inwless clagaes a baaker-
ing for riot and disorders not easily subdued,
The proposed meeting in Trafalgar squars has
been planned so as to caure the square to be
packad with axcited mobs as the Lord Mayor's
proceaslon passes through. No order forbid-
ding the meeting has yet been lesued, Gien,
Warren wavering regarding the actlon which
ho ought to take. Even il a formal meeting is
prohibited. n crowd will gather and the objects
of the promotass will be atialoned unless the
most energetio mensures are taken, The heads
of the polico dopartments are anxious that the
Boolallsts be allowsd to show their heads, that
ther may have n crack at themn and wipe out
the dlsgrace of Inat Fobruary. The propossd
demonstration I8 rexardsd with scorn by all
sxoopt the Hoclnl Demoerntle Faderatlon, as
the organlzers aro plensod to style thomselves,

Representatives of 80,000 genuine London
workmen met to-day at Whitechapel and
irafted nn appeal, to be iasued forthwith, call«
ng upon them not to ba aeluded into doing
wnything on Lord Mayor's day which would in-
jure their causs, The address says that the
groat and saored eause of labor cannot be pro-
moted by acts of unarchy inthis country. The
workingmen are told oot to look 1o Mayors or
worporations, which ean do pothing, but to the
[mparinl Government for protection sgalnst
ihe compatition of chieap foreign labor, Genu-
ime Anarchists think tho proposed demonstra-
Moo mot bloody enough. The Hadieal Fadara-
Hon was lnvited to joln the movemnsnt, but lta
wmmittes refusad, by a vole of nioe to thres,
1o have anythlng to do with it.

The greater part of Lord Sallsbury's coming
ipeech at the Lord Mavor's banguet will be
fevoted to the Iabor guestion, and will mvow
tomplete sympathy with the laborars and ut-
lor abhorrence of sociallsm, Within ten days
Lord Ballabury will recelve a deputati n of
bona fAde workipgmen, and in oppositinn 1o
ihe profeasional cutery for elght hours' work
there will be a domand from 40,000 dock and
riverside Iaborers to be allowed to work ten
bours a day lnstead of elghs. which thoy are
now reatricted Lo by the Castom Houss rules,

Urioa, Nov, 8.—Ever sinon Misa Cleveland
savorad her eonnection with the magnazine to
which she gave the only prominence it ever
had, her friends have bsen annoyed by the
publislied statements of ita publisher, who has
takan ocoanion to glve Lo Interviewera a varioly
of diselosuros regarding his business relations
with her. For instance, a week ago he told the

‘publle through s New York dally that he

should visit the President’'s sizter at Holland
Patent on Monday. A [ew days later hia friend
W. M. Clemens put forth the announcement
that Mr. Elder did vieit her at her home, These
are minor deelarations, but they are falee
if the statement of a visltor In Holland
Patent last wook mar be taken. This visltor's
noqualntance thers warrants Tar Suw in ae-
ncoepting It unqualifiedly, Mr. Elder, it ap-
pears, did go to ses Mies Cleveland on Monday,
and this {s what happened. He arrived on the
evoning train from Utloa and sent a notato
Misas Clovelnnd, He was unfortunate In seour-
ing the services of a boy to take his note, and a
gentloman, hearing of his dilemma, kindly de-
livored it ot Misa Cleveland's door, It may be
remarkod by way of parentheals that this gen-
tlaman wns highly Indignant when he learned
the errand ho had Isnt himsell to do unknow-
ingly. Hois onn of Miss Cleveland's oldest and
stanchest friends, and It la hinted that it
