Lord Colin Campbell on-
torsd soon afterward, and sat noar the plaintiff
and at the gamo table, there balng Interposed
potweon thae litigants none but thalr cotinsel,

eres of ahaolute dlvores from Lord Colln Camp-
boll on tho grounds of eruelty and adultery,
The pialntilf, the lawyer continued, was for-
merly Misa Blood, and was s reapactablo and at-
teaotive parson, Hhe was sought In marriage
by the defendant and became engaged to him
