two ways to reduce It One was by making
very loire appropriations for public work
such as the Improvementof rivers and harbors
construction ot public buildings anti cooed
defences and the rapid building a new navy
The other was to reduce taxes either by lower¬

lag duties on imports or abolishing n whole ot
part of Internal taxation He did not think the
temper ot the people would warrant tho removal
of the taxes on spirits rend tobacco at the mm
time routining duties on clothing woollens
blankets cotton goods and sugar If time duty
on sugar should wi remuvad however was
feared tbat Spain might levy an export duty on
the product from Cuba and that Hprocklei
would put np tbe price of Hawaiian sugar ao
that wa would be deprived of the revenue and
our consumers be compelled toparas mneh
for that article of food as they now iiay The
President however Ie Inclined to favor freesugar He advises the extension of the free
list and a compromise between the Morrison
and Randall schemes of tariff revision that will
give free raw material and grant sufficient
protection upon manufactured goods to cover
the difference In wages between American andforeign labor

It It not positively known whether the Presl
dent desires action by Congress on the tariff
question at the present session ot Congress
An ardent revenue reformer a Senator told
him ten days ago tbat whatever was to be dons
with the tariff must be done quickly If
said this Senator wn delay action on the
tariff until the fiftieth Congress it will be July
or August of 1888 before our work is finished
In November wo mutt vote for President and
we will not have tune to educate the roople on
tbe subject or to prove the wisdom of our ac-
tion
