Ona of the sure wnys to reduce the sur-
lus wonld boe to take off the duty on sugar,
Bepator Jonw SmEnrMAN, Ropublican and
protectionlst, proposes to do thls, and the

roposition ls freely eonsldered by other In-

nential membors of his party. It would be
o movement toward freo trade, but It would
effect a great reduction In the revenus, about
fifty millions a yonr; while tho Industry to
be wipsd out Is oonfined to tho Democratio
Btats of Loulsiang, and thus nothing would
be lost to the Ropublicans from m politieal
point of view. Indecd It I8 concolvable, 1T
it wore done, that out of slicor vengoance

But wo find that when a Democratic con-
tomporary of unquestionable free trade pro-
pensities, the Indianapolia Senfinel, couslders
this plap, It is ulterly opposcd thercto, It
says It would be unfair to let other Industries
rotaln thelr protection against competing
foralgners whilo this Southern Industry, the
#Jittle ewo lamb' of that roglon, 18 snerifieed.
As Mr. WeEnsTiR eald In the Dartmouth Cols
Yego case, “ This is one of the lossor lights in
the horlzon of our conntry., You mny put it
out,” The sugar Industry Is at the merey of
Congress, and, when it s threatened, the
first voloe ral=od in protest Is that of o fres
trador. The Lonet of vur contemporary is
partisan after nll, and it Leats hardor for
Ameriean cntorpriee than for that of other
nations, at least when it Is conducted fna
Democratic State.

The differenve botwien our contemporary
and THE SuN is Lhat In tho discussion of the
tarift, as In all other gueations, THeE Sux
looks constuntly toward the wellare of the
Doemooracy, not in any slogle State particu-
larly, but In the country at largn; and tho
Burest way 1o sentter and defeat that organ-

Irish Tenants and the Dillon Incident.

The preclse nature of the legal proceeds
Inge against Mr. JoN DILLOY must be
kept In wiew, If we would forecast thelr
effect on the plan of campalgo recom-
mended to Irlsh tepants by the Natlooal-
1et leaders, Hud Mr. Dinnow, the ohlef
ndvocate of couveying rents to trustees,
been convieted by a Jury of o violation of the
law, the Britleh Government would doubtless
have taken rigorous measures to parry the
new dovice for thwarting unconsclonable
londlords, They would have arrested the
custodiana of withiheld rerita, us well asevery
public defender of the trustee process, aud,
on the plea that the Natlonal League was
consplring to defeat justice, thoy would have
suppreesed that organization,

As o matter of fact, the situatlon s much
Yess encouraging to those members of the
Cablonot who hold that landlords should be
backed by the whole power of the Govern-
ment in onforeing the letter of thelr rights.
Myr. DinroN has not been tried before s jury,
and it Is guestionable whother a jury could
be found in Ireland to conviet him of
breaking the law. Ho has slmply been ]
arralgned before s Judge in Chambers
under a statute passed five centurles
ago, which confers a  discretionary
power to compel any person to give bonds
to kecp the pouce. A summary proceeding
of this kind, in which the Court's declsion Is
avowedly based on er parle testimony, rep-
resente nothing Lut the first Impression of
the Judge, and carries no moro waight than
nttaches to an Isjunction before Its merite
are oxamined under au order to show cause.
Mr. Dinvox can force the Crown to test be-
foroa jury the logality of his plan of cam-
palgn by cootinuing to do the very thing
which the Court bound him not to do, Then,
upon an attempt belng made to enforeces
forfeiture of his bond, the suretles would
contend that no legal offence had been com-
mitted, und an lssuo for a jury would thus
be made.

B0 wo sce that oven Mr. Dinvox has not
been effectually muzzled, nnd it s certaln
that tho other Nationalist leaders will not be
daunted by nnything short of a convietion
by o jury. Thoy bold thata recourse to the
trustee process ls  Jjustiflable on wmoral
grounds, and they will go on advising It, un-
til its lllegality has been dstermined by
more conclusive authority than the dis-
eretionary nctlon of a Judgo at Cham-
bers. Pending such a dotermination Sir
Micnaen Hicis-DeacH, who is sald to be
pupported by at least two members of the
Cabinet—-Lord Raxporrn CnvRCHILL and
Br. MaTTnews—is belioved to cowosider a
gevere coerclon polley  Inopportune, He
koows that the reductions of rent which the
trustes prooo#s nims to spoure from certaln
uncompromising landlords, are not a jot
larger than in his oflolal fupction of Irish
Beeretury he himself had Induced many land-
owners Lo accept, on the ground that the
Judielnl rents fixed some yeunrs ogo were no
longer equitable.

The rumor that Mr. GLADS8TONE hod ex-
pressed a disapproval of the trustee process
has not been copfirmed, and we do not gee
how be could recounclle It with the priveiple
embodied In his Land act of 1881, Under that
law the relations of tenant to landlord In
Irelund were to be regulated no longer by
contract, but by status, In other words, the
rent to be exacted from a tonant was to be
measured by hils abllity to pay. It 1s true
that the act provided certain machinery for
defining » tonant's ability, but such a defini-
tion wae to be proyislonal, not finnl, In the
case of & marked decllue in the value of farm
products, the same equity, which in the first
place ordered rents toibe fudiolally deter-
miped, would require o suspeusion of the
bareh powor of eviction until judicial
renta In thelr turn  could be read-
justed to the facts, That was what

Mr. PaNELn tried to do lo the autumn
eassion of the present Parlinment, and the
rejection of his bill by the Tories aund Unlon-
fst-Liberala has compelled the Irish tennats
to lnvoke the trustee proccss ag a8 moans of
coplug with those landlords who Inslst upon
the utmost prnoy of thelr nominal dues, We
ehould remember that tepants, in employlng
this weapoun of dafence, du not refuse to pay
rs much reot as the yleld of thelr Luldiogs
will permit, and as other landlords In the
pelghborhood have woluntarily agreed to
necept. It is only when landowners refuso
to assent to compromises which members of
their own class pronounce reasonable, that
the suws offered and declined are turned
over to trustees. To obialo theso sums the
Iandionds do wot require legal asslstance;
they huve oply to give the trustess a dis-
churgy In full for the term covered by the
rents deposited,

earnings amounting to over six milllons,
Such a state of things speaks volumes for
the Central proporty. aud Is cnough to mnke
Mr, DepEw's critfes turn green with envy,
to sny volhing of mortilleatlon,

Dut when wo conslder that the condition of

the road, its track, Lridges, stallong, and
safoty applinnees was never ut any time In
its history compnrablo to what It 18 now,
the result Is ns ereditnble ns it is natontshe
fug. Wo have nlwavs known Mr, DErrw's
versatility and remarkablo genevnl capnelty,
ani when he toc k the chair vaented by Mr,
RoTTER We gave bim o heatrty welcome Lo
Its responsibilities and expressed our lively
faith In bis suceess. But we were not pre-
pared to havoe him turn out a professional of
the highest fores, competent in the fnce of
the sovarest viciesitudea to exirlcate the
property from its difficultics and restore it
to its proper rankas the great highway of
the Empire State.
We speak from a caroful Inspection of the
Ceptral  Rallroad throughout Ite entire
length, when we eay that ils physical con-
dition 18 unexecoptionable, and that it 18 as
remote from that slovenly accumulation of
gernp lron and noglected rolling stock, of
which it conslsted slx years ago, as sound
railrond scicnce and well-directed energy
can make [t. It is all the more agrecable to
ba able to say these thipgse of it because
thoy could not at any perlod herotofora have
been trutbfully said; and so we salute Mr.
DepeEw and tender to him onco more the
assurance of our most cordial and distin-
guished consideration.

Now that by a declded majority the atock-
holders have turned out the HIGUINBON-
CrLARE management, which promlsed go
much and has done so little for the New
Eungland Rallroad's pormanent well 1t Ia
be hoped that thn ney directors wil ap-
int & manager who Will work the road
from end to end In its own interest, and for
the benefit of all ita customers.

Thoey declare that this Ia thelr purpose,
and yet it is nlso reported that they want to
retaln Mr. CLARK'8 sorvices as General Man-
ager, This 1s hardly to bo credifed, for his
poliey, as we understand it, has becn wrong
In almost every particular. He and hie asso-
clates, after putting the road Into the hands
of a recelyer, In a method which haa recently
recolved the savere condembation of Judge
GRESHAM in apother case, lost no time In
shutting off the busiuess of the Erle Rallroad
at Newburg, aud especlally tho coul for the
nocommodation of whish the western exten-
slon of the road was bullt. They humbled
themseolves to the Consolidated road, and
have striven by every specles of servility,
but invaly, to form a closer alliance with
that proud aund prosperous ocorporation.
They have been repulsed at every polnt, and
now we eee them turned out, as they do-
gorved.

Tue fact I that the New England Rallroad
18 bigger thun its management has been for
tho last three years, It has great possibill-
ties, and If vigorously worked in the interests
of its own stockholders and In a spirit of
falrpess toward the public and frmness to-
ward Its rivals and conneotions, has a great
future beforedt. But msuaged as a provin-
clal road, a8 It always has been uuger Alr,
CLABR'S supervision, it must, so far as we
oan 8ee, continue to drift, without hope of
ever becoming o source of proflt to ite
owners or of speaial utility to the people,

The truth is that but for the wisdom and
energy of Mr. CLARR'S predecessors in ee-
curing the incomparable terminal facllities
that now belong to the company, in buylog
engines and cars, and bullding a double
truck, slde tracks, and termlonl yards, hls
caracr would have been mueh leas successful
than it has been, nod would have been tor-
minated far more promptly, while the road
itsulf would scarcely have been worth buy-
ing at the nresent time,

from Now York to Providence and Boston—
as good a genoral rallroad route as there Is
in Amorica, i not lo the world—and the pub-
lic sbould bave the bencfit of this clrcum-
stance, If the late chonge of management
doesu't moan this, what does It mean ?
