Eviprror Willlnm Uelebraiea the B0 A
niversary of kis Enirncss Iute the Aremy.

Benrs, Jan. 1.—Emperor Willlam to-day
celobratad the eighticth anniversarr of his on-
trance Into the Pruassian army by receiving all
his commanding Generals, headed by Crowa
Prince Frederick Willlam. The Crown Prince
addressed tho Emperor as follows:

“ The army celobrates with Your Majosty the
day upon which, elghty years ago, you onterail
thearmy. On several occasions we have boen
fortunate in comiag befors our chilel ln war to
thank him for leadlng wus through sovere
strugglea to glorlous vlctories. To-day.
however, yonr Majosty oan look back
upon sixteen years which have been
riehly bleasnd by ponce --yeary, nbove
all, dsdicated to the undisturbed devolopment
and strongthening of an empire which was
only estabiished alter long waiting and strug-
gling. This work of peace succoeded because
your Mnjesty's competent and active lender-
ship ralsed the enpability of tho army to that
state of perfection of which every German
soldier is justly proud.
