at once rushed Into bard work you can be sure
I felt the great change Naturally under the
circumstances I was surly and obstinate andt I had not been In mr new home Iwoel before
I was triced up and flogged wblpplnl

rf decided me to cut sticks for the
Kentucky tbo thought of freedom bad scarcely
occurred to Indeed mr liberty bad been
offered to itshould I bays accepted It I

i had not a taste of slavery real slavery now
and with the first cut of tbo whip mr mind was
made up that I would secure mr freedom-
or die lighting for tt It was lust at dusk that

f the flogging took place Tho overseer laid It
on pretty smartly but not hard enough to
draw blood I went to rnruunrters washed my

with brine ate my boo onko and baconbalkthen without a word to anybody I walked
and headed to tho north Mr ownxr was pretty
easy on his slaves seldom resorting to flog
Blue and keeping no bloodhounds but I real-
Ized that no effort would bo spared to beaD
ture me I represented the sum of 11435 to

I him and thn dogs on tho not plantation would
certainly be put on mr In those days all

i She highways were patrolled nt night every
bridge wru guarded and the low class of whites
were always boating up the woods nnd swamps-
In searub of runaway nlggors I bnlll pretty
correct Idea ot the distance to lllver
and of the lay of tbo country and I felt that I
did not have above one chance in a hundred of
getting through

My masters plantation ran alongside tho
highway for about si tulle and before T reached
the limit I heard tbo patrol riding along the
road tt was on iheuvonlng of the 2d of Jan-
uary

18G1 that I made my break I was com-

fortably
¬

clad but had not a morsel of food or a
weapon beyond tho stick I curried We ball
been driven sixteen of us in n gang from
Bullun to Greenville and I therefore knew tbO
road and had taken In the lay of tbo country
While I had startoii out on n sudden Impulse
the further I tot from the plantation the moro
determined I was not to return no matter
whntthe hardships or perils After travelling
about two miles I got Into wet ground whore

l my scent would not Uo and I kept this for
throo miles though It sometimes led me half a
mile from the highway I was a stout strong
young man and at mllnhlbl when I halted for-
a few minutes I travailing for four
hour and had covered a dlbtnnco of tit leastI miles Tile country then between
Greenville acd HnynesUllo was not thickly
settled but hero and there I had boen obliged
to make detours to avoid plantation houses

After returning mr travels ant realizing
that 1 could not possibly roach Haynestlllu
before daylight I took a more moderate pace
and fortunately for mo It came on to rain
Title not only Insured my safety from tlie
bloodhounds but it drove the Highway patrol-
to shelter and left tho road clear for ma About
2 oclock however I had a InllrOIVeionpowas stepping out briskly on
way when I received a sudden command to
halt Two or moro men wbo wove laying out
for n nlgLor as the term went wore concealed
In the bushes at the forks of the rondo perhaps
Laving a blanket up to keep the rain ofT The
night was not a dark one and they could BPO
me very plainly I stopped dead still at the

44 command and my heart seemed to leap Into
my mouth but ns the two men camo out of the
bushes I dashed across tbo road scrambled
over tho fence and got Into the woods with
their bullets whistling around mr oars They
clod to mo several times but pursued no

than the fence I was all In nlrembe
for the next half hour and I did not sot foot in
the road until I had gone two or three tulles

When tho first signs of daylight appeared I
I c about for a hiding place for tbo day and

Bights walk bad made mo so hungry that I 11
raw moat 1 must liar been fully

twenty miles on my journey and wits making
the circuit of some plantation quarters whoa
I came upon an old tumbledown shod with a
lot of pea vine In ono corner of IL The roof
bad partly fallen In the doors were gone and I
know that the building was not in use It was
not llghtenough yet to discover my surround-
ings

h whoa overhauled the lioap of vines and
secured a hiding place under them Thoy
were wot from the rain but ns I had heen
soaked to tho skin for hours that made little

S dlloronc to me When day fully dawned I
I was about a Quarter of a mile

from the quarters and thnt tboro was
little likelihood of any ono coming-
near mr hiding place As a matter of
fact no ono did Tbo day seemed neverondlng
and by noon my hunger was so great that I
was forced to chow tho worthless vinos It was
scarcely dark who I left tho shod and rondo
my way toward tho buildings determined to
run any risk to secure food A few paves from

t the first cabin I encountered n slav who hind
been alter faggots lor his Ire I walked straight-
up to him told him who I wee and here I tied
run from and Ivlhoula word In reply ho en-
tered

mulo team in front of an empty wagon came

At that tune titer woe no highway loathing
directly north the towns of Calora and lilr-
mlngham hlnl unknown or Insignificant
hamlot mr friends advice I bore off
toward wetumpkn From thuD I followed the
highway and tbe Coosn Itlver to Oadsdon lying
by during the day and travelling at night and
being over two week on the way Twice I was
nearly captured by patrols and ut one period I
was sixty hours without food Front Oadiden I
truck across to Huntsville from thence norm
tho lint to PulHNkl Tenn and It was In tile
vicinity of that town and I bad been gone from
bore a month that I was roonptnrod My
bos were badly worn I was suffering for

and the weather bad turned very cold
when within a couple of miles of Tulnskl I
sought some slave quarters on a plantation to
beg for assistance I found a black roan
who while acting as a suboverseer
on the plaol was tot anxious to do

for me to bide and after dark he brought me

of a couple of old blankets tlat night I
slept the soundest In my life

placeI 1wasockedupgni the imokebouin
wninn was a ton structure witn a neavr door
and was warned that If I made any attempt to
break out I would be Instantly shot down
Nevertheless night had scarcely come when I
began work and Inside 01 an hour with tha
aid of an Iron bar which had been left Inside
I bad made mv way through the wall I was
hungry and without food and I scouted about
until I found mr suboverseer who had been
greatly alarmed for fear I would betray him
lie gave me provisions enough tlast for tbredays directed me in regard the
Bholbyvllle and beyond and walked about a
mil with me on my way

distance to Nashville was about seventy
five miles and I could have covered tt In less
than throe days If permitted to use the high
wave unmolested As It was I was over two
week on the way getlng food here and there-
of the slaves on plantations and sometimes
lying br all day There was great political ox
ollement whllo the war tooling was growing
every hour and so many people wore astir that-
I was always In peril I did not enter Nash
vlllo but passed between It and Hurfresboro
always holding to the north Near Itusstlvllle
Ky a bit of good fortune came to me One
ayenlnl I came upon a widow with two children

W8moving northward with her goods in
a wagon She had gone Into camp br the road
tilde and hunger drovo me to ask for food
While I was eating she nuostloned me until
she know mr story and sho then offered in
exchange for mr services In driving the team
caring for them Ac to let me accompany her
to Owensboro I mndo this Journey In her oom ¬

pany and woe never questioned by outsiders
although we were days upon the road and
passed through many towns

At Owensboro the widow toot her brother
who was to give her a home I have no doubt
that sho spoke a good word for me for I had
served bar faithfully She gave mo f4 In money

Spangled < Banner soul Hail Columbia had died away
a number of the rebel girls appeared at ODof tile win-

dows eich with a mal rebel flag platted upon bar
breast The bareS grew Indignant anti drove rapidly
away and when townspeople heard of the thing they
were greatly Incenaed and manr threats of mob vio-

lence trrre uttered Inaldt the Institution the situation
was not 10 bout When the Superior Mother Angela
heard of the action she rushed to the tins aud tore the
flaji front their breasts end lent them to their rooms
On the evening ot the nine lay a bal attended
only by the pupils of lha institution In honor of
