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Begin It Now!

1t Is sald that Dritleh troops and ships of
war have been summoned to Hallfax to
strengihen with the dlsplay of force
tho woakuess of the Canadian argument,
and to bully and Intim!date Amorls
oan fishing veasels In Canadinn wators.
While & flest of Canadian erulsers koeps
our fishermen out of Oanadian inshore
fishing grounds, a floet of Canadian Mshing
vessels Is oatohing herring In Amerlcan
waters at. Eastport; and the Oanadian fishier-
men do not concoenl thelr contempt for a na-
Hon which is heipless to protect Its eltizona,
At aoy moment our flahormen at Eastport
may lose their patience. Dlomd may bo shed,
and the United Btates, In vindication of the
nationsl honor before the world, be foreed
iato & war whose boginnings must be full of
slckening disastor.

The Canadians do not ballove that we will
fight. Eogland does not bellave that we will
fight. They know how wretchedly unpre-
pared for war wo are, The English cbarne.
ter must have undergone sn extremo and
hitherto unnoticed obange If Eogland and
Canada do pot act with brutal Insolsnoce and
outragnous agygressivaness toward so wenk
& pation sa this Ia known to ba on the water
aad at the wator's adge. There will be pleaty
of falr words and procrastioating politencss
and honeysd assurances from Downlng
streot, but the word to weaken will not be
sent to Ottawn untll England Is convinosd
that tho United Btates are at length awake
to thelr danger. When it is known that the
American people are not bubbling over with
braggadooio, but in firm earneet, and with
all pranticable means preparing to repalr
their long naglizencs and put themaelves In
& state of defsnoe—hating war, but too wise
%o gamble on the ohanoes of perpstual peace
~—then, and not before, will Oanada be told to
atop Iita reoklesa polioy.

Meanwhile what Is done by the Govern-
ment and the people of the United Btates
in face of a threataning probabllity ? When
Americans should stand man by man to lo-
sist that the work of national self-protection
ahould be begun with Instant vigor, we find
& part of the presa belittling the danger,
sueering st the Yankee fishermen—they are
very poor and humble folk, doubtless—
counting on & change In the English Minis-
try, spouting tariff, or with filimitable fatu-
ity proclalming that nobody will ever attack
un, and that i they do we onn lick the uni-
verse. Yot It war comes, it will not be the fish-
ermen of Yarmuuth and Falmouth, but the
fnhabltants of Chicago and Detrolt and To-
ledo, of 8an Franolsco and New Orleans and
Oharleston, of Philadelphia and New York
and Boaton and Portiand, who must bear the
brunt. It would be a war In which one
slde had all the advantage. A few days
might strike a blow at American commerce
and Indusiry from which they would oot re-
cover for a generation. The Aztecs and
Puruvians waere not more powerleas to with-
staud the Spanish invaders than the people
of the Unitad States are to-day to protect
thelr coasts against the veasels of afirst-
elass modern navy. And yetthereare Amerl-
oans who soent the danger, profess to belleve
that coast defenoe ia s pssundonyme of high
tarift taxes, and wish the country to walt
untll the evil day has come. Do these con-
fident gentlemen expect that, If war comes,
our enemies will walt until we have bulit s
pavy and fortifioations and gun foundries
before they anchor off Coney Island and
blow New York to pleces? Modern war Is
mot conducted in the urbane fashlon of the
battle of Fontenoy.

And what ars Congress and the Presldent
dolng ? Oongrees Is bent on passing and he
spparently benot on signing beggar bllls
snd boodle bllls, enormous panslon steals,
snormous River and Harbor eombines, any-
thing to spend money uselessly or extrav-
agantly. An undying army of pensioners
and not a navy of war ships, deepening bar-
bors to make them more accesalble to forelgn
gunboats and not modern forts to defend
them—such are the objects on which
the rulers of the country are concentrating
thelr energies, slighting the one Impera-
tive ana inevitabla emergency of the hour.
The Democratic party, its wings fAapped
wide apart, diligently pecks out ita own eyes
in a squabble over jute and Iron pigs. The
Republioan party tries to make a party
stalking horse of a great national duty. Aod
80 the sesalon slips away,

How long will it take Congress to do some-
thing? It seems resolved to squander the
surplus; why does it not use a blg pleca of
it o bullding & navy and coast fortifications
and gun foundries? Everything should be
postponed to this one great need. It would
be a glorious slght to see Mr, MoRBIEON and
Mr. Ra¥parn and all the other Demo-
crats In Congress unite with the Republi-
cans to make a great appropristion for &
pavy and for coast defence. Make it fifty
milllons & year, maks It seveuty-five mil-
llons & year, make it a hundred mill-
llons & year—only make it large enough, and
malkts it now! There can be no extravagance
in complying with the demands of national
sell-respect, Other Congresses will carry on
the patriotio work. It will be glory enough
for the Forty-ninth to bave begun It with
gonerous and wise foresight. But stop shilly-
shallylng, snd show Eogland aod the rest
of the world that the repubHo means here-
after to depend upon Ite strength and not
ite weaknosa for Ite protection agalmst for-
slgn powars.

If they retain tha items whioh were obnoxe
loua to Lord Rasxpornen, they compal him to
Justify his coursa by revealing the grounds
of his objeotinns to eertaln appropriations
for naval And military purposes. It Ia be-
lleved that an avownl of the trues reasons for
Lord RaxpoLra's resignation would Involve
an oxposure of diagraceful wast~fulness,
It not of poaltive corruption in some admiuls-
trative departrents. Bhould such charges
be sustalned by & good deal of evidenoce,
some of the younger Torles would undoubt-
edly side with CroUnORILL on A motion dls-
approving of particular features of the
Goscuex hudget, aud they would be backed
by the full sirength of the Gladstonian and
Parnollite parties, Then, Il Mr, CHAMBER-
LAIN and Bir G, O, TREVELYAN are really
able to control about onesball of the Unlonist
vots, the Banisnumy Goveroment would
have but a falut chanoe of survival,

The friends of Ireland may, tharefors, hear
without any dircouragement that Mr, Pan-
NELL'S amaniment to the address has been
rejeoted. In mny oonteat turning on the
naked lagus of homs rule, ths Tory Minlsters
are cortaln to be succeasful in the present
House of Commons. They can no more be
turned out by directly ralslng that
question, than Mr. GuiDSTONE could
be driven from powsr In 1884 by de-
nunociation of his disastrous SBoudan polioy.

The City’s Charity. -

For fourteen years past a voluntser assool-
atlon, composed almost wholly of women,
has devotad itssll with great patience and
sxemplary devotion tothe task of visiting
and lospecting Bellevue Hospltal and the
other publio iostitutions of charity lo this
olty. It ls known as the New York County
Visitlug Committee, and its report for 1886
is just published.

From thia documant we learn that on the
18t of laat October the whole number of pet-
sons In the Institutions inspected by the
committes was 13,925, of whom 1,121 were
oMecers and employees, The number of pa-
tlents under treatment In the different hos-
pltals during the year was:

Mala,  Frmals
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OI these, 2,253 died during the year. Tha
dally cost of maintenance ranged from 0
oenta per head at the Homomopathle, to 35
centa at the Charlty, and 45 cents at Bellavue,
The admirable mansgement of the Emer-
genoy, ur Maternlcy Hoepital, is shown by
the low dasth rate, only 8 out of 176 mothers
oonfined having disd. At the Charity, too,
with 483 births, there were only 4 deaths of
mothers, an extremealy low death rats, The
death rate In the Inlants' Hoapltal at Rao-
dall’s Island was also lower than last year,
the mortality among tha bablea having been
338 out ol 1,003, or about one-third, (n 1856, as
against 511 out of 1,180, or nearly one-half, In
1885, By far the greater part of the deaths
during the year ocourred among the *'orpbhan*
bables, of whomn over 58 per cent, dled, while
of the “mothers’ children" the mortality
wns only about 11 per cent.

The lunatic asylums contained 4,579 pa-
tients on the first of last Ootober, and besldes
there were o other Institutions 39 epileptics
and 902 Idiots, The number admitted to the
workhouses during the year was 21,782, of
whom 13,158 were males and 10,025 famales.
The census of the almshouse at Blackwell's
Island was 1,714,

These figures will show how vast Is the
population of the Institutions visited by
thesa charitable women, and afford an Indl-
catlon of the amount of labor they Impose on
themselves. That this work Ia performed with
thoroughness s shown by the minuteness
with which the condition of each hospital
and asylum |s discussed In the report, and
the very preolse recommendations for re-
form and Improvement which it makes.
Thess suggestivns are too numerous for us
to detall them here, but thuy seem to be all
made with good judgment, and they are the
more likely to be heeded because those made
in the past by this association have becn
followed with the best resulta.

Where to Reduce.

It is raported that the Board of Eduoation
have under conalderation a proposition to re-
duce the salaries of the teachers, the great
majority of whom are women,

Wa do not bollave that thay will dare to do
it, though, as thelr counsal has advised thom,
they have an undoubtad right to mako the
roduction. Bome of the teachers, we ob-
sirve, are bittorly nasulling this lawyer for
returning such an opinlon ln response toa
roqueat for adviea from the Commisslonars,
but of course he could do nothing else,
Whether the Board shall exerclse thelr righta
and powers o the matter |s another ques-
tion, In whioch ho has no volce.

Undoubtedly the expenditures of the Board
of Education should be reduced, and greatly
reduced, but It Is a shame to talk of making
the saving by cuttlog down the moderate pay
ol tho very teachers who do tho best and
the only really neoessary work that Is done
In tho free schools, The wowmen whosa sal-
arles would be decreassd are almost wholly
engaged In the primary and slemontary in-
struation to provide which the schools were
nlone established. They teach the wast ma-
jority of the ohildren, and, with the help of
such male toachers as are assoointed with
them In that dopartment of lnstruction, give
all the education for which the poople should
be taxed.

The opportunity for reduotion comes after
their work Is done, and it 1s large enough to
enable the Commissloners to cut olf & great
part of the expenses of the Board of Eduoa-
tion. Only a amall number of puplls in pro-
portion to the whole want anything more
than the Instruction of the primary depart.
meants and the lower grades of the grammar
schools, and yet by far the most expensive
of the whole machinery of tho schoolsystem
Is employsd for ths bonefit of the little
minority who deslre to obtalg further sduca-
tion at the publle cost.

There Is, accordingly, no excuse whatever
for the Board.of Education’s alarming the
really indispensable teachers by taking
under cons!deration a proposition for reduc-
ing thelr slender pay. They should rather
give thelr thought to the maturing of a plan
for so limiting the courso of Instruction that
there would be no others bealdes thosa
teachers to pay, Then a enving which would
amount to something oould be made. Buch
a reduoction, too, Instead of Injuring the
school system, would be ol positive benefit.

+ The Burden on New York.

Leaving out of consideration the question
whether the strike Is good or bad for the
Kuights of Labor or for the ocoal companies
or steamsliip companies, 18 1t good for the
olty of New York ? Everybody ls Interested
In that questlon,

A shipowner wns asked a few days ago
il he had been able to gt coal for his vesarl's
next voyage. He replied that he had enough
to steam to Newport News with, and * here-
after,” said he, “I shall always coal at Now-
port News."” New York will suffer to the ex-
tent of that oustomer loet; and o the natural
order of things there must be many others.

This brings us to a proposaition from which
we can ses no escape, This ls that while it
is oovoelvable that a ocentral organization,
such as the Enlghts of Labor, might gain
the control of all the laborers in a great olty,
it would practically destroy the city. Trade
sbuns worry and unoertainty, and if New
York Is to becoms the centre of conflict be-
tween employers and employed, trade will go
elsewhere—to other citles, whore ths Walk-
ing Delagate ceases from troubling and the
Unions are at rest.

The conviction of ex-Alderman O'NEIL on
the first ballot is probably & surprise to the
unconvictad resldent boodlers, but It will be
acoeptad with stern satisfactlon by the
public. The givers and the takers of the
bribes who mre yet unwhipped of jusiles
bave now additional notice that thelr turn
and time must eoms. There is a good deal of
money to ald their defemas, but tha foree of
public opinfon, actiog in conjunction with ths
oloar story of the laots, Is too sirong for money
or the clevérvet manipulation or manulaoture
of evidenve.
