Connelly started away to give himself up to the
municipal authorities but a mob which had
collected chased him back to the house with
knives in their hands The mob set fire to the
bouse and when the three men worn forced
out they were horribly slaughtered Connelly
was lassoed and dragged to death by a man on
a horse During the trouble word relohedthemunicipal buildings and a body
were sent out to quell the disturbance but the
soldiers joined with the mob and helped In the
slaughter

Tilt details of this horrible event were given
In corroborative depositions made by Ameri-
