yoenrs ago thoro wore 216,787 males of n vollng
ngo in Loutstann, of whom 118,895 or 524 por
ecent. eould writs thelr names, while 102,082
or 47,0 per cont, mude thele marks,  Of courso,
the greator proportion of these Niteratos woro
nogroes, over 80 por cont. of that raoe bolng
unabla to write: but the number of white 1-
literatos was Inrge—16,477 or 15 per cent,
