It will bo tho task of Judge Patterson of
tho Supreme Court next week to road 283 of the
most fervid love letters that over found their
way into a court of law The letters are part

mistress at 8 West Fortyfifth street The
couple wore married at the Little Church
Around the Corner and wont to live with
Oakoss parents at 218 West Twentythird
street Having inherited a large amount from
his grandmother Oakos did not practise medi-
