Marieoa Josuys Gaoy, is comploted with the
third volumo, which Utings down the scoount
of the ogitatlon for oquul politioal rights for
women (a varlons Europoan countries, ns well
a8 In the United Btatoes, from tho yoar 1876 to
the oloss of 1885, This volume, with Ita predo-
edanors, should now, and will cortalniy horoaf-
ter, be appreciatod as constituting theonly ex-
hisustive and authantio repottory of faota relats
ing to the Inoaption, growth, and monaira of
fusoess of onoe of tho most noteworthy elfforts
at politioal and socinl roform of modern timea,
No eitizon who dosirea to form n clenr conoop-
tien of his Individual duty toward a quostion
which already s a nractloal one, and may in
the near future becomo vrgent, no mun whoss
vooation, pressnt or proapectivo, may eall upon
him to disousa the justion and sxpedieney of
woman suffrage from the pulplt or the plat-
form, In the presa or In leglalntive chambars,
ean digponse with thess Invalunbla volumes,

When the ronder calls to mind the brond flald
travorsed by the anthom and thelr colaborers,
and the multiplicity of dotalls falthfully ropro-
duoed~the third volume nlone contalns more
than 1,000 large octavo pages—he will not ex-
peot anything like afull and ndequate synonpals
of tho contenta within the llmlts of this heces
sarily brisf notige, Wo shall thorofore pass
ovar the ehaptera poriraying the progross of
the woman sullrage movomaent during tho last
ton years in New York and nolghboring Btates,
with which the reader ia presumably familiar,
and sonfine oursalves to bringing out the scope
of the book by marking some of the moro salieut
fnots conneoted with the agitation for equal
rights in the more dlstaut seotlons of our
Fedoral republie and in FEuropean ecoun-
trien. Let us look, for example, at tho sit-
nuntion In Knnsas, Wyomlng, Callfornis, and
the Pacilo Northwost. As to Kansnas, It ap-
pears that whoroad six years ago thore was
hardly & paper which regularly allottod any
portion of Its apnos to the womnan suffrage
question, now fully twosthirds of ths news-
papecs publlshod within Afty miles of Lincoln
Centre have a column devotad to the subject,
and with every year more serious attention is
pald to it by the prosa In other sectionn of tho
Btate, At tho school district eleotions in Kan:
she women are allowed to volo, and It recms
thnt at the last three eleotions of this kind hold
fa Lincoln Centrs, 30 per ocent. of all
the votss cast esame from women, In 1880
the Demoorats of Eansas, io their Htate
Conventlon, nominated Miss Barah A.
Browa of Douglas oounty Buperintendent
of Publlo Instruotion. Bhe received, however,
s smallsr number of votes than were cast for
other candidates on the same tioket. In throe
eounties women have beon elected to the
offices of County Clerk and Reginter of Deads,
In 1889 six counties elactod women as Buper-
intendonts of Public Instruction; thore are
now eleven. It should be remembered that in
Kanaas the oonstitutional right of a woman to
hold any county, township, or school district
office, or any Btate oMoe except that of momber
of the Legislature, s tho same as thatof a
man. It bas, In fact, bacome so common for a
womaan to become a candldats for office in Kan-
pas that it attracts no particular attention,

In Wyoming, whore woman suffroge was
granted by the Territorinl Legialature In 1809,
all efforts to repeal the law have falled, and
there has bean a rapld growth of publio opin-
fon In favor of squal politienl rights for both
sexes, alnoe Lhe effect of tho refurm has been
mnade patent by experienco. Tha Wyoming
statute 1s worth nuoting for its singular ex-
plicltness, It enncts, " That overy woman of
the age of twwonty-one years, residing in the
Territory, may, at every eloction to bo holden
under the laws thereof, cast hor voto; and her
rights to the cleative franchise, and to hold
office, shall ba tho same ns those of the
electors,” Itis worth noting that for rome time
alter tho passing of the statuta there wase a
conoerted endeavor to make jury serviee, for
which they Lad been made ellgible, odious to
women. But the women Inalsted on the por-
formance of this duty, aud the effect of
thelr presonce In the Grand Jury room and on
pettit jurles has proved signally beneficial
The Bunday laws, for Instance, were rigor-
ously enforced. At the first election for Dele-
gals to Congress under the Woman Suffrage
1aw, the candidate of the whiskoy shops was
defoatod. Atthe suoceeding eleotion for mom-
Ders of the Logislature the interposition of the
women had s simlar, though not & doclsive
effect, Enough Demoorats were elected to
pass & bill repsaling woman suffrages, but the
bill was vetoed bythe Governor,and his act
was sustilned by the Council. At present
there Is no volos ratsed against the Innovation
anywhere within the Territory, and it will be
Impossible toform @ purty forrepenl. Itseems
to be an almost universal conviction, the ro-
sult of some sixtpen vears' oxporience, that
pever was crimo mo effoetively repressed or
lle and property so thoroughly protected as
whers man has woman's holp in the jury box
and at the ballot box,

Culifornia women have been sligible to school
oflloos sinoe 1873, In 1877 womon were by law
mdinlssible to prastioe at tho Calllornla bar,
and the now Constitution makes thom admis-
glble to any of the colleginte departments of
the Btate Univeraity, and to praoctise medlolne

follow any other vocation. In Oregon the

vocates of woman suffrage bave appealed in
wala to the Legislature and to the voters bya
projected constitutional amendmont, but in
Washington Territory womon were onfran-
ehised on November 15, 1883, We may add
that in the provineo of Ontarlo women have
poaseased the school suffruge for more than
thirty years, and the right to vote at munlcipal
elactions since 1884, It Is noteworthy that in
Torouto on Jan. 4, 1885, the women polled o
large vots, insuring tho eleotion of the candi-
dats pledgod to reform.

The authors of this book seem somewhat dis-

couragud by the actual position of the woman
suffrnge quostion In Great Britaln. They fear

that the addition of 2,000,000 male voters to the |

pumber of the onfranchlisod made by tho last
reform aot will compel them to go over the
work ol educuating thelr mastors by appeals
and arguments. But whilo the prospect of
carrying & woman suffrage billl throygh Par-
Bament #é the prosent time 1s certalnly not
bright, other movements tsnding to the oman-
cipation of women have made signal progress
during the recent years. Not only are women
ofton choson poor law guardinns, but they are
sometimes appcinted ehurch wardens, over-
#ors of roads, and rogistrars of births
and doaths, In 1883 was possed the
Maried Woman's Froperty sot, by which
the last surviving dlseriminations of the com-
mon law agalnet the woaker sex were swopt
awar. Ip 1370 soma obvlous shortcomings
and grisvous disoriminations against women
fa the divoroe law were remedlod by the Mutrl-
monial Onuses set. The Oontagious Dissnsos
#ata have not yet been abolished, bug they have
beod suspanded aince 1883, Finally the au-
shows of this book describe " the Criminal Law
a-.nl-unu a8 the mroat triumph of 1885,
had been postponed sosslon after session,
but the bold denunoliation of certain crimes by
Mr. Stead, editor of the Pall Mall Gazelle, at lnst
roused the mational sonselence, and now a
larger measure of protsotion is afforded to
youdy girls than has ever been known before.”
COoe of the most Interesting and useful ehap-
tare of this third volume s contributed by Mr,
ore Btanton, and portrays the prosent
sitmation of the woman question in Buropean
sountries, The event of most Lmportance
whiob bas taken place in France during the
last deonde s the Internstional Woman's
Rights Congross beld in Parls in 1878, Mr.
Btanton tells us that “the committea whioch
salled the Cougross oontained representa-
tlves from wsizx different countries, vis,
Franses, Bwitserland, Italy, Holland, Bussia,
and m Among the elghtesn mom-
bes Franoe were two Benators,
five Dnutlu. sod three Parls Municipal
Italy was represented by a mem-

In lialy the elvil ocode line, [t rosms, beon
materially modified in the Interest of women
schools have been estabilahed for them, the
universities thrown open to them, and spocinl
courses In ngrioulturo proposed, for them. In
1876, and again in 1884, & bill recommonding
that women be allowed to voto on munieipal
and provinelal questions was favorably ro-
ported from the proper committes In the
Ohamber of Doputlea, It Ix Mr. Btanton's
opinlon that the proposition will soon boosome
alow, Evon in Bpain, during the year 1841-82,
twelvo women attonded lectures at tho unlver-
sitlos, and throe of tha modloal studonts have
since pnssod tholr examinations and received
certificates, which, although equivalont to de-
@reen aa vouchers, do not yet outitle the ro-
ciplents to oraotise,

Thers neoms to bo leas progress on the whole
among the Teutonlo than among the Latin
races, though Germany, baskward as sho is, is
naturally more advanced than Spain and Portu-
gal. Dut in Germany the agitation is still mere-
Iy nendomle, and ean scarcely be sald to have
obtalned a foothold In logislatlve chambers, It
isncurlous compromiss wiich has bean reachod
in tho Austro-Hungarian emplre, whero * wo-
men have & voles in tho munleipul, provinelnl,
and even the national slectlons, bul malo eiti-
zons duly authorized by them must enst thele
votes for them."

The Getthe-Cariyle Oorrespondence.

We are not sure that the Correapondence
Letwean Goethe and Carlyle, edited by Cuanres
Euwor Nontox (Macmillan),
enough o respect to elther qunntity or quallty
to make a book ol. It has, indesd, only boen
poesible to eko out the present little volume by
printing Goethe's lotters In the original Ger-
man and In an English version, Nelthor ean It
be sald that these oplsties presont much riches
. They tell us nothing about Car-
Isle that wo did not know before, and they enn
add nothing to Goethe's reputation. Of the
latter's latters In particular, It must be sald that
mont of the earller In polnt of dute dre porfunc-
tory and formal, while the later, though ‘morg
confidential and genial. are nelther strikingly
fluminative nor suggestive. It would doubt-
leas have astonished Goethe to learn that even
the moest forvent and indiseriminate of wor-
shippers had dreamed of printing them.
The utmost that can be snld of this cor-
respondence Is that some extracts from it
would hava been appropriate, although not
indispensable, In a blography of Carlyle
allusions to it would
have been pertinont and even telling In an
eatimate of the wide-renching and, so to spenk,
cosmopolitan Influence which Goothe had be-
gun to exercise before the close of his long 1ife,
But the source of Carlyle's distinctive trend
of thought and characteristie grotesquenoss of
diction was already patent to those who had
compared the letters and other compositions
Lbohad begun the study
of German, with the work done after he had
mnde himsself thoroughly fumillar with Ger-
man literature In goneral and with Richter in
1t wna, indeed, Jean Iaul~Das
Einzige—who furnished tho trus prototype of
the style unique in English’ which we know ss
The breadth, on the other hand, of
Carlyle's obligations to Goethe ns regards
stimulus pnd guidance, ethical alms and cone
coptions, standards of tasto, epiritual idouls
and litarary models, was incessantly ncknowl-
cdged by himself, and scems to have bLeon
brought out with sufliclent clearness by Mr,

But of course those lotters eannot be dis-
missod as entirely suporfluous: it would be
hard for men like Goethe and Carlyle, when
writing to any one, and bardly possible when
writing to one another, to miss saylng some-
thing worthy of meditation and remombrauce.
But when we call to mind tho relative position
of the writers at the date of this correspond-
enco—the one i poor and obscurs hack writer
for Bootch booksellers, mnd the othor the
soknowledged primate of European letters—
we should naturnily expsct the most strenuous
thinking, painstaking oxprossion, und nrducus
attempt to plonse, to come from tho humbler
ond mors anxious of the two, Buch, although
to some blind devoleos of the oracle of Gotha
it moy spom heresy to say so, séems to usin
fuot to be tho ease. Thero has beon, we von-
ture to nflirm, a considerably largor expendl-
ture of gray mattar on the eplstolary tribulos
here lpid at tho feet of Goethe than upon the
gracious maunilestutions of rosponse and satiy-

Dy far the most notaworthy of Gostha's con-
tributions to this volume Is the following ex-
troot from a tostimonlal forwarded to Edin-
burgh in furthernnoe of Carlyle's attompt to
galn the professorship of moral philosophy in
the University of 8t Andrews, Although tho
passago s somewhat long, the reader will
for travseribing it: " Truo
conviction procoeds from the heart; the Boul,
the roal seat of the Consclonoo, judgoa con-
corning what may be pormittod and what moy
not bé permitted for more surely than the Un.
dorstandlug, which will soe into and detor-
mine many things without hitting the right
mark. A woll-disposed and self-observant
muon, wishing to respest himself and tolive at
peace with himself, and yot consclous of many
an imperfection perplexing his (nnor life, aud
grieved by many s fsult compromising bim in
tho eyes of others, whoreby ho fluds himself
disturbed and opposed from within and from
without, will seek by all methods to free him-
sall from such impediments. When once,
bhowever, he has fought his way patisntly and
perseveringly through thess discordant ele-
ments, and has recognized that only by striv.
Ing and by dolng ean he vanqulsh his sorrow
and suffering, that for each defoct o merit,
for each fault an amends must be sought
and found, then does he feel
at poaoe, na & new man. But then. too, does an
innate good (mpulse st once Impel him to
lighten the burden for othera and to save them
from like sufferings. to enlighton his follow
ecreaiures as Lo thelr inner nature and the out-
or world, to show them whence contradictions
come in and how they are to be avoided and
reconclled. Atthe same time, however, not-
withstanding all this, he must confess that in

observed with plonsurs Mr, Curiylo’s admirably
profound study of thia litarature, and I have
notleed with symnathy how hia has not only
boen able to discover the benutiful and
liuman, the good and great In us, but
lins also contributed whet was hia own,
and has endowad us with the trensures of
Iis gonlns, It must be granted that ho hna &
clens judgment as to our mathetle and ethla
weitors, and, nt tha same time, his own way of
louking nt them, which proves that ho rests on
an orlginal foundstfon and has the power to
dovelop In himeolf the ossentinls of what 14
gootl and bosutiful, In this sense I may well
rogard him ns n man who would fill a chalr of
Moral Philosophy with single heartednoss, with
purity, offoet, and Influones; enlightening the
youth Intrusted to lidm as to thelr renl dutles,
In secordnneo with his diselplined thought, his
nataral glits, and his acqulrnd knowledge,
alming at leading and urging thelr minds to
moral notivity, and theroby stoadily gulding
them townrd a roliglons complotoness,”

There I8 anothor lotter froin Goethe to Car-
Ivle over whicl the reador will be disposed to
Hnger; It (s ono writton in July, 1827, and eon-
talnlng some romuarks on the service rehderod
by translations. We mako some excerpis
which, although not conrcoutivo, onrry on the
writor's train of thought. “It s obvious"
writos Gootho, “that the efforta of tho boest
pouts and msthetlo writers of all nations have
now for some timo bwon directed toward what
is unlveraal in humnnity. In each special
fleld, whethor In history, mythology. or fletlon,
more or less arbitearily concoived, one sova
the traits which are universal always more
cloarly rovealod and illumining what {s merely
natlonnl and personal, * * * Whatever In
tho pootry of any natlon tends to this and con-
tributes to It the others should endeavor to
approprinte, The pecullaritios of each nntion
must bo lonrned and allowanes made for them,
in order by thesa very means to hold Inter-
courss with It: for the spocinl chnracteristies
of n nation nre ltke Ita lnnguage and ity eur-
reney—they Incilitato Intercourse, nny, they
firat miko It complotoly possiblo. * * = A
gonuing, universal toloranco s moat surely at-
tnined, {f wo do not quarrel with the peoullar
charactoristios of individunl men and races,
but only hold fust the convietion that
what s truly excollont s distingulabed
by its belonging to all mankind, To
such Intercourse and mutunl recognition the
German poople bave long contributed, Who-
ever understands and studiea German finds
himsolf in the market where all nations offor
thelr warea: he pluys the interpreter while he
enriobes himsolf. And thus every translator is
to be regarded as a middleman in this univer-
sal apiritunl commerco, and as making it his
business to promoto this exchnnge;: for say
what we may of the insufMeloney of tranklation,
yet the work 18 and will always be one of the
wolghtlost and worthiost nffalrs in the general
conecerns of the world. The Koran says: ‘ God
haa given to ench people & prophet in ita own
tongue.! Thus ench transiator is & prophat to
hir poople, Lutler’s translation of the Bible
has prodused the grontest results, though eriti-
el=m gives it quulifled praise and pleks faults
in It ovon to the present dny, What, Indeed, {s
tho whold enornious business of the Bible Ho-
¢foty but to make known tho Gospel to all poo-
ple in thelr own tonguo '™

In alotter writton by Cnrlyla from Cralgen-
puttock In Beptember, 1819, to thank Goethe
for a packet of books and musie, we come upon
the following interesting passage: * Doubtless
it does geom wonderful to us that you and
yours, occupled with so many great eoncerna
{n which the whole world 18 intorestod, should
find nny time to tako thought of us who lva so
far out of your sphers and c¢an have so little
influence reciprocally on aught that pertains
tu you. But such 1s tho nature of thisstrangoly
comploted unlverse that nll mon are lnked to-
gother, and tho greatest will comeo Into con-
nection with the least. Nelthor, though Itis a
fino tie, do I reckon it a woeak ono, that unites
mao to you., When I look back on my past life
it seoms a8 {f you, n man of forelgn specch,
whom I have mnever scon, and, alas,
ghull  perhaps mnever sce, had besn my
chiof Bonofactor; nay, I may say the
only renl Benefactor I ever mot with ; iInasmuch
a8 wisdom 15 the only renl good, ths only blesa-
ing which eannot be parverted, which blessas
both him that gives sand him that takes. In
trying bereavements, whon old friends aro
snotched awary from you, it must be a consola-
tlon to think that noither in this age nor in any
other can you ever be left nlone; but that
whaerever men seok Truth, Bpiritunl Cloarness,
and Boauty, thore you have brothers and chil-
dren, I pray Honven thot you may long, long
be spared to ace good and do good In this
world, Without you, exiating Literature, even
that of Germuny, so far, as I ean discern fit,
wore but a poor mutter, and without one man
whom othor men might judge c¢learly and yot
viow with a true roverence,”

Another extract well worth reproducing we
elip from a letter of Curlyle's to Goethe, apropos
of the Briefivechsel (the Goothe-Schiller corre-
spondones), n copy of which he hod lotely re~
celved from Goths: * Chlefly I must thank
you for that noble Briefwechsel which does
‘llko s maglo chnriot' convey me Into beloved
scones and seasons of the glorlous Past, where
Frionds ever doar to mo, though distant, though
dend, speak audibly, Bo pure nnd gouerous a
relation ms yours with Behiller, founded on
such honest principles, tendlng toward suoh
lofty objects, nnd in Its progross so pleas-
ant, smooth. and helpful, 18 saltogethor un-
exnmpled In what wo Moderna call Lit-
erature; it 1s o Friendship worthy of elas-
gical dusys, when men's hoarta bad not
yot bocome Incapnble of that feellng, and Art
waos, what It ever should bo, an inspired func-
tion, and tho Artist a Priest and Prophot. The
world Is deoply your debtor, flrat for having
noted such a part with your friond, and now
for having glvon us this imporishuble memorisl
of it, which will lgrow in valuo o years and
gonerations are added tolt. You will forgive
me nlso it I fanoy that herein I have got o now
light upon your character; and seon there, in
warm, beneflcent sotivity, much thatI only
surmissd beforo. To Bahillor, whose high snd
true, yot solitary, pain-stricken, self-consum-
ing spirit is almost tragically apparent in these
lottors, such s unlon must have been Invalu-
sble; to you also it must have boen a rare bles-
slng, for ' inflnite 18 the ummgth man londs to
man.'"”

Our final excerpt from Carlyle's ahare of
those lottors dorivos ita chlef Interest for us
from the clroumstance that it was writion not
long bofore Goothe dlod, and waa called forth
by the latter's reference to the fast nearingend
of his life, * In this Letter are two prophetio al-
luslons breathing & noble, pathetle dignity,
which nevertheloss affect me with alarm and
pain. Fur distaut be that dey so mournful for
us, and to millions! It is true, I might ask my-
solf what are you to me but a Yolce; and {s not
that Yolee one of those thhtcannot dle? Wil
not also, when we aro still more insocesalbly
parted, the memory of past kindness abids,
perennially sweot, with the survivor? Nelther
in any oase do we sorrow as those that have no
Hope, He who bas seen into the high mesning
of *Entsagen’ chorishos ovon hero a still Falth
in quite another Future than the wulgar
devotes belleves, or the vulgar skeptio denlos.
‘God s great, say the Orlentals; to which we
add only ‘God is good,' as the and
end of all our Philosophy.
