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From the loamy bayous of the sunny
South a tidy hon woodcock winged her way In
the latter part of March Shoot and rain pat
toted on her thrloobnndod back ot brownish
black on she came twittering along above the
glimmering lights of ninny towns sod cities
But she braved the storm knowing that at bet
Journeys end her marrIage was to bo had

On a small knoll of white birches Immediate-
ly overlooking an alder swamp near Engle
wood N J she mot hor expectant lover and
the pair became man and wife The honey
moon was passed and then ono day the male
discovering Mrs Tlmbordoodlo seated on her
nest In the dead grass on the hillside skipped
for parts unknown antI since then nothing hu
boon neon of the ornithological Xneas

On April 10 Mr Evan Evans and Dr John A
Wells two accomplished sportsmen of Eagle
wood while taking their usual Sunday after-
noon constitutional happened to stumble on
the pretty woodcock Three photographs were
taken of the bird the next day and one ot the
eggs after the bird had been flushed off the
nest The eggs wore four In number about an
Inch and a half long aid an Inch or more In
diameter tapering suddenly to the small end
They were of a dull color marked with spots
of brown particularly at the big end Inter-
spersed

with spots of a very pale purple The
eggs wore on the bare ground near the base of
an overhanging birch crossed with a broken
piece of brush and a few scattering brier The
bird was very loth to leave her nest and It was
necessary almost to touch her with the toot to
mako her rise Quickly withdrawing she at
once returned but in hor brief absoacoone of
the eggs wits removed Tins was blown and
was apparently not moro than a day or two old
The photograph did not turn out well so on
April 12 another was taken the earners Mini
about six foot from the bird It was found al-

most

Impossible to focus her oven at that short
distance BO similar was hot color to that of the
background Although in plain sight It in¬

variably took several minutes before visitors
to the nest could make her out

On April IS the camera was placed alittl
less titan two foot from the bird and an ex-
posure

of four seconds was given The wood ¬

cock gave no Indications ot alarm and she WM
then stroked down tile back from the nook to
the tall by a modorete pressure of the hand
When this was repeated the bird with mush
reluctance waddled otT her nest making
guttural quacking noise more expressive of
disgust than font and now perhaps twelve
foot at onco returning to the nest on the vis-
itors

withdrawing a few feet away The bird

had evidently become accustomed to the pres-
ence

of strangers for two days previous to this
the birches thereabout had boon out off by a
man clearing out tho underbrush and piled
UD within throe foot of the nest Several of the
white birches were cut down within ono foot
of the bird and although tIle axe must have
swung very near to her nretty mottled head
the woodohoppor never saw herl-

Tis to this time the weather hart been moder-
ate

but on Monday April 18 It turned very
colt the thermometer registering 24° In the
course of the day Several Inches of snow tel
anti Ice formed everywhere Mr Evans visited
time nest In the afternoon anti found the bird
sitting In a hollow in tie snow which was six
Inches deep all around net Hor bill was rest
lag on the snow The fohiowing day was warm
and tho snow dlsappearod rapidly The eggs
hatchedput safely on May 1 twentytwo days
otter being found Tire usual period of ineu
batlon Is about nineteen days and It Is proba¬
his that the snow and may bo the visitors In
this case prevented thorn from being hatched
on time

A very clover watercolor sketch of the bird
was painted by a lady of Englewood An hour
and a halt was occupied In the sitting during
which time the bird was BO much Interested Ini
the fair artist that she did not oven wink
her great hazel eyes or move Ihor head
thought the lady was only eight feet from her
Trio picture was painted ono day before the
ogres wore hatched Several times when the
bljtl was sitting a pointer dog named Puck
who has had a great many woodcock killed
over him and Is very stanch on being
brought within three foot ot the net with the
wind directly in his nose gave no evidencewhatoverjot the presence of the bird This
proved conclusively to Dr Wells that nesting
woodcock give out no scent Dr Wells says

The same I have found true In a loss degree
with quail After tho eggs are hatched tire
same dog never finds any difficulty In locating
the parent bird

On the morning before tho eggs were hatched
the bird was sitting with one side much raised
and distorted Time following day only the
broken shells wore left A point of Interest
incidental to the hatching was that on the day
of the snow storm time bird flushed when Mr
Evans approached before he was wihta twenty
yards of lrm This occasioned Dr Wells to re-
mark I have noticed before the unusualwildness of woodcock when snow was on theground and presume it to bo front the factthat they are conscious ot the consplcnousness
of their outline against the white background
On every other day the bird could scarcely be
driven off her eggs apparently believing nor
colt Invisible It is doubtful If tho woodcock
has over before boon so accurately studied dur ¬
ing the period of nesting

Both Dr Wells and Mr Evans with theirdogs have visited the locality where the bird
hatched several times since but the parent
and offspring had changed their residence

With the blossoming of the dogwoods the
annual crop of young woodcock makes Us ap ¬

pearance In these parts For n few days sitethey are hatched they look like little balls o
yellow yarn with smutty finger narks down
the back Their tiny bills are yellowish pink
and about aa long as a common pin They are
cared for by their mother who resorts to all
manner of manomyros to entice mill enemies
from the vicinity of her young The growth of
woodcock is very rapid and in throe monthstime they are full grown The food of tha
woodcock consists principally ot ground
worms Aru adult bird will swallow more Inone day than would supply a Sunday schoolfishing plonlo with bait There is a gentleman
in Warren county N J who now has a pot
hen woodcock in a cage She was found
four weeks ago fluttering on the trackot the Delaware and Lackawanna Ball
road having broken her wing against
