EARTHQUAKE ZMEXICO

Deary Shock letS la the Capital City and
Threuchoat the Valley

CITy OF MEXICO via Galveston May 2A heavy earthquake shock was felt in this city
and throughout tho valley at ten minutes to 3
this morning Saturday afternoon had boon
extremely warm hi fact tho weather for tho
Ilast four days hind boon extraordinarily warm
for this region which generally enjoys a very

mid degree of temperature even in summer
on Saturday afternoon there wero several

whirlwinds in the valley and in the city carry-
Ing cloudof dust and fine gravel high in the

alt with tho memory of previous
earthquakes in mind predicted a shook herand today they ore regarded as prophets-

At exactly 6A M there was tel not only-

in the city In suburban a violentshaking the earth or sort of lifting motion
which lasted live seconds Next thorcame
preceded by a low roar as from ot
the earth and accompanied by a stiff breeze a
violent earth from east to
west which awoke nearly every ono lasting as
it did thirtynine seconds Houses swayed as
though they wero hips at sea and persons
arising from their beds wor In many cases
thrown with force to the Bolls were rung
in tho hotels and evelwhordoors were forced
open Then of
much violence proceeding from north to south
During this shook crockery wits thrown down
and pictures demolished in several houses
Then followed a scene of general confusion
dogs barking and horses neighing and stamp-
ing

in their stables Thousands of persons
dressed themselves and did not go back to bod

Heports received today by Gov Coballos of
tho Federal district do not snow any fatalities
as the result of tho earthquake and the deni-
zens
