number of horses at the same time But soon
a number of acrobats wore able to follow his
example and excel him height and distance
Nowadays a circus acrobat who cnnnot do a
double somersault Is not considered anything
but un ordinary performer unless he can dc
other sensational or dangerous feats in 1881
Barnum had a corps of acrobats ot whom seven
turned double somersaults every night daring
the season

The most surprising and unexcelled feat ol
double somersault throwing was that of Rob
ert Cornelia ot the Gamnolla brothers who per
formed In variety halls and circuses some
eight or ten years ago Standing on his broth
ers shoulders Robert sprang up and revolved
backward twice landing again on his shoulders
with his feet When It Ta considered that the
double somersault by other performers ts ac-
complished by a short run which gives mo-
mentum a spring board which materially al < i
the upward bound and no restriction as to the
point ot alighting the feat by young Oarnelln
must be classed among the unprecedented
marvels ot the acrobatic art

Wore it not a proved fact it would seem that
the laws of gravitation and the limitattons of
physical dexterity forbade the turning of a
