IN THE ADIKONDACKA,

yvopruwoon, Herkimer County, Aug, 7.—A
dont three-apring wagon, such ns might bhe
qesd by n clty geocer for a dolivery wagon,
was driven through this village on the way to
Utiea the other day with n load that would
liave inado this sportsmon of New York, or any
sther plaen, for that matter, very Indignant,
It was staekod high with doorskins. The driv-
or, who was a dealer [n fura and skins, refused
1o tell whare he bought the akina or how many
he had, but ho was coming from np the West
Canaidn, and [t d1d not neod mueh asqunintance
with North Wooda methoeds to tell what nelgh-
porhoods the skins ecame from or how It hap-
poned that the buyer had obtained Ko many.
1t {a protty safe to nssort that there were more
ihan eixty skins in that lond that hind nota
soratel or nalgn of a bullet hole In them. The
deer wera not killed with guns; they were
butehersd,
gporismen  supposed, whon the Iaw was
passed which prohibited the transportatica of
the onronseos of Adlrondack deer on the rall-
ronds of the State. unless the owners were
along inthe same train, and even then Hmit-
jng tho number of earcadues to one for each
man, that tho day of the market shootor In this
Btato was pretty well done.  That the law wns
» most valuablo ene for the preservation of
deor In tho Adirondncks Is beyond question,
but it does not provide for the utter depravity
of the poacher.  The poacher wili not work:
he will mako his living, such as It is, from the
fah apd the gnme In the woods. In the sum-
mer ho gots 6 good many joba as guide for
tourists, and i3 then comparatively harmless,
though be has even thon ong bad trick that
will be montionod further on.  Dut in the win-
tor. when tho snow covers the ground from
four to gix feet doep in the woods and for
depths w.hurn there nre drifts beyond mons-
urvment, the poncher reaps o harvest that
no liw you devissd Los been abla to stop, He
knows whera the door are ]mrdml. and with
only & knlfo in his belt sometimes he atrips on
his snowshoes nnd goes out to the slinghtor,
The unfortunnte crestures, unnblo to floe, nro
tutebured just ns hogs are Iy o pen. Thelr
throats ure cut and then thelr hiilles are
stripped off, aud, with the excopticn of w0
much of the mont ss the poacher and lifs
fumndly cnn ent, the bodies are left to decay. 1t
I8 not an uncommon thing to find from threoe
to flve skelatons of deer in the woods wit m1 a
few hundred yards of one unother, Hefore the
Inw preventod the .-mtr ing of 1he enrcisses
by rail the Lodies eould be sold, but now the
deer nre slaughtered for thelr hides. Although
this stutemant may seom lneredible, it i3 com-
monly talked nnd bolleved that nearly 700 deer
woerp killod with knives and sxes in the town
of Wilmurt aslons lust winter, 1 was told
Ly o gulde of ons man, and his nams wos
r{wn to mu, who killed six deer with an uxa
nons doy In o yard over on the north branch
oud of ukins that

Moosoe River. The ble
}:alumc'l lore amply confirms the stories of the
alaughtor,

One more aet must bo passed by the Legisla-
tare if the deer nre to be saved for legitiniita
gport, It must be made unlawful for the rall-
roads to transport deerskins s wali as deor
carcassos from any point within the State Lo
any other puint, exeept nndor such restriotions
a8 now apnly to the carcnsses, That would take
away another inducement for the slanghter of
tho deor, though no one bellaves that it weuld

hally take from tllﬂ poicher his ocetipa-
tlon. "I huve beon told of ope man who killod
three deer in one day Iast winter, when ho
knew that he could only tuke care of one cur-
enss, and that the other two would have 4 be
left to rot in the woods \u'ht-l‘u"llll-)‘ Were lglllegl..
Thoe story is not incradiblo, Some men Kill for
the sole dellght of killing, making a big bag us
they eall It aud the law is not sufliciently en-
forced to stop it.

But deor ure not unlawfully slnughtersd in
winter alone, nor are the North Woods guides
nlone responsible for the unlnwful destruction
of the game. It I8 a guestion whether more
deor are not killed in July and August than in
any other two months of the year, hie Mies
and mosquitoes wew particularly bad this yenr,
and the deer to escaps them are tuking o e
water in droves, Hore Is the opportunity for
the eity bowrler who hias never killed s dear to
satialy hia thirst for Innpocent blood. A eanove,

25 for killing o moeadow Inrk no longer

his is & sober sintemaent of fact. Thers was

but one arrest hereabouts lor violating the
game luws list yesr, and that was for killing o
meadow lark, while deer slayers went free,

The law provides that no one shall kil moro
than three deer In any ono yonr,  Last winter
It is said that one eivizon, indlgnnnt at the
slnughter, went to a gume constable lving
near hers and told him of o place where a

saehior had six cnreasses then hanging frozen
noashed in the woods, The constably mads
apparent haste to drive to the home of the
poachier, but ho stopoed for dinper ot the
Iousa of a nelghbor, less than half a mile from
the puneher's ouse, ‘There he proclaimed to
o sagor nudlence thnt ho was aftor the poach-
erwith n sharp stick, and wounld prod him,
Lhe wile was i long time serving that dinner,

fino

but  whon  servod It was s good  one,
wnd the constuble was easlly  persuad-
sl to tarry long  over tho  delicious
hot  vorn hread,  eoffes,  oand  fresh

wrk whivh ware pinced on the tably in pro-

uslon,  The eonntable noticod that the eldest
san of his host was not present at the table,
although at homo when he (the constable) ur-
rivisd, but thought, lnllhlu* of it. Aflter & {Imo
tho constablo backod his horse and catter out
of the barn and drove over to the poacher’s.
Not a deer did he find, although he wilked al-
most directly ovor the bodies of the whole six
whero they hnd been buried ins_big drift ba-
tween the house and the barn, It was plain to
sen Lhat the drift hind n dug into withio tho
bour, but the constable refusod to examine it,
although privately urgod to do It by w eitizen
who necompunied hine

Just how the gamoconstables nre to be mada
eMelent doss not wppenr. That they aee afeuid
of the poachers, who do not hesitste to ridk
murder, {8 apparent,  Probably  the best
sheme for enforeing the gnme IAws s one de-
vsed by Mr, Townsend Cox of the Forest
Commission, Mr, Cox projwoses that the en-
forenment of the gume lows be left with the
Forest Commission instead of with the Flsh
Commlssionura, as ut presout, Then he woulil
inve an wet passcd nuthorizing the Commis-
sion to Heense guldes to the hunting nnd tshin
grounds of the State, giving to cach Heense
gulde s badge und o commisslon as np oMeer
of the State for the onforcemoent of the game
lawe, Although he does not proposs to bay
thesa guldes salaries, he has in viow 0 number
of compensations which he believes would
make the guides eflelent ofleors, or in-
stance, o list_of the Heensed guldos would bo
Kept in nn oMee In New York to be openoed for
the purpose, and sportemen and tonrisis would
e nntllL-d thut the addrosses of guides could
bo found thers. This would throw custom
into the hands of the Hesnsed guides, But the
fnet that they were licensed anid held commis-
slons from the Btate would of {tsolf cronte nn
eiprit du ecorps that would work a revolution
among the guides, he thinks, and heueo arevo-
ution i North Woods metnods.

While sitting
on n rock on the top of that breezy elavation he
Enw a hare squatiing In Ita form saveral yards
bolow him, and he brought his glass to bear
upon it, The hare wos asleop, and Courtright
looked at it through hia glass for several min-
utes, Then he shifted his position on tho rock
to got a better view of the sleeping hare,
and, ns he did so, he sawa spotted animal
stealthily ereeping townrd the hare, and ho
turned his glass that way to soe what tho
strange anfmal meant to do. A moment later
{t erouched for an Instant and then pounced

upon the hnrmless hare and killed {t. Court-
right did not know what kind of an animal the
spotted little beast wan, but It began to devour
the hnre rignt away, nnd so he whipped ont
his revolver and bineod away at |t twice, The
animnl sprang luto the alr and then keelod

over noar the dead “nrn.

Thinking that he had killed the slayer of the
hare, Courtright hasiily plaved his weapon on

Ho saw that the nnimal wias more of o
sorntobor than it was abiter, and whoen it came
ot him ngain he gave IL A sharp rap across the
piws nnd broke one of {ts legs, It still showed
flght, but being disabled it was st the morey
of Courtright, who soon poundod it to death,
Then ho earriod the benst down ta the hotel to
son If nnybody could tell him what genus of
auadruped 1t belonged to, The seratehes on
his arm and leg blod some on the way, but
there was nothing  dangerous about the
wounds., some men on the plazea told Court-
right that he had killed a wildeat, and they
anld that the woods were full of them up on
