Our tariff reforming friends may account
for the motivesof the internal revenus re-
pealers In any manner they prefer. They
may perhaps show that the majority in
favor of the plan are protectionlsta, llke
tho majority of Democrats generally. But
the fact romains that the repeal of the
internal revenue will abolish the surplus—
gomethlng which any plan agreed upon by
the Administration and the tarll reformers
would totally fail to do.

And the interchange of criticlsms from
elther slde of the great tariff controversy will
notdiminish the truth of this observation,

Are the Women Learning Thelr Power?

A blnck eloud, hardly larger than a lady's
hand, hangs over the Northwestern horizon
of Prohibition. We learn from the St Pawl
Globe that there s trouble between tho
Murphy Club of Minneapolis and the
Woman's Christian  Temperance Unlon.
Every evening In the week these two organ-
igations have been In the habit of meeting
together in a common clpb room at 230 Hen-
nepin avenue apd working In harmony for
the eauss. Not long ago, however, Brother
Waire of the Murphy Club expressed in one
of hia speeches thoe hope that **the time
would never como when It would be necos-
gary for the pure, noble women of this coun-
try to go to the polls In order to free the
land from the curge of Intemperanco.”

Thisapparently hurmless sentiment proved
to boe a firebrand. One of the sisters "an-
nounced that she wus not at that moment
prepared for the battle, but on the next
Tuesday sho would turn her guns against
tho assallant of her eex's cherished pros-
pects.” Bhe kept her promise, and she has
been ably supported by other ladles of the
Woman's Christlan Temperance Unlon, The
ponsequence has been that the subject of
primary importance at these once harmoni-
ous gatherings is no longer temperanes, but
woman suffrage. The thoughtless remark
of Brother WHITE has doveloped what
threatens to be a chronle row In the Henne-
pln avenue joint meetings,

This circumstance Is significant because of
the prominent part which women are tnking
everywhere In the politios of the Prohibitlon.
ist movement, In Its more recent phases, In
the Texas canvass, forexample, a large share
of the practical work at the polls, the solicit-
ing and obtaining of votes for the prohibl-
tory amendment, was performed by women.
1f we are to believe the reporta in both the
Prohibitionist and anti-Prohibitlonist news-
papers of that State, the Indies proved thom-
selves to be very efficiont politicigns, and the
extraondinary vote thrown for prohibitlon
wag In o great measure due to their perses
vering and skilfully directed efforts.

Now, is it true that any considerable num-
“berof the ladies actively engaged in behalf
of prohibition are ot Leart devoted to the
hroader guestion. of extending the right of
suffrage to theirsex ¥ If that i3 the case,
the future directlon which their political ac-
tivity will take is not diffienit to foreseo,
The experience which they are now acquir-
Ing by their assoclation with men in the
work of agitation, organization, and vote
winning will be turned, gooner or later, to
another causo.  They will come to regand
the restriction of the liquor trafe as a minor
Interest, n gide issue, and they will devote
themselves malnly to an effort to bring about
the politieal equality of the two sexes,

That, of courss, would be aserious disaster
for tho Prohlibitionist party, as now con-
stituted. It would be obliged either to be-
come a Woman Suffrage party, and sink pro-
hibition to a secondary place in {ts platform,
or to loso the support of a large, active, ef-
ficlent, devoted, and most interesting section
of Its present working force.

The Projects of Aggresslon Ascribed to
Blsmarck.

For some months the Belgians have been
& good deal disquieted by rumors that their
conntry, notwithstanding the inviolabllity
g@sured to it by treaty, would again be made
the cockplt of Europe on the outbreak of a
war between. Germany and France. But
Belgium s not the only one of Germany's
weak nelghbors that has Iately shown much
anxious curlosity about Bisaanck's designs,
In Copenhagen the feeling of nativnal
insceurity hos Impelled thd8 Govern-
ment o plan  extensive additions to
the eity's fortifications, and such mis-
givings will hardly be allayed by the warn-
ing administered the other day through the
Berlin newspapers that the defensive works
of the character contemplated would be ob-
Jeets of suspicion to the German Chancellor,
and might make the annexation of Denmurk
indispensable. The Hollanders, on their
part, are no less alarmed at the preparations
making on the Germunn aide of their frontier
for the swift concentratlon of a large mill-
tary foree that might be used for purposes
considerably broader than the settlement of
the guestion of tho Luxemburg successlon
Hkely to be opened on the deasth of King
Wicnian IIL, which now cannot be long
tefoimed.

The one kernel of truth in the bushel of
ehafl tolegraphed upon thess subjects Is
BisManer's doterminatlon to neglect no
precautions aguinst a shock which would
tax to the utmost his country’s resources,
the shock of a combined uttack on the part
of Francennd Russin, There s really not a
trace of evidence that Gormuony, under his
guldance, desires o absorh by any lofroe-
tion of International luw any of the three
petty States to which we have alludad, Itis
Denmark's fault if tne forttication of its
eapital Is viewed with suspiclon st Berlin,
Busvanwcr would be an unfalthful guardinn
of the cmpire he created If Le suffemed
Copenhagen to be made o Baltie Gibmltar
for the use of o Russian fleet—especinlly be-
fore the projected ecanal between Xiel and
the North Sea has boen completed. As to
Belguw, the arrangeinents for nassing
troops In that quarter aro measures of the
most obvious expedieney. It ls France, and
not Germany, that in the eveut of war 8
Juost Ukely to follow the loe of the Sambre
wind the Meuse, made memorable in the his-
tary of tho lirst Freuch republie, for not
only Is this lne of attack the least ob-
strueted, but defeal upon it would bo least
likely to lmperil Paris.

clroumstances Is least worthy of sarious con-
gideration. No doubt the Duteh colonial
empire, with Ita population of more than
twenty millions and immense possibilities,
ia In BMARcK's eyes a plum, but ho knows
that Germany has only to remaln im-
pasalve to have it fall into Its mouth.
For, If the Princesa WILHEELMINA, who
under the organlo law recently pro-
mulgated will succeed her father, mar-
ries at all, she will undoubtedly be in-
fluenced by her mother, the Regent, who Is a
German princesa, to marry some one com-
mended by Bmuancx. Should she dle un-
married, the crown of Holland pasees to her
aunt, Soram, Grand Duchesa of Baxe-Wel-
mar-Elsenach, and the application of Hol-
land to be ndmitted Into the German em-
pire on the footing of Bavaria or Baxony
would follow as a matter of course. As
to the Grand Duchy of Luxemburg,
which has no organle but merely a
dynastic connection with the kingdom of
the Low Countries, there is very little doubt
that on the death of WiLLiaM III, the last
male representative of the younger branch
of the house of Nassav, it will pass without
reaistance on the part of the Hollanders to
tha ex-Duke of NassAv, the head of the elder
branch, and become a member of the federal
body known as the German Emplre. Bis-
MARCE, in other words, 18 sure to obtain.
without recourse to violent measures, the
colgn of vantage, the fallure to acquire which
for France was the real cause of the last
Franco-German Wwar.

Good Reason for Cautlon.

The conflict between HeNny GEonor and
the Socialists i having the effect of bringing
out from their leaders some very plainspeak-
Ing s to the practical and philosophie value
of his much-vaunted land theory. Inorder
that there might be a full demonstration of
the political power of labor these men have
hitherto refrained from expressing thelr real
opinions on the eubject; but now their
tongues are loosenod.

Thoy have an utter contempt for the land
nostrum of GeonaEe, and treat as ‘' comical "
his pretensions that it is equal to the cure of
the troubles of labor. They look on It na a
mere whim of & man whom they followed be-
causahie was immediately useful in bringing
together the ecattered or discordant forces
which they would consolidate in a Labor
party. They know, as economists and
soclal  students better Informed know,
that it is farcieal to propose George-

ism ns the solution of the socinl
problem, and they also understand
that it had only a very Insignifi-

cant Influence In bringing out the Labor
voto of last autnumn, That vota was simply
tho expression of n widespread dissatistfac-
tion, not of any bellef in the land theory of
Georae. The Socialista cared nothing about
it, and the rest of the workingmen and their
nllies who voted for him were either indif-
ferent to It or had never comprehended it.
They merely wanted to make a political
demonstration,

As It Is now, the Labor party are willing
enough to hear him talk, but they will not
read his paper. 1f they were greedy for in-
gtruction In his doctrines it would not be
necessary to pass around the hat at Anti-
Poverty mectings to get subscriptions for
that wearlsomo periodical, They have no
real faith in his plan, and the more they
think of it the less will be their respect for
it. As arallving ery for a Labor party it is
absurdly ineffective. What brings working-
men together for organized action, political
or otherwise, is their desire for more wages,
and they are too sensible to see any prospect
of these In a mere project for putting up the
taxation on land. Again, GEonGE Is a rank
freo trader, and the great body of the work-
ingmen are stoutly on tho other side. They
believe that free trade would Involve lower
wages and meaner living, the degradntion of
labor, and the enormous multiplication of
the army of the unemployed.

Therefore, the more GEORGE undertnlkes
to make himself the embodiment of the La-
bor party and the more obstinate he 8 in
imposing his theories on It, the more certain
is it to break asunder. He did very well ns a
figurehead In the initial struggle for politi-
cal consideration, but when in his inordinate
self-consequence he assumes to be mors
than that, and to demand that the purty
shull swallow his economical nostrums also,
the dar of his downfull npproaches. That
is not what they wanted of him.

There is also a strong suspicion that there
I8 about GEoRGE a gang of fellows who are
merely after boodle. They toll not, neither
do they spin, and yet they wear good clothes
and seem to be In no want of ready cash,
The workingmen do not wish to be sold out,
and they had better beware of that gang.

The College of Halrdressers.

The Paris correspondent of our esteemed
contemporary, the Herald, sends news that
an Académiede (o{ffure or Huirdressers' Uni-
versity is to bo establishad in that town. As
in the case of the Freneh Institute corre-
spondlng members will be elected from
foreign countries, In the absence of details
it Beems sufe to suppose that the academy
will be a union of the most eminent
barbers in the world. The function of
the hairdresser as distinguished from
that of the beard mower Is perhaps
of more importance in Latin than in Anglo-
Saxon countries, the male inhabitants of the
latter being somewhat shy of the ourl-
ing Iron and the odorous oll. The purple
pomp of the artist halr dyer, the grand
decorative effects of the halr arranger are,
indeed, known ns Importations in New York,
but they have not yet driven out republican
shinplicity. Short bair, plain in its neatness,
Is the mode of the American man, at least in
the North and Easst. He noeds the barber
more thun the hairdresser.

The profession of the hairdresser will be-
come extinet befere many centuries, when
complete balilness will be the mark of the
elvilized man, The barber came before the
halrdresser, and will survive him, It would
seem, therefore, that the new acadomy
ghould have been called the Barbers' College,
There s o College of Physiclans and Sur-
geons in almost every great elty, and the
bLarbers, who in former time used to bo the
sirgeons also, deserve to have an institution
of their own. If thev choose to eall theme
galves halrdressers it 18 nobody's business
but their own; stlll, the mystery, craft, or
profession of the barber i8 more anclent and
honoratile than that of the mere speclalists,
tho landscapo gardeners of the hair.

Whatever fault may be found with the
name of the new Paris academy, thers can
be no doubt that its sesslons will ba full of
brilllant conversation and beneficial to ton-
sorial sclenes or art. The barbers of this
country have, perhapa, little to learn from
their brethren in Franes, but in the interests
of thelr profession as well as for philan-
thropie reasons they will hopa that the new
foundation mway do something to improve
the wratehed condition of the barber s art in
England. Mr. Honent Garrerr of Balu-
more asserts that there Is one barber In
London who knows how to shave. If there
is such a barber the American millionaires

will soon make a millionaire of him. ¥or the

| any good reason why the

skilfal and easy touch of the barbers of
Amerioa I8 not to bo found In Eng-
land. A shave In England consiats
of two pmoratehes, & scrape, and a
dig, all inflicted with an obtuse razor. It
occuples about one minute, and the viotim
waahes his face and replaces his chin at his
own expense. An American barber would
faint away sooing such carnage, There isa
town in Cape Breton where the village
butcher, by & happy instance of poetical jus-
tice, Ia also the village barber. The trans-
plantation of English Institutions has never
been more triumphantly llustrated.

The first work of the Halrdressers' Acade-
my should be the appointment of missionary
barbers to England. The second might well
be the compounding of an International
preparation for the hair. This would relleve
barbers of the disagreeable task of recom-
mending thelr particular mixtureas the best
in the market.

Volunteer Probabllities.

The run from Vineyard Haven to Marble-
head resulted in the Volunteer arriving
first and the Mayflower second, the differ-
ence in time Leing two hours thirty-one
minutes and fifteen soconds,  Without con-
sldering time allowance, which would not be
great, let us make a little caleulation.

That
would still leave a margin of thirty minutes
for the Volunteer over the Thistle,

FALLING A THOUSAND FEET.

BALDWIN'S GRACEFUL DESCENT FROM
A DIZZYT HEIGHT.

Balisen Loose and Goes Up
Like o —~A More Apeek, he Leaps
from the Haskot—For a Fow Terriiying
Beconds the Parachnts Deoss Not Open.

If you can imagine a little streak of pink
away up {n tho sky, which has no visible menns
of support, and which eircles gontly toward the
enrth until you makes out that it Is the motlon-
less Ngure of A man with armaextendod stralght
above his hond and his hands ¢lutehing a cob-
weli, you ean got some Ides of how Mr. E. T,
Baldwin looked na he dropped from his
balloon at Rockaway yesterday afternoon.
It ia true that away up above Mr.
Baldwin'sa hend there wna floating what
seemed n great  white sun  umbrells,
but at the first glance, and during several sec-
onds of the descont thore was nothing to show
that Mr, Baldwin and the parnchute wore In
any woy connected, save the fact that they
elreled ang swayed hither and thither In unl-
gon, It was not until the earth was nodrly
renched that the goasamer-like thrends which
connocted tho man with the eurfous white
thing above him eould be made out, and even
when they were male out thelr airy lUghtnoss
gave lttle suggestion of support,

This s the third descent from s balloon in &

nrichute which Mr, Baldwin has made, and It
was Inall ways very sntisfactory nnd suceess-
tul, The nctunl helght that ho dropped was
probably something lesa than a thonsand feet,
but it as fully demonstrated his abllity to drop
two miles ns would the actual accomplishmont
of that fent.
