No Vacation Thial

The preparation of the annual message to
Congreas on the state of the Union will be
doferred untll after the Presldent's return
from his Southern, Bouthwestern, Western,
and Northwestern trip—that 18 to gay, until
pome time In November.

Congresa will meot this year upon Deo. 5.
That will leave to the President probably
three weclts, and perhaps a few days over,
in which to prepar¢ whatover Information
and advico ho may have to communleuta to
Congress reapecting ono of the most mo-
mentous questions of the time. He could

profitably oceupy every day betwoen now
lnd the 18t of December In considering and
maturing the suggestions which It is his
Constitutionnl duty to lay before the na-
tional legislature for its guldance in dealing
with the complicated problem of the disposl-
tion of the surplus,

But Mr. CLEvELAND will find no time for
this important publis service, elther before
he begins his projected journey or while he
I8 upon hls travels, Every moment will be

crowded with other work. The itinerary
must bo 8o arranged s to cover the great-
est extent of territory with the least possl-
ble waste of precious hours. The conflicting

. clalms of rival localitics must be welghed

and adjudicated, Disappointments must be
assuaged by flattering messages of regret,
Ona hundred or one hundred and fifty—per-
haps two hundred—short speeches must bo
framed in advance and committed to mem-
ory for facile delivery; and they must all ba
differont, since it will not do for the Presl-
dont to repent himself while on such an ex-
pedition as this, or to remain dumb In the
preacnco of enthuslastic hospitality.

This Involves a tremendous amount of
labor even before Mr, CLEVELAND starts on
his journey. When tho great procession ls
fuirly on its way, of course there will be no
opportunity for the consideration of any
other problem of statesmacship or politics
than that which Is the immediate object
of cohcorn. The personal canvasa of
the South, Bouthwest, West, and Northwest
will require ot least four weeks, and Is llkely
to extend to slx weeks, Tho surplus ques-
tlon must walt until November, When
November comes the chances are that Mr.
Crnevenasp will find it convenlent to fall
back upen his old theory that the Presi-
doney Is essentially an executive offlcs,

Weo wish to enll attention to the fact that
it 1s no vacation Journey that the Presldent
proposes to tako this fall, The scheme con-
templates nelther rest nor recreation, but
work, hard work. With its elaborate prepa-
ratlons, Its artiafle working up of popular
santiment, and (ts appeal to the genuine
North American Instinets of hospitality and
hurrah, this 18 ns distinetly a personal and
political enterpriso ns was ever undertaken
by any person holding the highest office of
public trust.

Cold Truth,

The task of making o satisfactory Demo-
pratio tariff plank for the latitude of the

It fooling with trade hasalmost frit-
terod away the once seomingly mexhaust-
ible Democratic majority of Kentucky, what
chance would the Democracy have of carry-
ing the doubtful Eastern States on any other
than a firm and doefinite declaration of ad-
herence to the protective polley?

Now that methetlo considerations have
pravalled, Becretary ExpicorT ought to be
willing to pay for the new horses out of his
own pocket, Indeed, it might be more ex-
penslve for him not to do so,

Bomeo Foatures of the Hidding on the Five

WasHINGTON, Aug. 10.—The classification
of bids in the recent proposals for construoting
the five new vessela authorized by Congross
and the language of the not itself have made
tho resuits somewhat complicated, and not
wholly ascertainable from a simple compari-
son of amounta {n the respective offera. The
Naval Appropristion act passod at the Iast
sosslon provided for the construction by con-
traot of two steel gunboats of 1,700 tons dis-
placement on the type of gunboat No. 1, to
cost not moro than $550,000 ench, nnd also of
two stoel oruisers to cost, exclusive of armn-
ment, not more than $1,500,000 each, or rather,
$3.000,000 for the two. Congress also increased
ita appropristion previously made for the con-
struction of erulser No, 1, as the bldding on It
had shown to be necessary. Thus five vessels
were provided for. Beotion 2, however, of the
Appropriation not contalned this paragraph:
