Accompanying the petition for the order of

arrest agalost Dunn is an efidavit, made by |

Beott himeall bafore Consul-Genoral Waller a

London on June 14 laset, in which he makes n
elean breast of ths whole affalr. In this af-
davit he does not mince matters, but spenks of
himself ns a thiol and of his act as stealing.
Other aMdavits are made by Whittlesey D,
Benrls, Vice-Prosldent of the Farmers' Loan
nod Trust Company, and his wife, Jenule R,
Hearls, slster of Mra.
