browski. who also took a prominent part In the
defenae of the ofty, and, Iastly, of Delescluzoe,
supplanting his rivals and exercls-
ingt tor & brief perlod supreme authority. mot
with a"fate whioch Hls tellow lalmurmtlc;::la:l
rogard as ma N at Oluserot thinks
of the ehuum and conduot of these
solleagnes of his may be doduced from a multl-

" tuds of allusions séattorod through the two

volumas of his momolrs, some of whioh we now
prrposs to'bring together.

Wo first hear of Rossel In the earlier chapters
of the Nirst volume at & tims when Cluserat, as-
puming the functions of Minister of War, un-
dertook to bring ordor out of ahaos, and as the

. first step in that dircotion progeeded Lo organ-

fro a hoendqunarters stafk How he oame to
poloct Rossel for chief of ataft (s thus ro-
countad: “1 had the good luck," he says,

. “thanks to Malon, to meet Rossal. I had no
. moquaintanoce with him, even by name, Thoy

told mo that he had graduated from the Poly-
toolinle Bohool, and entered the Corps of En-
ginears, in which he had beon a Captain, As 1
had a slege to sustain, this was a valuable ac-
quisition. But. unfortunately, mon of paris
oftan disdain the specinlty in which thoy really
are suporior, to dash {nto other flelds of human
aotlvity In whioh they are mediocre, and oven
worthless, Bo with Rosasl, who {magined him-
solf markod out for a very difforent rile from
that which hs could and should have Alled—
that. namely, of superintending the defensive
works, and alding me In the reorganization of
the foroos noeded to man them.

“Every one s now familiar with Rossel's
photograph—a low forehead covered with short
and stiff brown halr, a light-red beard. a
batchot face, and lank body. Such was my

* ghief of staff. On the moral sids he presented
& type resambiing that of the Puritans of the
soventoanth century, except ns regurds his re-
Iations with the other sox. He gave too much
time to women. Impassive to the verge of fri-
gidity, resolute, savere to the pitch of harshness,
trenchant {n speech, ambitious beyond all ex-
pression, s Republican, but In no sense a
Boclallst: In his specialty a frst-rate officer.
desplsing the people in true bourgeols faahion,
and, abova all, anfmated by one rullng alm,to
play tho gnme of Bonaparte—I do not say that
of Napoleon—indeed, I eould hardly define him
bettor thon as a soldierllke and amorous
Robesplerre. Add to this an extreme reserve
pushed to dissimulation, and rendered easy by
dark-tinted spoctaclos which hid his eyes

* Rossel's start was excellent. I had given
him full powers over the headquarters stafl.
which I allowed him to mako up as he pleased.
+ In fact, outalde of Beaufort, who hod sccom-
%ﬂlﬂd me to Parls and whom I had kept in the

nr Department a8 & memberof my military
housshold, I did not know a singles officer at-
taoched to the goneral staff, I only busied my-
self with the apportionment of labor, whioh for
the moment was concentrated on the most

" sssontlal features of orgsnlzation. The Com-
mune later made the composition of my staff &
subjeot of repronch, I simply followed the

' Amerlean principle in organizing, leaving to

. the hoad of each branch of the service full

asuthority, in order toexact from each head com-
plote responslibility. (It will be remembered
. that Cluseret had become Iamiliar with Ameri-
*ean military usages, having served with indis-
putable credit In the Unlon army during
our clvil war.] It was, thereforo, only just
to leave Bossel, who, as ochlef of staff,
was accountable to me. free to choose,
hin own subordinates. Itls sald thoy were a
slippery lot from the political polnt af view.
1 know nothing about that, and the vague. ac-
ousations of the Commune that acoused every-
+ body, begloning with its own members, wauld
‘not make much lmpression on my judgment.
I know that I refused to fores upon Eossel, or
sven' to introduce to him, protégés of Deles-
“gluse and his comrades. These fellows might
he capital Jacoblns, but they certainly were
Ignoranst of the A B O of thelr profession. Now,
_'what wo needed most of all was men trained to
" bhelr profession, capable of understanding and
exoouting the orders they received. Had 1 ac-

. papted them, I aimply shoulddave hastened the

npshot which Delescluze brought about so
auickly with the same men, and others still
worse, like Masson, whom he substitutad for
Iossol's stall.”

Elsewhore we are told by Oluseret that for
pome doys Rossel seconded him efficlently.
His zeal did not flag untll the Commune re-
voked the eapital sentance of & court martial,
which the delegato for war and his chief of
stafl deomed Indispensable to discipline.
* Nevertheless,” so he goos on to say, * Bossel
wns no organizer: 1 soon awoke to that
Brusque in speach and self-absorbed, he re-
pelled Instead of attraoting, and mads It im-
posalble to deal with men who might have ren-

- dored servioe, if ho had refrained from exast-
+ log certain formalitios which can only be

expected from professional officers, Rossel's

‘.. groatfault wasthat he was only 27, and had nev-

" srrubbed agalnst mankind. Now, under the cir-

. bumstancesin which we were placed, nthorough

knowledge of your professlon was not all suf-
ficlent. You had to know men besides, and be
as conversant with volunteer as with the go-
called regular organizations, in order to exact
‘only what was Indispensable, and manage to
do without things which wore not to be had.

" This kind of experience Rossel completely

Inckod, and tho rigidity of his charagter pre-
‘vyeuted his promptly acquiring {t. On the othor
bhand, he had no personal prestize which counld
mako the officers of the Natlional Guard, in-
ecessantly brought In contact with bim, over-
look the chilling and haughty ways that he
aflocted. But In spito of these faults,
which too often compelled me to inter-
pose, Rossel's good qualities were, I repeat, of
pomo asslstance at the outset. He made his
ofllcors obey him and know how to apportion
duties, His instruotions wers lueld, and un-
doc his direstion the stafl worked well. Ao-
gordingly, I gave him the absolute control of
it, but I placed Col. Mayer ut the head of tho
orgnnization of the National Guard proper,
Bossal having complotely fatled in his organ.
fzlug experiments, and having eaused me to
Jose soveral days,”

By the Commune's eancellntion of the san-
tenso of tho court martial to which we have re-
forrod, Boasel was so exasperated that on April
18 he Sont In his resignation. It seoms that an
Axolting soens took place ln Clusoret's private
goomm between the Indignunt chief of stafl,
Delescluse, and Fellx Pyat, The two Iatter kept

on the assertion thut the Commune

wanted no bloodshed. while Cl ot natural-
Iy backod up Rossel, whum he vainly entroated
to retract bis reslgnation. * He consonted to
dator the publication of #t, but fromthat day
rth he ‘rendered mo no service, In valn
argued that A question of soll-esteom
ought not to blot out the sense of duty;
Ris resentment carried him away, From that

+ momont he nover ceasod plotting with the edl-

*torial stall of the Pere Duchesns. Every day
1t sidltor or ono of his asslstunts would come
to sonfer with Hossel in the billlard room ul-
joiulng the private ovifleo of the delegnte for
war, ‘I'bere thoy would talk [n whispera,
Ylat were thoysaying ¥ I never worrled wmy-
poll about it. Iu my eyos Bosssl was an
bonorablo man wmatll I had proof of
the oontrary, and It was not for me to
anticlpate such proofs. 1 loarned afterward

‘through bis confidant, Beguin, that It wus
Rossal's Intention to smash the Commune,
mako himself Dictator, and confida to me the
elifef command of the Yroops, This disclosure
was made to me toward the eloso of my im-

mont in the Hotel de Ville. As Hossel
‘aover opaned ‘bimsell t9 me vpon the subject,
for good roasons (sinve ho could net but know
B e A sadnead b thvs 7
0o more have my
zl‘eruMMhmmnnm
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perhaph waa only a feoler,”

As a matter of fact, Rossel had at this time
ontered. in conesrt with Delosoluse and the
Jasobin membeté of the Commune, (nto the
consplraoy which sulminated on April 80 (n the
arrest of Oluseret. Rossel of course supposed
himpelf to be playing his own game, not thoirs,
and he did manage to obtain the command In
ohlef, which, had he exercised with eMelonoy,
he might have transformed Into &
ship, But at the end of nine days he had by
Inonpacity so serlously wenkeoned the defencas
of Parls, and reduced the foroe under hia
orders to such a degres of disintegration, that
he bad to take refuge in the house of ufriend
to esoape the arrest whioh was impending.

In reviewing the defensive arrangements
made by Cluseret on his assumptionof the
War OMos we polnted out that he assigned to
a Pole, Dombrowskl, the command of an {m-
portant seotion of the outer afrouit of the fortl-
floations. But Dombrowskl, llke Roasel, im-
agined himeelf fitted for the command fn chief,
and he very soon began to organize a fastion, .
and to set on foot machinations agninst his
superlor officer. A good deal of misconception
existod in Paristouching the antscedent ex-
pariences of this man, and even the Executive
Committoe of the Commune aaserted in & proo-
lamation that he had been the principal chlef
of tho Iast Polish Insurrection, a General under
Garibaldl, and a devoted champlon of the Olr-
onasalans against the Ruasians in the war of the
Caucasus, Thess misstatements are correctod
by Cluseret. “Dombrowskli never was'" he
tolls us, “at the head of the Polish Insurreo-
tion. Ho was not & General under Garl-
buldl, nor was he present In any of
the engagements which took place during the
Italian revolution. He was one of the recrults
got together by Miroflowskl, who would have
participated in the war had it not been sud-
denly ended by the peace. He may posslbly
have beon one of the Polish Captains that Mil-
bote, toward the oclose of the campalgn, had
near his person, but unattached to any body
of soldiers. I knew them all, however, and
have not the faintest recollection of meeting
Domhrowski. He himself never spoke of this
eampaign as {f he had been porsonally fa-
miliar with it, & thing he would not have
failed to do had he been actually engaged,
knowing that I had taken an notive part in it
As to the war of the Caucasus, it was 1n the
ranks of the Busslan army, and nowhore else,
tliat he sarved.” Inother words, all the asser-
tions in the proclamation mentioned (which
on the authority of that document have since
gained currency in professed accounts of the
Communs) were srronsous oxeept the naked
atatemont that Dombrowski was a Pola,

“Physically Dombrowskl wos & littlo thin
man of afalr complexion, His foatures, which
bore the mark of cunning and of energy, were
far from being handsoms, As to the second of
these traits, he pushed it to an extremeo.
In my long experience of men whose trade it
was to bo energotio, I have met but few as
brave as he. Dombrowski, ns I have sald, had
been designated by me to command the in-
terior of Paris, but this post being Lll suited to
his sptitudes, he soon got out of itfto devote
himself entirely’to the defence of Neullly,
where he sccomplished marvels. With 1,085
mon, the maximum of the effeotive force which
I confided to him (having observed that
the more men he had the lesa he knew how to
handle them), he held In check the whole First
Army Corps under Gon. Ladmirault, who, by the
confession of MacMahon himself, set down In
his officlal report, renswed every fourth day
the division ordered to fight at Neullly. Now, a
diviafon Is, at the lowest, 10,000 men., Poor
Fronoh army! Poor Generalsal”

Of the plans formed by Cluserst for an Inner
elrole of fortifieations of which he forssaw that
the Commune would eventually have need,
sonrcely any were carried out by Rossel and
Dombrowski. The one defensive work, com-
plated on the inner line, was n speolos of barri-
eads running from the Muette Quay to the
Troeadoro, and barring an advance from the
salient at the Point de Jour. Cluseret thinks
that this plece of work, exeouted by Roselli-
Mollet, would have done honor to Todleben
himself, Had this Improvibed rampart been
turned to nccount, It {8 Cluseret's convietion
that, oven after the Versalllists had entered
Parls, thev could hava been long held at bay.
“ Behind this finished section of the inner line
of defence, it would have been possible to com-

pletely noutralize tho effects of the troason of |

the Bixty-fourth Battalion (which had aban-
doned [ta post). The occuopation of the Point
de Jour was & tactical error on MaoMahon's
part, Unluekily, Dombrowskl was no longer
himsslf, A command too extenslve had rulned
him. Ho who had defended the whole of
Neuflly with 1800 men when he was
but s Genoral of division, with & lim-
ited fleld of duty, could not, as Com-
manding Goneral, with thrice as many sol-
dlers, hold an impregnable position.” At this
ultimats crisis in the fats of the Commune,
whon everything dependell 'on the command-
er's insight and energy. " Dombrowsk! saw
nothing and did nothing, Not through treason,

but Incompetence; just what I foresaw took |

place, An exeellent Colonelor Brigadier-Gen-
eral, Dombrowakl made a lamentable Com-
mander-in-Chief, and the National Guards,
discouraged, feeling themselves no longer led,
kept straying baok to Paris In small groups of
ten or twenty. Thore woers still enough
left, however, since MaoMahon took 1,600
prieoners at the Trocedero. Had Dom-
browskl put himself at the head of these
1,600 men, to prevent, at all hazards, the
oocupation of the viaduct and the lne of
the Muetts Quay, MacMahon's ostonsible suc-
coss would have been changed Into disastor,
The occupation of the vinduot was equivalent
to that of the left bank of the Bolne."

01 Delescluze, and of the part he played In
the Commune, his former colleague speaks
with a severity untempered by the colreum-
stances of his death, “Shall 1 be told I should
forget the Jacobln despot, to remember but
tho hero who died upon a barricade 7 Without
stopping to observe thut balls etrike blindly, I
would say that T am writing for the peoplo and
for thelr Instruction; that depds slone are In-
teresting, and that individuals, whoever they
may be, whether sheltered by the tomb or
shielded by miafortune, do not cease on that
aocount to be accountable for thelr deeds to
the people and to history, To die well may be
something, but to lve well, or, In other words,
to fulfll your duty, Is everything, Bentiment
may sway a private man, but it s the busainess
of apublieo man to be controlled by roason
only. Whoover holds a pon {8 & publio man.
He has no right to melt with pity; his duty is
to judge."

Under date of April 21, when Delescluze
made his irst and unsuccesaful affort to dis-
lodge Oluseret, his motives are oxamined at
some length, " Delescluze, eaten up with am-
bitlon, and ohserving that under my direction
the defonce of Puris wha sssured, supposed, on
the one hand, that the task woa easy, within
his own capacity, while he was anxious, on
the other hand, to approprinte the eredit for it
Hence a quantity of quarrels with me which
bhe fomented, or caused his party to foment,
elther in the ranks of the Commune or in the
¢luba; hence also his temporary alliance with
Rossel, The two were, for that matter, fitted
to agree up to the moment when, belng spurred
by one and the same ambition, they would
have to devour esoh other. Bo long, novers
theless, as Doleselues und his fellow Jacoblns
bolieved thomsalves In dangur, I was the
Dens ez maching, Dut the moment thoy saw
the doefence of Parls acquiring s substantial
aapect, and that, too, without any participation
on thelr part (for Rossel had long done nothing
but divide his time betwesn tho street where
bis mistress was Uving and the ofMee of the
Pere Duchesne); above all, whon they saw, o
tew days alterward, relations of a serlous char-
acter eatablishod with the German au-
thorities, thanks to the good order which
obtained In Parls and to the fArmnoss of
the defence, Dolescluze and bis faction could
bo longer roprens their rage. What! the most
vast, portentous, sod hazardous of revolutions
waa to bo carcied through without thelr helpl
What, were revolutionists to be sucoccssful

without heeding the sacred formula inscribed
R

In the breviaty of 987 What, eonld working-
mon got on without the gospael lahta of the
Oonvention, and free themaelves in other wayn
and for other alma than those of their fathers?
‘What, was thers not to ba the least little Bep-
tombricide northe amallest Dumourien? Buoh
a disregard of revolutionary traditions and
proprioties oould not be tolerated, and Deles-
eluza mada it his business to set things right.”

Though tho first attack on Cluseret (who, (t
will be remembered, waa supported by the
Boolalist members of the Gommune) 'misoar-
risd, yot In the mecond. made on April 80,
Dolescluno and the Jaoobins succesded. Then,
aftor pormitting Rossel to sot for nine days as
Dolagnte for War, Delescluse reached the goal
of his ambition, and sssumed those super-
visory military functions for which, as avents
soon proved, he was deplorably unfitted. It
will, of course, be uanderstood that, althongh
Dombrowak! was suffered to nominally retain
the chis! sommand out of doors, the real ruler
at headaunrters, and, therefore, the virtual
hond of the Commune [n {ts last agony, was
Delosolugs. It was only n few days after he
galned supremo control that & vital polnt in
the fortifloations was recklessly or treacher-
ously abandoned, and Dombrowski having
fallod to oheokithe Impour of MaoMahon's sol-
diers at the Trooadero, the defence of Paris
suddenly mnd totally oollapsed, iI we except
the hopeleas strest fighting whioh continued
for somo days. It wasat this fatal hour that
COluseret, who, although releassd from prison,
was only & private oitizen, ran to the War
Ofos for the purpose of urging certain meas-
urss to oheck the Versalllist mdvance. The
anarohy and oonsternation whioch reignsd
thore were appalling, and be saw that all was
loat.

Our glimpass of this striking book must end
with the last (nterview of Cluseret with Delea-
oluze, which wus, If we koep in view the ser-
vices respectively rendered by those two men
to the Communs and thelr relations to each
othor, one of almost tragioal Interest. It took
place on the ocomslon just referred to, when
the superseded Genearal rushed to the War De-
partmant In the hope that avon yet the capture
of the city, which he had so stoutly defonded,
might be averted, or at least delayed. Thers
he met, as we have sald, with nothing
but confusion and deapalr. "I found Deles-
oluse,” he writes, “alons In the old yellow
room, & yast apartment contiguous to the bed
chamber, which had been ocoupled by so many
Marshals, and Iately by the wife of Eudes and
by Banufort, Nothing could be morelugubrious
than this limitless obsourity, through which
the oye plunged under the yellow tints of the
drapery. In aoorner was a little tabls, a little
lamp, und a little old man. It was Dolescluze.
His hoad was burled In his hands, Bowed,
broken, collapsed. Heatirred not. The carpet
deadened the sound of my steps; his precocu-
pation did the rest; he had not heard me, and
I eould contemplate for 8 moment this human
ruin. Sllent, but desply moved, I falt that I
waa witnessing the last moments of s dynasty

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EMPEROR WILLIAM AT QASTRIN,

The Place, and the Old Monnreh's Way of
Eiving There,

Lowpox, Aug, 23.—In spite of all the
alarmist and fortunately incorreot statements
w0 Invishly distributed by the forelgn prees,
tho Emperor of Germany has not only suo-
cossfully acoomplished his two journeys to and
sojourns at Eims and Gastoin, but he has re-
turned from the Iatter to his capital with re-
nowed strength nand a fresh lease of life,
Those who have quite lately seen him at Ber-
lin and Fotadam on his arrival wore struck
with the almost mirnoulous Improvement in
his appenrance and health, Already at Ems,
whils he was reprosonied as utterly broken
down and senilo in mind und body, he used to
walk ahout the town accompaniod only by one
alde-do-camp, ontering varlous shops, pur-
chasing photographs, chlefly of the battle
sconcs by Neuville nnd Detallle, addreasing
thouse of his aequalntanoes he chanced to meet,
and never fafling one single night to visit the
thoatro. When Indoors ho epent the time
roading or writing, and dould be soan from tho
houses opposite moving about his rooms with-
out aid or support. The only real altaration
made In his mode of lUfo Iz that he is
more [requently in plain eclothes, proba-
bly to avold the woight and discomfort
of the uniform., Although he absolutely
insists on wearing It whon expecting the visit
of some brother potentate and on changing
his uniform two or threo times in one day, to
pay onch forelgn orinee the compliment of ap-
penring in tho regimentals of the corps of
which he (s the honorary commander. The
long gray clonk so closely associated with him
Is always enrried bohind the soversign roady for
ueo, and savo for.a more marked ahrinking of the
figure and hositotion of gait, the Inhabitants
of Ems and Gastein saw little change in their
august visitor.

Emperor Willlam loves Gastein, for the sake
of old associntions, almost a8 much as his
favorito Babelsborg. at Potsdam, tho residence
ho bas made so beautiful and where he spent
long years us Crown Prince and regent.
