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The Bpeakership.

We observe a very sugroetive despatch
from Washington in the Cinrinnati Enquirer
to the offect that Mr. CaruisLE may not
agnin stand for redlection to the Bpeaker
ship In consequience of the deaire of the Ad-
ministration to have itself represented upon
the floor of the House by a statesman of
high forensic ability and rocognized politl-
cal Influence. Mr. CARLIBLE pusscsscs
both thess characteristies, and, if he eoulid
be persuaded to reslgn the attractions of the
Bpeaker’s chair for the purpose of acting as
{ta representative, the Administration might
be congratulated.

The Interest of this step in politics would
only be excesded hy the presentation of the
Administration’s policy on the tariff; for It
is that for which [t Is sald Mr, CARLISLE'S
porvices are especially demanded. And
whether this policy, which, if Mr. CARLISLE
is to be the champlon, must be mainly di-
rectad toward cutting down the tarifl, is suc-
oesaful or not, it will be a novelty in the
history of the Administration, and therefore
worthy of attentlon without reference to its
political sfficacy.

Of course thers are two questions which
the sponsors of any tarifl programme ema-
nating from the Demoocraticside of the House
must answer, The first and cruclal onoe ls,
Will it prevent the surplus? And the eec-
ond Is, Will it help or harm the supremacy
of the Democratio party ?

Is Boulanger Squelched?

A great majority of the well-known Paris
newspapers are elther Opportunist or Con-
servative, and, were we Lo heed nothing ex-
cept thelr chorus of exultation and derislon,
weshould conclude that Gen. BounaNoen
is politically dead beyond the hope of resur-
rection, But it must be acknowledgad that
they beat the tom-toms an unconsclonably
long time; nelther arn thore wanting slgns of
an undercurrent of oplnion which suggest to
an unbiassad onlooker that the jubilant op-
ponents of the ex-Minister of War may per-
hapa be whistling to keop thelr dourage up.

As to the wirepulling blunders which Bou-
LANGER may have committed since his re-
moval from ofiice, they will not count agalnst
him In the end with the maases of the French
prople. Nobody expecta a soldler to be &
dexterous politiclan; he would be regarded
with much keener distrust if he were. Na-
POLEON BONAPARTE himself, when the arts
of self-ingratiation were easential to his ad-
vanecement, showed himself the least supple
and adrolt of hungry officers; and even after
he had saved the Conventlon from the re-
volt of the Beetlons, he owed the eommand
of the army of Italy, not to his own serviees,
but to the Inlluence of JosermNe, If later
he evineed a singularly bitter dislike of poll-
ticlans, It may have beon owing to the
tw.ngoe with which he recalled the fact that
it was not he, but his hrother Luvores, who
had proved able to quell the rampant legis-
lators on the 18th of Brumaire. It may, In
not, be doubted whether, under the régime
that now obtains in France, a man go oross-
grained and unconcilinstory as BONAPARIE
could bave held the War Ofice a month.
Diut, oould he have held It long enough to
render indisputable servioe, his work would
have outtongued detraction and have at
kst compellod his reinstatement.

The enemies of BounaANaeERr have borne
involuntary witness to' the correetness of
the popular Instinet, which imputes uncom-
mon valus to the work hedid for France
during his year's tenure of the War De-
partment, After much wavering the Rou-
viER Cabinet felt itself constrained to carry
out his scheme of mobilization, although It
must have foreseen that such a courso
would piteh It on the forks of a dilemma.

For, should the mobilizing experiment fall
In the hands of Gen. FerRroN, his
colleagues would Instantly suceumb to
tho taunt of aic troa nom vobis and
the sell-betrayul of the nss In the llon's
skin. It aceordingly seemed evident that
since BOULANGER'S successor must needs
play the lion's part, it behooved him to play
it, lilke Borrom, with energy, to roar go
that It would do any man's heart good to
hear him, roar so that all France would say,
Lot him roar agaln! Nor can it be denled
that In the matter of roaring the Paris jour-
nals friendly to the present Ministers have
done their duty ever since the manceuvres at
Toulouse began.

But, suppose that the mobllization of the
soventeenth army corps is a triumph de-
serving of the pman with which Paris news-
papers acclalin It, to whom will the nation’s
senss of juatios ultimately award the honor
of an achievement which, n year ngo, as ev-
ery one confesses, could not have been per-
formed? To whom but to tho man who
made the hope-imparting demonstration of
his country’s vigor possible, and but for
whom, notoriously, it never would have been
esgayed ?

About two years ago Mr. CLEVELAND wrota
ns followa to Mr. Joserm KepPLER, ono of
the proprietors of Puck

“1don't think there aver was & ima whon newspaper
Iying was so general and w0 mean as at present, and
thére never was a country under the sun where |t
fAourished as It does in this" .

That i{s the brond and genernl proposition
with which he startedd.  The next year Mr,
CreveELAND favored a Jacksonville editor,
Mr. C. H, Joxes, with a further declaration
of his views on American journalism:

“1 am surprised that nawspaper talk abould be 8o an-
noying to you, who onght so well to understand the
utter and P r nand in
which they so genarally Indulgs."

A few months Iater Mr. CLEVELAND chose
a convivinl gathering at. Cambridge, Masea-
chusetts, as a proper occasion for a third de-
livernnee:

“The slily, mean. and cowardly llaa that every day
are found in the eslumns of eertain newspapers which
violate every instinet of American maniiness and In
ghoulish glee desecraio every macred relation of private
Ufe." -

Another year has passed, and what Mr,
CLEVELAND now objects to above all other
things In American journalism, as confided
by him to areprosentative of Mr, PULITZER'S
newspaper, ia:

“The republishing of the
hostile to Me and My Purpose.'

The eapltals are ours. We are getting,
little by little, a tolerably full and clear no-
tion of the President's opinion of the Amer-
lean pross, and his theory of the proper at-
titude of the American press toward Him

and His Purpose.

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The Worcester Conventlon.

The Massachusetts Prohibitlonists stand
shoulder to shoulder with thoso of Nebraska
anid New York on tho question of woman
sulfroge. Tho reading of tho woman suf-
frage plank at the Worcester Convention on
Wednesday aroused the delegates toa higher
pitch of enthusiasm than uny reference to
the liquor issue. In a Convention composed
of nearly one thousand members only four
men stood up to be counted against the idea
of opening to woman “every door of polit-
feal Influence and power. The platform
includes nu specitle demand that " os an not
of simple justice, the Leglslature grant
munielpal sulfrago to woman,”

Hero is additional evideneo that the Pro-
hibitionlst  orgonigation s now passing
through a erisls In 1is development., Con-
vention after Convention Is declaring un-
qualifledly in favor of giving to womnan the
ballot, and with it the right to hold any
publie office under the Government, One
of two things must be true; Either there I8 a
definite plan on the part of some of the
third party managers to commit the whole
organization to womnn suffraga, or these ro-
peated declarations are the result of a spon-
taneous demand In the rank and file of the
party which cannot be controlled or re-
pressed by any conslderations of practical
polities,

But the now ery of the Prohibitlonists
means nothing less than the creation of
twelve million new volers In the United
States—the enfranchisement of a cluss of
citlzene almost It not quite equal in num-
ber to the entire present voting populntion,
It wpuld be the most stupendous politival
chango In the history of the natlon, The
question of the suppression or regulntion of
the liquor traflle Is comparatively inslgnifl-
cant, and any party which goes to work in
enrncat to secure political rights for woman
must Inevitably slnk the rum lssue into a
subordinate place.

BosTtox, Sept 8.—The American Board of
Commissoners for Foreign Miscjons has
receivad two lettera from the Rev. E. T,
Doane, the missionary who was arrested
at Fonape by the Spanlsh Governor of
that place and taken to Manila for
trial, The last one, written July 15, at Manilo,
suys that tho American Conaul there hai been
informed nnoMelally by the Spanish Governor-
General that Mr, Doane would be pormitted

to return to Ponnpe, nnd when theroe would be |

Any Removal or Appointment for Polltionl
Reusnons Deciured to be Kllegal,

WasHINGTON, Bept. 8.—Mr. Oberly of the
Clvil Service Commission has written a letter
to Mr. Charles W, Rowland, Chinirman of the
Civil Sorvice Board of Examiners for the Cin-
cinnatl Post Ofileo, constrining certaln pections
of the Civil Bervico law and rules relating to
the power of appointing officers to make ro-
movala, He says that the powar of removal A
unrestricted, except that a4 removal may not be
legully made for suy one of these:

1. Beca we n person in tha serviee (s refusad to con-
tribite ina wtf:lrn! funid or fnr a poatical porpEe,

2, Because a person han refused Lo render poittical ser-
lﬂg_‘ne: use & permin lias refused to permit the lppol::

For any other causs R{l)’ porson In the elvil
service may bo removed legally, and o person
