Prosldont CLeVRLAND'S defence of the
coursa of the Treasury Department in the
matter of bond buying was scarcoly needed,
No sensible oitizen complains of the Admin-
Istration because It buys bonds for the Bink-
ing Fund on the most -favorable terma pos-
#ible, and refuses to be victimized by specu-
lators. We are glad, too, to see the President
recognize the fact that the functions of the
Becretary of the Troasury are executive and
not leglslative. Itls buta short time since
ho tavored the contrary vlew, and encournged
attempts by Treasury offiials to nullify
the acta of Congress (n regard to the colnaga
of allvor,: Now he sacs that the only safe
ocourse |s to exeouta the laws aa they sland
on the statuts book, and let the consequences
take cars of themsalves,

The primary object in buying bonds I8 to
save the Interest upon them; and the pri-
mary object In propaying tnterest at a dls-
count Is to save the discount. The letting
loose by these measures of the surplus
money now locked up In the Treasury, how-
over Important in Itsell, Is a segondary re-
sult, and one which no law requires the Ad-
minlstration to considor. It la for Congrese
to devise means both to distribute the pres-
ent surplus and to prevent the accumulation
of anather; or, if It secs (it to provide a
method for the manngement of the natlonal
finances, by which the business disturbances
periodically resulting from the collection of
the national revenue may be avolded. The
Executive has no need to concern Itself with
problems that belong to Congreas alone, but
I8 bound only to do its own duty.

That the purcnasing of bonds and the pre-
paying of Interest both fall, In any sppreci-
able degrea, to relleve the financial strin-
gency caused by the Increesing acoumula-
tion of money in the Treasury, l& only too
apparent. The Treasury hns thus far se-
cured leas than $7,000,000 worth of bonds,
and has prepaid less than $2,000,000 of Inter-
est. Purchases may be made to-day, which
will Increase the amount somewhat, but not
much, The fact Is that nearly the whole of
the bonds are in the hands of people who hold
them for Investment, and who want their in-
come from them when it regularly falls due
and not before. Even the national banks
are unwilling to disturb thelr usual course
of bookkeeping by calling for the interest on
their bonds in advance, even though they
might gain a profit of four or five per cent.
by lending out the money to thelr customers.

All this shows how Important the revenue
question must be In Congress next winter,
and how absolutely nocessary It s that ef-
feotive and esatisfactory means should be
devised to prevent the locking up In the
Treasury of the vast sums that are now ac-
ocumulating there.

Debating the Mitchelstown Butchery.

How vast la the change which a few years
have brought about In the attitude of Eng-
lishmen toward their Irish fellow subjecta!
‘When In 1883, under the ForstTen Coerclon
aot, the constitutional righta of public meet-
ing and free speech were stamped outin
Ireland, not. a volee was heard In remon-
strance from the Tory party, then the oppo-
sition. At that time any Ministry could
sount upon unbroken, unquestioning sup-
port from the whole English people for any
measurs of oppression levelled against Irlsh-
men. Now the very men who then Invoked
eoercion, disavow it and denounce it, and it
ia an ox-Prime Miplster who stande forth
to demand that the same common law and
the same constitution be reapected on both
sldea of the Irish Sea, and to rebuke the
presant Government for the attempt to jus-
tity the shameful ontrages on the livea and
liberties of froemen, which on Friday last
were porpetrated by the police at Mitchels-
town. Are the Torleato be held gulitless,
as Mr, BALvouR sneeringly protested, be-
cause they still occupy the ground from
which all Gladstonian Liberals have in penl-
tence rotrentad? Or doss the K amaring
change, to which Monday’s debate In Parlla-
ment bore witness, slmply prove that Mr.
GLADSTONE has moved forward, and that
England Is fast moving with him?

For a display of Ministerial effrontery so
cool and cynlcal as that made by Mr, Bar-
PoUR, when he took upon his narrow shoul-
ders the whole responsibllity for the Mitchels-
town murders, we should have to seek a Con-
tinental rather then an English precedent.
For the victims of the cowardly firing from
the police barracke—of whom two are al-
ready dead, one Is dylng, and others may be
maimed for lifo—the Tory Becretary for Ire-
land has not a word of pity. They deserved
all they got, he says; and, therefors, none
of thelr countrymen can be sure of eseap-
ing the same fate so long na he retains his
office. Why they deserved it he does not
deign to explnin, deeming it entirely super-
fluous to lay before the House the evi-
dence which he chooses to regard as
gatiafactory. He would not produce, and
suffer to be compared with the accounts of
eyewitnesses then present, Messrs, LABOU-
CHERE and BRUNNER, the ex parfe report of
the Mitchelstown police, concooted and for-
warded hdurs aftor the event. He did not
evan ask the House to suspend judgment un-
til he had had time to institute & thorough
investigation ; and he actually refusod assant
to Mr. PamNeLy's motion for a sworn in-
quiry. Allthe police did was right—BaALFoUR
has sald It—and the House of Commons and
the world might as well understand that
for every shot fired at an Irishman in hom|-
cldal frensy the Tory Ministers will hold
themselves responsibloe,

It Is probable enough that the Insolent re-
fusal to apologize for murder will be received
with customary meekness by the Unionist
majority of the present House of Commons,
a majority made up in large part of men
elected on false protences and shocked by
nothing 80 much as by the thought of facing
thalr constituents. We suppose that most of
the sham Liberals, who jolned HamTINGTON
in his mutiny, would, sooner than confront
the retribution that awalts them at the ballot
bom. bave condoned even the slaughter of
thoss English members of Parliament who
ran on Friday to the barracks on their errand
of mercy, What the masses of the English
people will think of the Mitchalstown per-
formance I8 a very difforent question. They
will lend thelr ears to Mr, GLADSTONE, al-
though for a brief pericd they are forced
to withhold thelr votes, when he brings
home to them tho wrong to which thelr
fellow subjects must submit If they un-
luckily are denlzens of the kingdom of Ire-
land, Here, a8 Mr. GLADSTONE and other
ex-Ministers have told them, was a publie
mesting called in the exercise of a funda-
mental right, unforbldden even by the in-
vokers of coerclon, at which the Rlot act was
pever read, at which the sols provocation to
disorder cama from the polios, yet whioh was
broken up by violence, followed by the wan-
ton killlng of inoffensive citisens, as to
whose presence sven at the meeting prool ns
yet is wholly lacking.

The Opening of the Public Bohools.

The publle schools of New York opened on
Monday, after tha summer vaocation, with
an Inoreased attendance of puplls as com-
pared with the opening a year ago. The
procesa of enrollment will go on for several
weeks to coma, and until It |s completed we
can, of course, only make an estimate of
what {ta total Is to be, but the indloations
are that it will exceed the enrollment of last
year by several thousand.

The whole number of different puplls
taught during 1886 in the grammar and pri-
mary schools was nearly two hundred
thousand, or, in sxact figures, 101,027, and
the average attendancewns 182,060, Add the
average attendanes of the corporats or char-
Itable schools entltled to participate In the
school fund, the evening schools, the Normal
College, the tralning department, and the
Nautleal S8chool, and we get a grand total of
149,414 boys and girls, young men and young
women, under regular Instruction at the pub-
lc expenso, 'The average for 1887 will prob-
ably be 3,000 to 65,000 more.

The great rush of children on Monday, as
always on theopening day, was tothaprimary
schoola, the average attendance on which
last year was nearly 80,000, a8 against 58,000
upon the grammar schools; and If the accom-
modations for them were sufficlent, the num-
ber in the primary schools would be actually
and proportionately much larger. Buper-
intendent JAsrER gald on Monday to a re-
porter of THE BUN that at least twelve more
achools were needed, and they are needed
chlefly to meet the demand for primary in-
struction, now unsatisfied; for even in the
grammar schools only the olassea that give
what Is substantially such Instruction at-
tract any great number of puplls. As the
course s advanced puplls fall off rapldly, 8o
that In 1885 the whole number who completed
the course was 2,326 only, 1,194 boysand 1,184
girls, or just about enough to supply the
male and femalo colleges, s a preparation
for which the higher grammar school gradea
are alone maintained. Theaverageageof the
vagt majorlty of the scholars is under 13
years, the agefor primary instruction merely.

We see, t' erefore, that almost the whole
demand is for such Instruction and no more,
and it Isin providing that that our public
schools are alone succesaful. When thalr
course s carried further, it is complicated
with educational devices that overtax the
puplls, with unhappy moral and Intellectual
resulta, and our school system becomes an
object of oritlclsm with that great part of
the publiec who regard education without
religion as an injury rather than a begefit to
those under Instruction. More than that, It
gives to the few, at great coet to the
many, what the many cannot hope
to obtaln, and therefore transgreesea
the proper and justifisble limita of an
education for which the whole body of
the people are taxed. Finally, it Involves a
Normal College course to which few girls are
physlologically equal, and shuts out from
places as teachers great numbers of young
women who are fitted, or could easily ba
fitted, to give the primary Instruction alone
demanded by nine-tenths of the puplls,

To say nothing of the money alde of the
question, there Is a groat waste of energy in
our public schools on the part of both teachers
and puplls,

Cupe Cod Republicans,

The Cape Cod district In Massachusetts
geems to be a8 pretty a nest of Republlcans
and Republican officeholders still unbounced
as could be found In the longest day of the
year. Long strongly Republican, Its Repub-
lican officeholders have by their constant
political activity kept down the Democratlc
vote. Indeed, In some of the Cape towns
there {8 no Democratic vote. The Demo-
cratlo politicians are naturally very weary
of seeing these Republican misalonaries and
bosses unmolested in the enjoyment of the
posts which they have so long occupled for
the good of the grand old party. The Boaton
(labe printa somo Interesting detalls about
the Cape Hepublicans and their quota of
placemen. The dlstrict contalns 93 Post-
manasters, 172 Ife-saving men, 61 Custom House
officers, and various employees of the reve-
nuo service and elerks In the departments at
Washington. This gang of offilceholders has
done Ita political work well. In the town of
‘Wagquolt, for Instane, the Postmastership is
vacant, but there (8 no Democrat to fill It.
The town of Gay Head has forty-elght regls-
tered voters, all Republlcans, and elghteen
of them Federal officeholders,

In Mashpea nobody has voted the Demo-
cratie ticket In the last ten years. Ewventhat
Httle place has a collection of Federal nfllce-
bolders. In Brewster there are 4 Demoorats
and 263 Republicans, In Provincetown less
than 100 out of 928 registered voters are Dem-
ocruts, and there are 41 Republican offlce-
holders. ‘Truro has 284 voters, 11 Democrats,
and 80 Rspublican Federal officeholders.
Wellfleet has 88 Democrats, 468 Republleans,
aud 30 Republican Federal officeholders.
Towns more solidly Republiean or with a
handsomer percentage of Republican office-
holders it would be hard to lind elsewhere.
There, a8 In the rest of maritime New
England, the life-saving service isa Repub-
Hean machine,

The Democrats are beginning to feel that
It Is high time for thesa Republican man-
agers and manipulators to go. Thelr past
performancea have been so thorough that
the Democratle party has practically ceased
to exist in the district. As yet the Ad-
ministration has shown no sign of Interest
in the matter, and the solitary Democrats in
Truro and Welllleet must have hard work to
persuade themselves that there Is a Demo-
cratie Administration In power, 8o absolute
still is the rulo of the Republican offioshold-
ers on the Cape,

If the so nicknamed Bmelling Commit-
tee appointed by the Democratlo State
Committee of Mossachusetts can succeed In*
getting even a fow Democrats appolnted to
offiee along the stern and rock-bound coast,
their efforts will be appreclated, The few
half dozens of Democrats In the counties of
Plymouth and Barnstable and Nantucket
and Bristol should be cheered up.
