liberty and justice.

oonfidence—thatall clear-sighted menamong
us agree with Mr. PATRICE FORD In recog-
nizing that there are * two Englands’ now.
There Is the old Irish-hating England, repre-

. sented by a short-lived Unlonlst majority in

Parllamont, and there is the new Irish-lov-
Ing England of the powerful minority, which
with every bye-election is striding toward
politichl supremacy. It ls becauss they ses
on all hands the proofs of a benignant
revolution in English opinion, that Iriah-
Amerlcans—no mattor to what piteh of nat-
ural resentment they are wrought by the
England of BArspury and Barnroun—have
made up thelr minds to do no act that could
grieve and allonate, could silence and para-
lywe, the England of GLADSTONEL

Another thing which will be made clear to
our Irish visitors s the determination of
thelr well-wishors {n this country to furnish
something morethan lip servics at this crials
of o people’s fate. Tho men who have made
such splendid use of the bounty of America
are not to be denled it now. The men who
have twice swept five-slxths of all the seats
allotted to Ireland—the men who can point
bealdes, even in the present Parliament, to
two hundred British allles, massed In Iron
ranks around the standard of England’s
greatest orator and statesman—need nelther
dread repulse at home, nor fear desortion on
this gide of the Atlantic.

Mitkiewlicz and His Concessions.

How the so-called Count MITEIEWICZ
could have obtained admisalon to the Viearoy
L1 HunaG CE ANG, and what are the real facts
in regard to the alleged concesslon which
he pretends to have obtained from the Chi-
nese Governmeont, are questions of conaldera~
ble interest and importance.

It is now known that by means more curi-
ous than correet, he obtalned and took with
him to China a lgtter of introduction from
the Chinese Minister, and was accompanied
by a member of the Chinese Legation at
Washington. He claims besides, or it Is claim-
ed for him,that he carried aletter of introdue-
tion or a general circular lotter, from the
FPresldent, but we are quite certaln that no
puch lotter can have been given to MITEIE-
wicz or any of his sasoclates, either by the
Prealdent or by the Btate Department or any
officer thereof; and If any such letter was
exhibited in China, as wa are told by per-
gons who could not well bo mistaken, was
done, it was wholly or In part a forgery.
No one who has followed the career of the
impostor in the newspapers of the day, or
has seen his ploture in the Folice Gazelte of
Feb, 28, 1880, will question the statement wo
make In regard to bhis credentinls, or doubt
the ldentity of the man.

Be this ns It may, the credentlals, whether
real or bogus, were pufficlent to seoure at
Ticotsin & hearing for him and his associ-
ates., Thoy asked ot first for an exclusive
conoesaion to manufacture and use the Turn-
bull Long Distance Telephone throughoutthe
emplre; and aftor some negotiutions they se-
oured permission covering the treaty poria
only. But, Inssmuch as telephones are al-
ready in use there, and the Chinese do not
take kindly to such innovations, the conoos-
slon would be of little value, oven If it were
not rendered vold by tho ¢ircumstance that

, the treaty ports are notundor Chinese juris-
dlotion, but are governed exclusively by mu-
nleipal authoritles derlving their control
from the Consuls of the treaty powers.

This business having been arranged, the
shifty Count turned his attention to higher
matters, Of course, he represented himself
a6 the agent of & powerful syndlcats control-
ling untold millions of American sllver dol-
lars, which, contrary to the common opinion
in Chins, he declared could be hud at a
lower rate of interest than Is now ourrent
in,the markets of the world, It Ils not
strange, therefore, that he found willing and

« attantive Usteners, After much discusalon, in

which an iaternational or amalgamated
Chinese and American bank was proposed,
the Viceroy, with the sanction of the Peking
authorities, caused twelve artlcles or ' stat-
utes" to be drawn up as o basls for negotin-
tions, and gave MiTRiEwicz and his associ-
ates slx months In which to see what they
could do under thom toward ralslng the cap-
ital for the bank. Butno convession has
been mads nor has auy contract been
gigned with MrriEwics, except that
regarding the telephone. He slmply has
permisaion to see what he and his assoclates
can do under the terms of the statutes; and
even if he should by any pesaibllity form an
open or & blind pool to furnish the money,
which i not st all likely, it could not bo re-
colved unless the Chinese Minlster at
Washington should approve the entire

business. The otatutes have not yet
boen exhibited, so far me we oan
learn, to any person outside the ring
who have been falsely represonting them as
constituting * a conceaslon of ex
valuo,” Nelther have they been signed by
the Empross nor sealed by an imperial seal,
na has heen repeatedly published ; and henoe
it 1s hardly nooessary to conslder them here
further than to say that we have reason to
bellove that the terms and oconditions are
such that no syndicate of respectable bank-
ers In Ametica or elsewhore would Be at all
likely to subscribe for the capital of the
proposed bank, even If the entire affair
had not been already discredited by the un-
savory oharacter of the Impostar wiko with
such a blare of bragen trumpets has brought
it to the notice of the world,

An Interesting circumstance is that all of
the expenses of the Mrrximwicz * misaion”
to China and baok, Including those of the
Ohinese Secretary of Legation and of the
Commissioners to this country, have, it
is plausibly stated, been pald by the
subscribers to the telephone venture, But
that fund, which waas but small at first, has
boen already oxhausted by the magniil-
cence of the pretended Count, and
the hat has been passod around for
additionnl subscriptions, as might road-
fly be suppoeed with but, little success.
It I8 also sald and belleved In Phlladelphia
that the syndicate are tired of the Count,
and are trying to get rid of him; but he s
greedy, and, itis reported, demands a million
dollars for his share; and this sum his asso-
clates'are of course not ready to pay. Itis
also worthy of note that no one In China,
either forelgn or native, up to the time the
1ast steamer salled from Bhanghal with malls
for America, seems to have suspected him or
anyof his associatea of belng anything else
than what they represantad themsalves to be;
but it Is evident from our advices that a good
deal of exciternient followed the announce-
ment that Mrrerewicz had secured the con-
ceselon for a bank. The forelgn Ministers
at Peking have already made such a
racket about the oars of the Prince and Min-
istors of the Forelgn OMce that they may
foree the Yieceroy L1 to withdraw all author-
ity and explode the whole scheme. If they
have not yet been successful, they certainly
will be when they recelve the American news-
papers vontaining the desoriptive list, life
and adventures, together with the Folice
Gaszells pleture of the so-called Count Ev-
GENE BTANISLAW KOSTEA DR MITKIEWICZ.

There 18 only one thing in his career for
which he should be thanked, and that Is
thatin his exultation over his own wonder-
ful abilities, he made hasts to announce upon
his arrival at S8an Francisco that his success
hod been galned without fhe help or even
the knowledge of Col. Dexey, our Ministor
at Peking; and, strangely enough, there ls
good reason for belleving that for once in
his life he told the simple truth.

We may have more to say about this curl-
ous matter at another time. Meanwhile the
Ohlnese Minlster at Washington cannot too
promptly advise his Government to get out of
its scrape with MITRIEWICZ 08 best it can, and
as soon as possible. It s much to be regrot-
ted ofl all ncoounts that he and his associates
weore ever permitted to become mixed up
with an enterprise which, if properly man-
aged, might bo of the greatest importance
and bepefit to both countries.

The Crow Troubles.

The disturbances at the €row agency in
Montana furnish another illustration of the
need of revising the reservation system and
bringing the tribes under better control.

Northern Montana I8 largely ocoupled by
extensive reservations, inhabited by compar-
atively few Indians, who can easily break
away upon thieving expeditions without
giving any indleation of their absence until
thelr hostilitles have begun. The Blackfeet,
Plegans, Gros Ventres, Assinibolnes, and
River Crows occupy 21,651,200 acres in Mon-
tana, which Is at least 10,000,000 acres
more, according to the Indlan Bu-
reau, than they can possibly need. Tho
Indlans reporting to toe Fort Peck,
Fort DBelknap, and Blackfeet agencles, in-
cluding the Bloods and sundry Sloux, besides
the tribes already mentioned, have more
than 80,000 square miles on which to roam
about. The Crow reservation in Mohtana,
which s constantly cnoroached upon by set-
tlers, contailns over 5,000,000 acrea of the
finest land in the country, owned by about
8,000 Indinns. 1f half a milllon acres were
allotted to them In sevefalty, It has been
ealoulated that in that case it would be safe
for the Government to pay the Crows
$6,000,000 for thelr surplus land, eince some
of It Is already worth $8 an acre.

The Orows already have several hundred
farms on their reservation, and work hard at
{rrigating them, having last year cut a series
of ditches estimated to cost $50,000. But
from thelr comparatively small numbers
thoy could only use s small fraction of thelr
fine grazing land; and as it Is destitute of
game, they practically now have no use of
it whataver. Meanwhile it Is greatly de-
gired by the white herders, some of whom
may trespass upon the lands thus suffered
to go to waste,

Bome of the tribes in morthern Montans
are bitterly hostlle to each other. Years
havo elapsed slnce any serious aggressions
against white settlers have occurred in that
reglon, but not m swnmer goes by without
their ralding upon each other. The Crows
and Plegans are old enemles. The Bloods,
Blackfeet, three or four diffierent bands of
Sloux, and other Indians are also at odds.
As the Canadlan boundary {8 an artificial
line, cutting between the traditional haunts
of the Indians of the same or of allled tribes,
ralding back and forth across the border la
also not uncommon, Last year the Plegans
and Crows had several allrays, resulting from
slealing each other’'s horsées. The Plegans
atticked the Crow settlement on Pryor
Creek and also stole horses from the Crows
within & mile of Fort Custer. During Au-
gust of the present year they prepared
another raid upon the Crows south of the
Yellowstone, which was only foiled by Agent
BALpwin's arrest of the whole party by
means of his force of Indian police.
Now the sltuatlon s reversed, tho Crows
having meturned from a successful rald
against the Plegans, in which they cap-
tured or recaptured about sixty horses,
The Immediate trouble ssoms to have arison
out of the attempt of thelr agent, Mr, Wrr-
LIAMEON, to arrest the war party for horse
stealing while they were engaged In a
dance of trinmph. Thelr Indignation vent-
ed itself In riddling the agency bullding
with bullets.

Perhaps the lovestigations conducted by
tho officors who, at the agent's call, promptiy
appeared from Fort Custer with troops, or
by the Indlan Bureau, may disclose other
reasons for the conduct of the Indlans.
Agent WILLIAMBON was socused, only a fow
months ago, of belng concerned in the ocou-
pation of Crow lands by several flrms of
cdttlo men. But for the present, the chief
practical diffculty seems to have been that
of keoping control ever the Indlans, since
they can escape to prosecute thelr feuds and
horse-stealing raids with impunity. The
Crow reservation I8 one of thoss on which
the advoocates of the Beveralty bill passed by

None of His Business.

One by one the political clubs composed
of Government officials at Washington pro-
tost against the extraordinary pastoral of
“Blahop"” OpERLY against such organiza~
tions. They would be a timid and unmanly
crew if they did not stand up for them-
solves as American cltizens, and Insist that
they have the same right as other men to
form clubs, political or soclal. It ia & matter
of some Importance if a Civil Bervice Com-
misaloner has the power to suppress an as-
pociation of Government clerks as arbitra-
rily as the BarsnURY Ministry tries to sup-
pross the National League, The Baltimore
Bun avors that Mr, Onzary showed his letter
to Ool, LaMonT and asked that the Preeldent
should read it:

»1imay be presumed that the President endorved the
views of the Civil Bervice Commissioner, or ths lettar
would not have appearsd In print. Thoss who do not
obey Ita dlotates, one of the department ofMclals stated,
ean be removad for offensive partisanship.”

Would Mr. CLevELAND consider it offen-
sive partisanship for a member of one of
theso Btate assoclations to go home and
vots, well, say for GROVEE CLEVELAND ?
Probably not. Yet that would be an act of
a8 offensive partisanship as to belong to the
assoclations, one of whose main purposes ls
to bring out the votoesof thelr mombers.
But what business s it of Mr. OBERLY or of
Mr,OLEVELAND what are the objeots or who
aro the members of the chubs which Govern-
ment clerks may choose to joln? What
gives the Bishop or the President the right
to act as censors and inquisitors of private
matters? What authority or justification
oan be found for punishing a Democratioc of-
flceholder for belonging to a Demooratio
club? It Is none of Mr. CLEVELAND'S or of
Mr. OpERLY'S busineas to what clubs Goy-
ernment employees belong.

Mr. CLevELAND should study the subject
in the light of his executive order of July 14,
1886, and try toarrive at a more * correct ap-
preciation of the relation between the people
and those intrusted with officlal place, and
a conslderation of the necessity, under our
form of government, of political action free
from official coerclon.” And Bishop OBERLY
should be required to stop his attempted of-
flelal coerclon of the Democratic associations,

Two Candidates.

Batween tha ohfef candldate for the Re-
publican nomination to the Presidency and
the Administration candidate for the Demo-
cratic nomination to the same office there is
a marked differenco of attitude.

Mr. BLaIng, although still enthusiastical-
ly supported by hils. party, does not care for
the nomination unlpss it shall appear that
ho can be elected or has a good chance of
election. II it shall seem that he cannot be
alectad and that some other Republican can
command a larger yote, Mr. Brame will not
press his claims. He recognizes that he has
been highly honored by his party already,
and |8 willlng to stand aside if the good of
the party requirés that the nomination
should be given to another man. Such, at
least, Is the prevalling report of his feellng
on the subject.

The Administration candidate for the Dem-
ocratlo nomination Is leas easlly satisfled.

The fact that his nominatign means the de-
feat of his pezty,-which his Administration
has already Jdone much to discourage and

disorganize, has no weight with him. His
solid convictions of the Inadvisabilily and
even danger of a Presldent’s seaking another
term were melted long ago in the heat of his
ambition. No matter how many votes his
second candidacy would repel, no matter
what elements of opposition, almost fatal to
his first, still remaln unreconeilad, he is bent
upon becoming a candidate agaln,

Of course the pretence, for it can hardly be
self-deluslon, Is that the good of the party
requires it. If defeat is for the goodof the
party, he may be right.

Mr. CrEvELAND dellvered his Tall Byoa-
mors speech on the banksof the classic Wabash
on Baturday. On Bunday the Tall Sycamore's
son, the Hon. CeARLEs B, Voonuxes, Delegate
in Congress from Washington Territory, ar-
rived in Indianapolls, and, immediately after
registering al & Lotel, communicated to a re-
porter of the Senfinel his profound conviction
that the strongest Domoeratie candidate for
Prosident next year would be Governor HiLy,
with an Indiana msn for Vies-President. This
s thke first frult of the orstorical cultivation
of the bounding West.

*The Delaware statesman,” says the Cin-
cinnati Enguirer of Mr, Bavasp, * made an lm-,
pression as o Unpited Btates Senator that he
has not maintained in executive position.”

This la very true, but it should not be forgot-
ten that in the Senate Mr, Bavamp actad upon
his own {deas and his own judgment, while In
the Btate Department he has had to act upon
the ldeas and the judgment of Mr, CLEVELAND.

As Bloperted by a Groat Indinna Jouraaliet
in Washingten.

From tAs (incinnali Enguirer.
‘Warnmeorow, Bept, 80.—Mr, Boott Ray of
Indisna, editor of the Sheibyville Democral, was
at the Ebbitt House this evening, whore, In
[@ompany with a party of Indiana friends, he
was giving an assount of his trip to New York.
1t would appear that Mr. Ray was vory hand-
somely entertained while in New York, as his
advooaoy of Gov. Hill had made for him many
frienda. He says that he met Gov. Hill for the
firet time at the Hoffman House last Haturday,
whoere, in the private rooms of the Governor,
he recelved a generous welecome, and aftor-
ward rods with him to the depot. Bpeaking of
Gov. Hill, Mr, Bay says:

*'Ho In a poorions oMelal, one of the bright-
est, ableat, most sagacious, and most oharm-
ing Governors New York has ever prodnced.”
When in his soclety he makes one feel per.
fectly at home, easy, and graceful, and one is
charmed while conversing with him. Gov. Hill,
he says, is & modest man, one who declines to
obtrude his views, and rathor walis to be
drawn out, s splondid listener. and quite anx-
fous to learn the views of others.

Mr, Ray gave him s good asccount of the
Demooratio friondship for him in Indians, He
says that he told Gov, Hill that the impression
oxisted, however, that he had formed an allf-
ance with Cleveland. and henoce that his friends
everywhare became qulot and passive. waiting
for dovelopmonts. He told Gov. Hill that suoh
reports, If untrue, should be ocorreotad, na his
friends did not care to wnage s hopeless oon-
tost or attempt to fight a battle already lost,
Gov. HUl listened olosely, snd was aquite
guarded in all his expressions. sa he ls & man
who never talks much to reporters, and welghs
his worda earefully before utterance.

The represontative of the Enquirsr pressed
Mr. Ray hard to get from him what Gov, Hill
sald in answer to all he had told him, but the
task, in many important partionlars, was a
fraitless one, ns the Indiana editor was (n-
elined to regard muoh that the Governor said
as confidential,

But the Enquirer represontative feels confl-
dont in making the statement that no alllance
has been formed between Gov. Hill and Presi.
dant Cleveland, and that none ean bo or will
be formed, as far as Gov. Hill (s concernod.

Mr. Ray says that Gov, HIl I8 no quitter,
and that if he over entera the Presidential race
_he will be thoro to stay; and no promlses or
swoef Invitations to visit Washington will be
strong enough to drive him from the track,
QGov. HIll, he says, (s possessad of staying qual.
ftles of a lasting ordor, and when tho time
comos, If the Governor {s thonght to be avail-
able, hia friends will not hesitate to speak out.

At this time, however, all ia chaos in New
York, andpeople must walt to sce how the ont
proposes to jump In that important and pivotal
Btate. Mr. Ray says that Gov. Hill is not the
man to decelve or betray his friends; that his
impression of him led him to belfeve that tho
Governor was quite serious and parplexed con-
corning the politieal complications in New
York, and that the outcome of this fall ls of a
very doubtful churactor,

Mr. Ray says that Gov. Hill mads many in-
quiriesa concerning Indiann, her prosperity,
and her public men, and Ingquired especlally in
rogard to Bonator Voorhees, for whom he en-
tertains a very high rogard, and spoke of the
Enquirer ns one of the groatest newspapers
in tho country, and one he always read.

The Bhelbyvillo journalist eays that Gov.
Hill is very strong with the laboring people ot
New York, and that after the fall slection many
of them will demand his nomination; and that
tho wise thing for the party to do will be to
take him up, na it will be shown that President
Cloveland cannot get that vote without which
Now York will be lost to the Domocracy., Gov,
Hill, ho {s satisfled, can get every Democratio
vote, bosldes o big mnjarity of the Labor vote,
Mr. Ray says that Gov, HIll s a great roader of
the nowspapers, and that when he left him, as
tho Governor get aboard tho train bound for
Albany, he had uoder his arm all of the New
York papers, and when Mr, Ray banded him
the Enguirer containing o rather warm inter-
view his colloction waa complete,

The Indlana editor attended the Baratogas
Oonvention, and says it was tame except as
shown in the committee, where a big fight
was made on the civil service plank in tho
platform; that the Convention, a8 a mntter of
fact, was largsly anti-olvil service, as the out-
bursts of spplause partly Indicated when the
‘tail end of the resolution on that subject was
read, which wns intended to bo aelap at that
monstrous fraoud. Heo says he had atalk at
Baratoga with Gen. Bpinola, who damned the
elvil service polloy of the President, and was
one who advoeated & strong condemnation of
that part of the Administration, He says whon
the rosolutions endorsing Gov.

He says the Impression has gone out over
the country that the Administration achieved
a slgoal vietory at Baratoga in tho ticket nom-
inated and in the selection of the State Com-
mittes, which hold for the next yoar. Mr. Ray
says It Is true that the Btate Committee
ehosen Is & Cleveland commltites, but denles
that it was a vlctory over the frionds of Gov,
Hill. He says that tho friends of the Governor
mude no real effort to capture the organiza-
tion, as they did not want ft. Tho faot was
that the friends of the Adminlstration thought
that the friends of Gov. Hill wanted to control
