The Daath Knell of the House of Lords.

It sooms clear that the House of Lords
must go, when a radical transformation of
itls demanded by the Morning Fost, the most
blgoted of Tory organs, and by the Times, in
which of late the party of reaction has found
an uncompromising champlon. These pa~
pers, to'be sure, profess to see in the AILEs-
BURY scandal ground not for the total repu-
diation of the principle of an hereditary right
to legislate, but only for restricting the exer-
olse of the right by decent Umitations. But
the experience of France has shown that the
principle itself will not long survive the gen-
eral admission that it should only be applied
socording to arbltrary standards hard to fx
and awkward to enforce,

For Instance, the common gense of Eng-
lishmen will fail to grasp the.-wire-drawn
distinction which would be made ghould the
Marquis of AILESDURY be expelled from the
House of Lords for cheating on a race track,
while other British Peers, who have boen
caught cheatlng at cards, are suffered to
discharge the functions of hereditary legls-
lators. Nelther could the community at large
be made to understand why a man who runs
off witha friend's money is a less eMelent and
edifying lawmaker than a man who runs off
with & friend's wife, Much less will the
masges of the peopls spplaud o discrimins-
tion which would shut out one nobleman
for violating the soclal code and laws of
honor, yet not proscribe another who has
stood in the dock to be tried and eonvioted
of criminal offences sgainst the common
law of England,

The Torles themselves must recognize,
from the moment that they acknowledge re-
form to be indispensable, that the hereditary
prineiple must, at all events, ostensibly, be
puperseded by the olective principle. But
whatever Influence they wield will be exerted
to confine the exercise of cholee to 4 very
parrow constituency, In defining that con-
gtituency they will natwally follow the
precodenta with which the Engllsh people are
familiar, They may say the House of Lords
already Is Iu pome measuro a reprosentative

sary, why, it may be argued by the Torles,
should not the purifying agenvy which
worked well in Bootland work well in
land also?

the 460 peers of Great Britain? The House
of Lords would then comprise, including the
Bishops and the delegates of the Iriah and
Bootoh peerages, 170 membors, a body quite
large enough for a second chamber, ue
larly aa it is obeerved that repréesentative
peers are much more apt to attend to busl-
ness. Some of the more stiff-neoked Torles
would probably desire to have the English,
like the Irish representatives in the Upper
House, elected for life, but the Beoteh method
of choosing them only for one Parliament is
g0 much more In keeplng with the purposs
of represantative Institutions that it would
doubtless be adopted.

That is the mode of reforming the House
of Lords to which the Torles could most
easlly be reoonclled, but how would It sult
the Radioala? What would they think of &
so-called representative body, which arro-
gated cognate power with the House of
Commons, and which yot representsd no-
body except 460 members of the pecrage of
Great Britain, 177 members of the peerage of
Ireland, and 85 members of the Boottish
peerage—which, in fact, would represent
a otill smaller number of human beings,
since & good many of them are members
of two or more peerages. Why should thess
men, many of whom are confessédly unfit
to st In & decent assembly, exercise a voting
power incomparably greater than that of the
reputable Englishman who can merely help
to choose a member of the House of Com-
mons? Why should Lord AILESBURY pos-
sess a franchise superior by one iota to that
given to the costermongers, whose dress,
ways, and vicea he affects, or to the horee
Jockeys with whom he {8 pronounced une
worthy to assoclate ?
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Chicago’s Encampment.

The international military encampment
which Chlcago has been eight months pre-
paring is not yet consplcuous in point of
numbers, while lafsure rather than industry
has thus far marked {ts routine procesdings.
Thedelegation of Illinols Generals that viaited
‘Washington last winter, with a view to ecom-
mitting Congrees to the enterprise, deplcted
a grand gathering of the militia of the
Union to the competitive drills, and their
imagination could easily detect the tramp
of armed men In all quarters of the globe,
peeking & rendezvous at the Windy
City., At the lsst accounts only
about thirteen hundred men were
in Camp Bheridan, prominent among them
being four companles of the Twenty-third
Infantry from Fort Wayne, a troop of cav-
alry from Fort Leavenworth, and s light
battery from Fort Bnelling. Ita interna-
tional feature has been chiefly supplibd’by a
fow score officers and men from Narway,
Bweden, and Denmark, who partieipate as
spectators In the camp exercises. There are
no pleturesquely aocoutred Turks and
Groeks; the Germans and French' have not
accepted the opportunity to forget thelir
differences in & common bivouso’ upon the
borders of Lake Michigan; Asia is not rep-
resanted by a brigade from Japan.

The purpose of this encampment seems to
boe that of furnishing one featurs of Chi-
cago's celebration of her fiftieth birthday.
The military companies attracted by the
liberal rewards offered for excellence in drill
provide material for street displays, but the
expenses of such enterprises are large, and
prize drills are not especlally popular
throughout the North, ns the great
fallure of the ono held in Phila-
delphla shows. They have scored some
successes In the Northwest,' like those
of Indianapolis in 1832, and of Dubuque
in 1884, the latter belng under the charge of
Gen. BenTLEY, the chiof manager of the
present Chlcago encampment. But South-
ern cities, like Moblls, Nashville, Loulsville,
Montgomery, Houston, and New Orleans,
are those in which popular enthusiasm is
most excited by such performances. This
year the Chicago camp probably filnds extra
drawbacks In following the Washington drill
held last May, and the military gathering at
FPhiladelphia’s centennial ceremonies,

However, the Chlcago encampment has
only begun, and as it Is to last twenty days
there Is plenty of time yet to make it
successful. It hos the great advantags of a
money endowment or guarantes larger than
any preceding drill tournamant, and this has
enabled it to bring military visltors from
Europe. Ithas also made elaborate prepa-
rations for rifle practice, In which the reg-
ulars will take part, while a liberal supply of
sham fighta I8 also on the programme.
