A dozen
bleod-stalned, minoke-begrimed, Injured vio-
tims of rallroad carelessnoss or biundering
were brought into the village's llttle station
house eurly this moening, and this*afternoon
nine charred corpses, viotims of the same blun-
dering or oarelosaneas, were lald apon the sta-
tion platform, while three miles west. down
the track of the Chicago and Atlantio Rallway.
neat a lonely old water tank, plles of fearfully
tangind ddbris marked the spot whore a col-
lision, seldom equalled for tarrible results, had
ooourred. Acocording to the best estimate ob-
talnable, for only an estimate was possible,
fully thirty buman lives had been sacrifived
outright and hall that number of persons had
suffered Injuries more orless serlous. Tho sast-
bound expreas that left Chieago lanst night with
a great load of passengers had, without & mo-
ment's warning, during a temporury wall, been
smashed into from behind by a loaded fast
freight, plonging madly forward In the dark,
in burrying dressed meat to the markets of the
poaboard.

Bome part of the machinery of the passenger
sagine had been thrown out of order during
the run from Chicago. A trifling atop at the
water tank would make it all right, it was
thought, and the stop was sccordingly made.
Buddenly out of the darkness behind
eamé the flash of a headlight, the
ruai and rattle of many wheels, and
then & mighty oraah. The sleeping coach
got in Its deadly work. Its massive framework
was transformed Into & huge catarult, Pushed
mercilossy ahead by the frelght, 1t erushed
Into the cars forward, smashing thelrcompara-
tively light timbers, and making the work of
destruction complete, The wreok qujakly took
fire, and the sight of the shrieking victims and
danciog fiamea was one never to be forgotten.
