More than Five Milllons for Bchools.

The Board of Education figures up that it
will need for the maintenance of the schools
of the city next year $4,294,263, beeldes §256,-
000 for new sltes and $505,000 for new bulld-
ings, or a total sum of $5,885,263,

That is much greater than the amount al«
lowed for the present year by the Board of
Estimate and Apportionment, but If the
money were really required for the proper
education of the children of New York, there
would be nocomplalnt because of the Increase,
and we should urge (Ats appropriation,
no matter what might be the tax rate. The
efficlency of the public schools must be main-
tained, and free Instruction must be provided
for every child who wants it, whatover the
cost, If more school houses are required,
and undoubtedly they are required, they
should be put up as speedily as posaible, for
at Its present rate of growth New York is
probably gaining at least 50,000 inhabitanta
annually, so that the Insufficlency of accom-
modations becomes every year a much more
serious evil.

The most Important dutv bafore the Board
of Education is the satisfaction of this de-
mand for more school room, and the lessons

| 1t teaches are of the highest practical value

for those who have charge of the school
system. It g a-demand which has, of course,
steatlily increased with the growth of the
town, but it has been especlally importunate
since ‘the rapld settlement of the upper
wards because of the introduction of rapld
transit. A new town, at a long remove from
the old centres of population, has sprung
into existence within comparatively few
years, and It has required schools of Its
own, - ' What sort of schools have they been ?
From whom has the demand for instruction
almost wholly come? They have been pri-
mary schools for young children,

Though the population of the city increases
80 rapldly, there Is ne insuMeclency in the ac-
commodations already provided for the more
advanced education of boys and girls. The
Normal College and the College of the City
of New Yorlk are large enough, and there ls
plenty of room In the higher grades of the
grammar schools, If a boy anywhere In
town wants the advanced course, hs need not
go without it from any lack of seats In
the class rooms. He can always get in, and
still there will be space for more; for the
number of pupils invariably decreases rapidly
a8 the course advances, and there Is no
crowd, except about the doors of the athool
rooms where children of twelve years and
under are taught to read and write and
cipher. The thousands of youngsters who
are yearly shut out of the schools because of
Inck of accommodations for them, are all
after that instruction merely.

One lesson from these facts Is that the
gredt popular demand is for primary In-
struction and no other. Tha demand for
any higher education s insignificant in pro-
portion, and actually 18 so small that If the
city pald for the tultion of the pupils In pri-
vate schools and colleges It would save
money as compared with the cost of edu-
cating them in schools run by the Beard of
Education.

Yet when the Board was making its ex-
travagant estimates for 1888 on Wednesday
we do not find that it pald any heed to thess
obvious lessons of the actusl demand. It
discussed some petty economiea, but wholly
neglected the great economy which Is sug-
gested so plalnly by the experlence of the
gchools, It talked long and earnestly of the
posaible saving of afew thousand dollars here
and there,when It might have proceeded to the
perfection of a plan by which the cost of the
schools would be reduced by a third, if not
a half, without in any way decreasing, but
rather increasing, the advantages they af-
ford to the great masa of thelr puplls.
