shorter hours, The organiaation, which had
1,600 members. went to plecen.

The new organization of 1884 left out the
drivera. It grew mapidly and Insecrel, The
wagos pald to the beer workers wore Irom $40
to 860 per month, and the hours of lnbor varied
trom fourteen to seventesen per day. and
the work is very hard. The union grew rapld-
Iy, It joined the Central Labor Unlon in 1885
and the Enights of Labor in 1856. All the pre-
limlnary meetings were held in secrecy, as the
men ware fenrful of belug turned out by thelr
employers,

Then eame the Nght with Pator Doelger, who
discharged four of thelr men. The Central
Labor Unlon took up their onuse, and a boy-
cott was ordered, which was kept up [Or seven
months, the boor workers' orgunlzation grow-
lng meanwhile strongsr and stronger, untll
Anslly it included about all the beer workers
in this ecity, numbering 1,800, and then B6U)
members were taken In [rom New Jerawsy.

INNOCENT THOUGH 4 CONFIOT.
The Real Criminal nld ta Wave Used Money
o Convict him
