The Movolntions of 1848,

ERCOND ARTIOLE

At tlis end of the March risings it seemad
to the onlookar that the triumph of eonatitu-
tionnl liberty had been mesured throughout
conteal Iuropo, and that the year 1848 would
be kuown to history as the beginning of & naw
ern, Yot it neoded but & few monthas to dispel
the illusions of the felends of progress in all
purts of Germany, Italy and Austro-Hungary.
excopt o tho land of the Magyars, where the
ronistance to reaction was most desperals,
Yet, ahort as It waa, the process of disenchant-
ment went through threo stoges, which, In Mr,
Maurieo's narrative. nre appropriately termed
tho atruggio of tho races, the disintegration of
revolution, and the death struggle of freodom.
Throuxh theso deolining stages we will follow
hlm, although able to mark only those charaa.
toristle and saliont pointa which, through his
speclal studies, are projected with peoullar
distinotness and preclslon.

While tle subject proples of contral Europe
still felt the myves of the Motternloh systom,
they Imaginod that they had outgrown their
traditional sntipathies, and that they were
willing to share with thelir fellow sufferers the
local Indepandonos ncaulred by tholr joint
efforta. But that Europs was not ripe for lib-
erty in 1848 s plain from the painful sudden-
nesa with which the old rivairies and enmitios
broke out after the iron hand of tyranny waa
lifted. Boarcoly wore Vienna and Prague free
than they quarrvlled savagoly with ons an-
other: the Frankfort Parllament had not
framed a oconstitution for united Germany
bofors it hardencd ita beart against the Cseoh,
the Lombard, and the Yenotian; the Magyars
woro not eocure In tho possesslon of the [ran
ehisas pxtorted from the Hapsburg Kalsor be-
foro they denled equal righta to the Blovak, the
Wallach, the Transylvanian Baxon, the Boerb-
and the Croat.  All of these lately subject races
soon bogan to oare mors for trlumph over thelr
old enomles than for the safoguarding of thelr
own lberties, and to seein the reprosentatives
of tho ahbsolutist prinoipla rather alliea and
protoctors than the Implacable antagonista of
all. Tho revolution of 1848, In other words,
committed sulcide; it was not Hussis that
killad ft: Czar Nicholas did but deal a death-
blow to o thing alroady moribund and retaln-
ing a lingoring vitality only in a single veln.

T'he evants onnnot bLe indicated in & chrono-
logieal orler, because thoy were often econs
tompornnoous, but Mr. Maurios has eontrived
to give usmeohorent and effeotive ascount of
the fatal race divisions by beginning with the
stute of things in southwest Hungary, where
tho Berbs and Croats had long been troated
with galling rlgor nnd eontempt by the Magyar
Diot to which the Hapsburg Emperors had
subjeotod them, It was the revival of a SBerb
lHteratare at Nousatzand Oarlowite In Blavonin
and the ngitation for an Illyrlan language
that centrod at Agram, whioch should have
oonvinced Kossuth and his fellow patriots of
the Impossibility of refusing to the southern
Blava tho local autenomy which Magyars de-
manded for themsalves, The phenomens just
mentionod woere at once, ol course, symptoms
and fosterers of s reawakoned consclousness
of natlonal individuality certaln to assert it-
solt In politlonl exactions on the first sus-
plelous opportunity. The Magyars had them-
solves to blame for the disastrous faoct
that Croat and Berb, who at the outset would
have gladly been thelr comrades, were grad-
unlly transformed Ioto ssnlous and sfMolent
champlons of renctlon, The mistake of whish
Magyars hod offered an example in the counp-
trioa historioally mssoolated with Hungary,
thele kinemen, the Bzeklers, who were the
dominant race in Transylvanis. made In desal-
ing with the doscendants of the medimval Bax-
on colonizers and with the indigenous Wal-
lachs or Roumaniana. From the moment that
these last-named elomenta ‘of the Transylva-
nian principality were treated with far more
oruelty by the Bseklers and Magyars than they
had ever suffersd st the hands of the Aus-
trians, it Is clear that to them the revolution
of 1848 muat have seemed & ourse rather than
a blessing.

The bitterncss of the antipathy which soon
revealed {tself botween the Viennese Liberals
and the Ozechs of Praguo oan bs illustrated by
two striking incldenta, If genercalty and sym-
pathy wore to be expeotad anywhers, it would
paturally be looked for from the studentaof
Vienna and of Prague, who, as we have seen,
had taken a leading part in the liberation of
their reapootive citics. This, however, {s what
oBcurred on two notable ocoasions. 'We quote
Mr. Maurice's account of the painful facta:
“On June 5, 1848, more than a hundred
skudents of Prague started on a deputation to
thelr comradea in Visnna. On thelr way they
thought it nocessary to attack and insultthe
Gorman flag wherover it was displayed. They
arrived in Vienna to find the Viennese studants
susplelous even toward those who had been
thelr champlons at home, and stlll smarting
from the recollection of & struggle be-
tween thelr Legion and the National Guards
who bad attempted to suppress them. It
was while they were in this stats of [rritation
that the Ceech students appearsd in the hall
nf the university, and, unfortunately, at the
same time there arrived from Prague the rep-
resentatives of two German Bohemian elubs,
Bome of the Vienneso leadors urged & recon-
clliation betweon the two ravea; but the news
of the Insults to the German flag so Infuriated
the Vionnese students that thoy drove the
Czacha from the hall and ordered thom toleave
Vienun within twenty-four hours.” Thae sscond
incidont was even more deplorable, and bore
even more deolsive witnesa to the hopelessness
of any concerted struggle for liberty upon the
part of Austrian subjeots. It Is well known
that on June 18 Windeschgrats entered Prague

in triumph and etifled the revolution
so far as the Czoohs wers oconcern-
ed. “While Prague was still burning,
and Windeschgratz was stlll enforolng

martial law, a band of Vienns students arrived
In Prague to congratulate Windeschgrats on
his viotory over the liberties of Bohemla, . The
long simmering hatred between the Germans
and Bohemians ssems to have found its climax
In that congratulation.” The fall of Prague In-

" wolved not only the repression of the Csechs,

but the lossof u common centre of deliberation
and of aoction for the varlous Blavonie races
under Hapsburg rule, Thenceforward the {dea
of a Blavonlo federation for local sell-govern-
ment gave way to a desperate oontention
ngainst thelr traditional antsgonists, and the
Boutharn Bluvs gradunlly drifted {ato an mo-
peptance of the leadership of suoh courtlers
and soldlers s Jellnoloh, the Ban of Croatla,
who hated the Magyars as the opponents, not of
Blavonio fresedom but of Imperial dsspotiam.
In northern Italy the battle for fresdom
lasted more than s year, though Lombardy
was virtually reconquersd for the Hapsburgs
when, on Aug. 7, Radetzky entered Milan and
drove back the Pledmontese Into thelr own
territory. It is true that after the transiont
triumph of the Republicans in Roms and
Tuscany, which followed the fiight of Pope
Pius IX, and of the Archduke Leopold, the
King of Sardinia made & second effort to de-
fver Lombardy, which proved, however, more
\bortive than the first. Deleated at Novarra,
snd deaming the best terms which he could
abtain from Radetzky too dishonorable to ae-
sopt, Charles Albert abdicated the arown of
Bardinia in favor of his son Vietor Emanual
With his disappearance from the stage van-
{shod tho last chance of success ln the eres
even of Mazzinl and of Manin, who, although
the most unflinching of Bepublicans. had com-
pelled their followers to accept the champlon-
ship of the Bavoyard monarchy, During the re-
maluing months of the revolution, the peoples
of Rome, Venice, Blelly, and Hungary had
to depond, fu their struggles for lberty,
on the force ol popular feellng and on the
guldanoce of those leaders whom they had them-
salves placed st the head of affaire. ‘Theyeould
look for no help from one another, and Ger-
man fesling had become almost as bitterly
aroused at Frankfory as at Vienna against the

‘Ttalisn and the Magyar revolutionists. It a
eurious fact, when wo keep in view the objects |
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of the resont Nalla frridenta agitation, that it
was the movement against the southern Tyrol
and the attack upon Triests by the Bardinian
and Venetian fleets which definitely arrayed
the maas of German patrioteagainet the Ital
fan upsising for unity and freedom, Honcos
forth the Itallan revolution was deseribed snd

, both st Frankfort and Vienna. ns a
mers oloak for the territorial agarandizement
of Pledmont. The Frankfort Parllament, In-
dood, " resolved unanimously that any attack
on tho German haven of Trieste was n deoln-
ration of war agalnst Germany,” and the samo
assembly, by ita subsaquont selection of the
Archduke John as Administrator of the Ger-
man Empire, "'almost unavoldably fdentifled
{tsol! with the domineering polloy of the Aus-
trian Germans.”

It (s hardly possible to deeply rogret the fall-
ure to obtaln guarantves for German freadom
on'the part of that Frankfort Parlinment,which,
aa Mr. Maurfos shown us, sould " triumph sav-
agely ovor the fall of the libertios of Bohemia,
rofuss even provinalal (ndependence to the
southern Tyrol, and demand that northern
Italy shouldsbe retainad In the Austrian om-
pire.” At all evonts this Parliamont, which had
oonvenéd amid so muoh faith and aspiration,
lived only long enouxh to disappoint the peo-
plo who oleated it, and died regretted by but
few, The cholece of the Arehduke John a8 ex-
eoutive head was s fundamental blunder, for (¢
rendared impossible any slncere cobperation
on the part of Prussis, and when the discred-
{ted remnant of the Assembly decided to ten-
der to the Prusslan King the Imperinl crown,
they possessed nothing worth taking, even if
thelr proffer had not been coupled with consti-
tutional conditions, not only at that tlme,
but still doemed Inndmissible by the ho

waa fhat they had served under him, were
ruthlossly put to doath by Haynaun.”

A short paragraph will suffics to outline the
elosing seonos of the revolution In Italy. As
enrly aa Aprll 19, 1649, the municipality of
Tlorenooe decreed the recall of the Grand Duka,
Tive daya afterward the Blolllan Parllament
(though it had malntained an Indepondent ex-
fatanoco for olevon months after the triumph
of the Neapolitan resction), having been
unable to prevont the bombardmont of Palors
mo, decided to meotno longer., Onthestrangis
Intion of the Romnan republie by the sham re-
publie of Franoce we need not dwell, It wasa
fitting prelude to the Infamous coup d'¢tat
which wushered in the Becond Emoplre, In
Yonles, owlng mainly to its insular poaition,
the fires of rovolution were extinguished laat,
But, on Aug. 80, 1849, tan days after the news
of the surrendor’of Gorgel reached ths oity, the
final surrender of Venice to tho Auatrians
brought to a closo the long struggle for liberty
whioch had begun with the rising at Palermo in
1848,

Tho moral of his whole narrative is brought
out by Mr, Maurios In two or throe concluding
sentonces, The revolutlonary movement of
1848 revealad the strongth and the woakness
of tha prinoiplo of nationalities, It taught the
wvarious paoples ol Europe to aapire, but it also
taught thelr rulers how by dividing and op-~
posing them to rivet their chains. M. W, H.

Nor s It ecasy to poe
how the Frankfort Parllament could ox-
peot to ba respectod after passing
a resolution condomning the resistance of the
Prussian Parliamont. whioh, In reprisal for ita
firm opposition to the forves of reaction, had
been peremptorily dissolved on Deo. 5. It was,
to he sure. allowod to meot again In Fabrunry,
16849; but the King no longer fearod it. and
when, on March 28, the proposal came from
Fraokfort, Frederlck Willlam IV. refused to
socopt the orown of Germany unless it wera
offered to him by the German Princas. As wo
koow, the sondition waa fullilled when his sue-
cossor was orownod Kaisor, at Vorsallles, Itis
only the donors who can attach conditions to a
wift, and the pressnt Conatitution of the Gar-
man empire shows piainly enough from what
source came the delogation of nuthority,
There is no doubt that Mr, Maurice has recent
ovonta, as woll ns the avents of forty years ago,
In mind when he pointa out that the rejectlon
of the offor made from Frankfort “ put an end
to the hope that the German question might be
sottled In & pencoabls and oonstitutionul
manner."

Let us now look at the death atruggle of
freodom which took place In Hungury, Slelly,
Rome, and Venloe. After the defeat of the
Hupgarian army at Schweoliat by Jellncleh,
Kossuth, it will be remembared, decided to
supplant the Magyar General, Mogn, by Arthur
Gorgel, whosa abllities, character, and motives
have supplied aver since materinls for o heated
ocontroversy. Mr, Maurics maintains that the
severest judgmonts which ho passes upon
Gorgel are founded upon the Genernl's
own momolrs, though he admits that his
“estimate of him s, In many respects,
lower than that of men whoss oppor-
tunities of ohsorving the facts and whose
gonoral ocandor of judgment entitle thelr
oplnlon to great reapect” Ho acknowledges
also that * Kossuth hampered Gorgel in mnt-
ters In which he was bound to trust him so
long as he retaloed him In his commnnil.”
Nelther doas he omlit to recall that Gorgol's
summary exeoution of Count Eugene Ziohy,
who had been suspected of treason, was be-
lisved to bave committed him so strongly to an
antl-Austrian polloy that there could be no fear
of his exhibiting a lack of loyalty and zeal. On
the other hand, Mr. Maurloe thinks that the
step taken by Gorgel In January, 1849, justified
all Koasuth's subsequent susplclons. It s true
that Kossuth had made himself ridiculous
by declaring that he would be burled under the
rulns of Buda, and shortly altorward, beforo a
battle had been [ought, dessrting the capltal,
Then it was that Gorgel {saued his well-known
doolaration that his army was only fighting for
the maintenance of the Constitution of Hun-
gary, as sanotioned by Emperor Ferdinand,
and that It would henoeforth only obey orders
recelved from a Minister of War appointed by
the King of Hungary, thus disavowing by {m-
plication the authority of Kossuth's Committes
of Defence, It was malnly on acoount of this
proclamation that Gorgel, having, a foew weeks
later, bean agaln defeatsd by Windeschgratz,
but having subsequently obtalned a victory,
was doprived of his command, and supsrseded
by the Pollsh General Dembinskl. No one now
doubts that it would have been fortunate for
the Magyais had they given the sunrama mili-
tary command not to Dembinakl, but to Bem,
who, since Doo. 15, had completely turned the
tabies in Transylvania, galning slgnal vigtories
over both the Austrians and Hussians, But,
instead of ealling Bem to the north of Hun-
gary, which was at the tima ths vital point of
defence, Eossuth sent Bem In a southwesterly
direction to clear the Banat of the enomiss of
Magyar supremaoy.

When the Hungarian Oonstitution, sanc-
tioned by the Emperor Ferdinand, was re-
‘pudiated by his suoccessor, Francls Joseph, &
common ground of astlon seemed to huve
been supplied to Gorgel and Eossuth, and, ac-
oordingly, on March 51, 1840, the former was
restored to the post of commander-ln-chief.
They still differed, however. In thia particular,
that, whereas Kossuth, on April 14, Issued &
declaration of Independence, Gorgel and his
party in the army Inslsted on Ignoring the ab-
diostion of Ferdinand and the abolition of the
former liberal Counstitution, and continued to
fight in tho name of a soversign who refused
to relgn and on behalf of & Constitution which
bad ceased to exist.

The differencs to whioch we have alluded
proved [ar resching; the results are thus sum-
med up In the last ohapter of this narrative,
*“The declaration of independence of April 14
was followed by the reslgnation of several
Hungarian officers: and Gorgel. though un.
willingly retaining his command, became more
and more antagonistio im his attitude toward
Eossuth, This mutual distrust was onse of the
maln causes of & step not very éreditable to
elther party, and whioh Is reckoned by military
eritics one of the most unfortunate of the war,"
Mr, Maurioe refers to the imperative demand
of Kosauth—a demand with whioh Gorgel com-
plisd—that the latter, after resculng the fort-
ress of Komorkh on April 98, should doliver
Buda-Pesth instead of marching into Austria.
It appears thet Gorgel believed this proposal to
be & mistake, and aoqulesced in it only from the
fear that it be moved toward Vienna Kossuth
would have proclaimed a republio in Hungary
and rendered any compromise with the Aus-
trian Government impossiblelAs it was, the
groater part of May was taken up by the slege
of Buda, whilo Gorgel was Intrigulng with
Koasuth's opponents Ln the Diet. He suceeed-
od In galning over even Casanyl, who, In the
early part of August (by which time the Rus-
slans had overrun Transylvania), joined Gor-
el in pressing for Kossuth's resignation.
Kossuth, & fow days later. recelving an ili.

rumor that Bem, his stanchest sup-
porter, was dangerously wounded, abdicated,
and Gorgel was deolared Distator of Hungary,
Bem wrote a lettoer of remonstrance to Kos-
suth, but, marching about the same time into
the Banat, met the Russlans on August 18 ana
was defeated. On that very day Gorgel sur-
rendered at Vilazos with all his forces to the
Russian Genoral,

On this act, whioh was at the time, and has
been since, so hurshly interpreted, Mr. Maurice
makes the followlng comment: " The surren-
der Is now belleved to have been necessary on
milltary grounds. But a8 to the terms of-
