The Clnb Cradled the * Mavement " Oncew
Frederie I Condert, whe Worked forNies
oll's Nominntlon, Comes Dut Agninst Him,

The great propondorance of the friends of
the regular nominations of tha United Democ-
racy who mado thelr proference known at a
provious meoting of the Young Men's Demo-
oratlo Club. led the fow friends of De Lancey
Niooll to attempt a better showing at the regu-
lar mooting last night. Tho effort was backed by
o clroulnr mailed by supporters of Nicoll to
momb®rs who they thought were with them.
The elub numbera about three hundred mems-
bors, and about & hundrod altogetherattended
the meeting, ineluding some who found thelr
nnmes posted on a list of delinquent membeors,
nnd there was a good deal of fun watohing
them pay up.

Then Frank J. Ollver moved the adoption of
o resolution offered by him ratifying the entire
ticket as nominated by the United Democraoy,
The battle began at once with s motlon by
Willlwm H, Hornblower, seconded by Mr,
Groonbaum, to substitute the namo of De
Lancey Nicoll for that of Col. Fellows. The
suggeatlon wus rocelved with marked coldness,

My, Ollver led off with u tribute of pralso for
all the mon on the ticket. Whon he came to
the name of Fellows the ¢lub broke out with a
burst of applause, Mr, Oliver brought down
the house with his quotation remarks atiribe
uted to Nicoll himself dopreoating the personal
attnoks on Col. Fellows, Warming up with his
subjeot, Mr. Oliver attacked the motives of the
Republicans in putting up Mr. Nicoll, and sald:

It Iw the work of our enemies, There s no
reason why we shiould not vote for all the can-
dldatos of the united Democracy.”

E, Ellery Anderson led off the assault for the
friends of Nicoll by andaclously Insisting that
Nicoll had successfully conducted the affairs
of the District Attornoy’s offico during the past
two yeard. Mr. Anderson took palns to say ex-
plieftly that his opposition wns not based on
the pernonnl attacks on Col, Fellows, He also
urged that Nicoll might be supported, notwith-
standing tho fact that the World supports him.
