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The Hanging of the Anarchista.

The Anarchists start out to make war on
poolety, but when soolety rises up to defend
itaelf they rage against what they call ita
oruslty and Injustioe,

They soem to expeot that the fighting Is to
be all on one elde, that they aro to be allowed
to do all the killing, and that their enemy ls
to stand still and bo blown up with their
devillsh contrivances without muking a show
of reslstance.

Bo far from having reason to denounce
pociety for hanging the four men at Chlcago
yesterday, the Anarchists have reason only
to marvel at the patience and forbearance of
soolety. The bomb that killed seven of the
Ohicago polloemen and wounded fifty-nine
was thrown so long ago as May 4, 1886, and
yot not untll Nov. 11, 1887, was the law vin-
dicated In the execution of sorme of thoss
who were responaiblo for the crime.

Though they wers merciless, the law was
merciful. Though they gave their brave vic-
tims nochance of eacapa, but foll on them un-
awares and with devillsh Ingenulty, the law
duricg elghtoon months of delay granted
them every opportunity of defending their
own lives. They were treated as Innooent
until they wers proved gullty In a falr and
exhaustiva trial, and they were permitted to
take advantage of every posalble loophole of
esoape afforded by the law, though it Is
agsinst law that the savage band of which
they were chlefs are stubbornly arrayed.

They appealed for protection to the very
fnstitution they would overthrow, and ob-
tained from it the same protection in thelr
rights and safeguards agninst Injustico as
are enjoyed by the most peaceable of men.
Tha cltadel they would destroy became their
pinos of refuge agalnst popular fury and in-
disoriminating vengeance such as they
themselves would have provoked.

Yet the Anarchista ory out that soclaty
@gives them no quarter, and In thelr rage
they threaten vengeance. “Wo demand
from you the release of the condemned An-
archista,” they talegraphed from New York
to Governor Oanmspy. “If you bombard
us,"” was the Iuscription on one of their ban-
pers on Thuraday night, " we will dynamits
you."” If you dare to defend yourself against
our devillash atrocities, that means, we will

. @ostill fusther into the business of slaughter.

But soclsty has dared, and [t will continue
$0 dare, to defend itself against anarchy, even
12, Instead of four Anarchists, it I8 necessary
to swing four thousand Anarchists from the
gibbat. But It will not be nacessary. The
Chioago hangings will make It unnecessary.

The Threatened Death of the Crown
Prince.

Although the worst features of the case of

the Crown Prince of Prusala and Prince Im-

yperial of Germany have been from the first
‘withheld from the publio, it is now definitely
known that the disease with which he is
afflioted s cancer of & malignant type. It is
also known that an operation for the re-
znoval of the cancer must be immediately
performed, unlses all hope of prolonging the
life of the sufferer is to be abandoned; and
that even the tamporary sucoeas of this des-
perate expedlent Is extremely problematical.
As the strength of his aged father Is belleved
to be much nearer exhaustion than the of-
ficlal reporta would indicate—the Kalser was
not allowed to hear the latest unfavorabla
despatohes from San Remo, lest the shock
should prove fatal—the event to which Eu-
rope must now look forward with doubt and
trepidation ls the early accession of the
young Prince Winriax to the headship of
the German empira.

Is that event a promlse of continued peace
or a portent of speedy war ? Upon that point
there s some difference of opinion, though
the apprehensions of particularly well-in-
formed German financlers were revealed im-
medlately after the receipt of the depressing
news by the transactions on the Berlin Stock
Exchange, where the securities not only of
Bussls, but of all countries likely to be di-
rectly affocted by a European confllot, suf-
fored & sharp and serious decline. It ls sald,
on the other side, that the coming Kalser,
Wrnrzam IT, would probably beswayed by the
ooungels of his mother, the Crown Princess
Vicronia, whose influence would surely be ex-
erted In favor of peace. Nelther would he
for some years at all events, so It Is argued,
attempt to cast off the well-earned ascend-
ancy of BrsManck, who, retalning his post
of Chanoellor, would continue to control tho
empire, as France was governed by Cardinal
MasarIN for some time after Louis XIV, at-
tained his majority. Then, again, we are
yeminded that the Relchstag and the Prus-
slan Landtag will have something to say
about the matter, and that the huge German
empire caniot be so easily handled by a
young and headstrong prince as ocould the
potty kingdom of FrepERICK the Great.

The optimlsta are weleome to whatever
scraps of comfort they can extract from
such conslderations, For ourselves, we
oould not but regard the nearly simultane-
ous decosse of the present Kalser and the
Crown Prinoe as an event to be regretted by
all human beings interested in the mainte-
nance of European peace, For the most
sanguine surveyors of the future must at
least admit that, as regards the motives and
fntentions of the master of the German
army, suspenss and uncertaloty would

the place of thorough knowledge and
sereno assurance, We knew that there
were flrmer guarantees of peace than
any treaty or alllance could con-
vey, In Ealser Winuiam's declaration
that never, while he lived, should Germany
make war on his near relative, tho Czar. We
had reason, also, to belleve that the Crown
Prince, far from sharing the bitter enmity
which divides his countrymen from their
Frenoh nelghbors, would gladly have allayed
it, and would upon the thronehave trled to
divert tuc minds of Germans from territo-

As to the young man, his son, we bave, itis
true, no absolutely authentio information,
bat all the reports are of a discouraging
tenor. Before his father's (llness awoke some
filial feeling, his relations with hls parents
are sald to have been by no means cordlal,
Indeed, to have been at times
peverely strained. His hero, we have been
oftan Is Ferpeuicx the Great, and
nothing in the history of that unscrupulous
is read by him with kesner pleas-
ure than the record of the flerce but at
length succesaful struggle with the com-
bined forces of Rusala, Austria, and Franoce.
Prince WiLL1AM has been for years unques-

y the mainstay and the hope of that

é

bridled, and France so mutllated as to be
incapable hereafter of aggresslon.

If prinoes are like other men, we must
forcoast thelr future by the lght of thelr
past. On that ground, if on no other, the
long-headed financiers of Berlin have shown
that thoy expect from Prince Winniam's
aoccasion to the throne of Germany sush a
grave dooline of values as can result only
from a lively and widespread fear of war.

The Navel Reserve.

The Beawanhaka Corinthian Yacht COlub
has taken up with earnestness the proposal
tocreate an auxillary naval foros' whioh
shall hold to the regular navy a relation
somewhat analogous to that of the militla
to the army. The basls of this project ia the
bill Introduced Into the last Congress by
Benator WarrrHoRrNs and approved by Bec-
rotary WarrNey. The modifications sug-

gested by the club relate to the dutles and
privilegos of yachtamon, and would put them
{n a distinct class of the proposed resarve.

The possibilities of steam yachts as por-
tions of an auxiliary navy would be chiefly
those of service as despatch and torpedo
boats. Many of them possess the valuable
quality of high speed. Those that could be
usad for these or other purposes number, in
Now York waters alone, nearly forty. They
are of all sizes, from the Alva of nearly 1,700
tons, and the Nourmahal of nearly 940, with
other large craft like the Atalanta and Na-
mounn, and the Electra, Yosamlite, Polynia,
Radha, and others following, down to the
Vislon of 50 tons and the Now Then of less
than 18. The extraordinary speed of the
last-named eraft, in proportlon to her slze,
is shown by her having made a rate of over
twenty-threa miles an hour as the average
of slx runs on tho measured mile. It is not
to be supposod that all these yachts would
join the naval reserve, but some would un-
doubtedly do 8o, as would & portion of the
steam yachts of Boston and other porta.

But steam vessels would not be alone re-
led upon. Salling yachts would also
form an eseentinl part of the naval
reserve, sinoe In this country as In
England tho primary object 18 perhaps less
that of securing additional vessels than of
obtalning trustworthy supplles of well-
trained men, who could instantly be called
into service In case of exigency. These
officers and men being formally enrolled and
then drilled In gunnery, boat exercises,
and’ other needs  of the war vessel,
could be qulckly summoned to serve
either on the regular ships of the
navy or In such auxlllary vessels
as should be procured as fast cruisers from
the merchant marine. The Britlsh naval
reserve consists of about 18,000 men and 800
ofMcers. It s divided into three classes, not
identical in character with the three sug-
gestad by the Seawanhaka Club, It includes
not only able-bodied seamen, who form the
first class, and are well experienced in ocean
voyages, but flsharmen, coasters, 'longshore-
men, and boys from the mercantile tralning
ships. Thero I8 also o naval artlllery reserve
for the protection of important harbors.

Tho American naval reserve, under the
WHITTHORSE blll, of course does not con-
template so numerous a force, but one pro-
portioned to the sizo of our regular naval
establishment. The enrolliments would be
for five years, and during several weeks of
each year there would be regular drills with
the great guuns, cutlass excrclses, Iandings
for operntions on shore, and so on. The men
and officers pelected and enrolled would be
already sufficlently skilled in the ordinary
duties of a sallor on merchant vessels not to
require crulses for this purpose.

One important feature of the proposed
naval reserve would be the formation of a
list of auxiliary crulsers, to be selected from
mercantils steamships possessing adequate
gtrength of hulland engine power and the
abllity to carry a small battery of six-inch
guns, Beveral such vessels have already
been practically fixed upon after favorable
roports from officers appointed by SBecretary
WHITKEY. With a good number ol such ves-
gals pledged to the Government, and & re-
gorve of well-trained crews ready to man
them, the navy would be in a better position
for service on the sudden outbrenk of war.

Return of an 0Old Friend.

Bathing its weary eyes in Mr. J. BENSON
