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The Hereditary Idea Dead as Casariam.
On g¢lection day an enthusiastio old Wide
Awalke of Missouri wrota to tha Globe Demo-
orat suggesting Liwocorw and HAMLIN a8
ths Republioan ticket for 1888—that Is tosay,
,m Bop and the venerabla HANNIBAL.
Thtnulnlnaﬂm."nldws Wide Awake of
1860, “will create a hurrah that will carry
more Btates than GrawT did in '68, and come
nearequalling the run of *72.”

If the author of this suggestion had walted
one day longer bafore committing it to
print, he would have discovered that twenty-
four hours could do more to render the head
of his proposed ticket unavallable than
twenty-four years in the case of his venera-
ble candidats for Vice-President.

The experiment tried In New York with
the eldest son of Gen. GRANT disposed finally
and forever of the hereditary ldea asa fan-
tor in American politios, Thoere I8 no longer
any vitality in it. The result was declsive
and conoclusive.

We are glad to ses attributed to Mr. Ron-
mrr T, Livoory a remark made on the morn-
ing after election day which speaks volumes
for his common sense and political discern-
ment. ‘' This effectually disposes,' he is re-
ported aa saying, ' of the proposed ticket of
Liwoouw and GRaxT., The heredity plat-
form Is not strong enough for a party to
stand on."

It lan't, and it never will be in this coun-
try; and a great many people rejoice that
the conclusive demonstration of the fact was
made at the expense of a man llke Col.
GRANT rather than of the modest and sensl-
ble Chicago lawyer who bears the honored
pame of LINCOLN.

The Grand Jury All Right.

Having learned from District Attorney
MarTINE that during the last two years near-
ly five thousand ball cases have accumulated
in his office without reaching the Grand
Jury, Mayor HEWITT assumes in reply that
the trouble 1s with that body.

Hesays that at the rate it now works, the
Grand Jury cannot posaibly dispose in a
single month of *a tithe of the cases which
ought to be brought before it Therefore-
he suggests that “elther we should have a
larger number of Grand Jurles In sesalon at
the samse time, or the exlsting Grand Jury
should give more time to the work which by
law is confided to It.”

Now, 8o far from being unable or unwill-
ing to dispose of the oases submitted to it,
the Grand Jury, as a matter of fact, usually
adjourns with comparatively few cases un-
decided. It disposes of several hundred
cases 8 month, and if there are ten times as
many which {t ought to Inquire into, the
town must be In a terrible stats as to
breaches of the law. But happlly our situa-
tion isnot so bad as the Mayor supposes.

Last year 6,146 cases were sent from the
police courts to the Court of General Bes-
gions for trial. They were almost all of
those which could properly come before the
Grand Jury, and the disposition of the whole
of them by that body would not have been
impossible. They would have made an aver-
age of only about 500 cases a month, and that
number, as experience has shown, could

p have been passed upon by the Grand Jury,
especially as a great part of them were ex-
clse cases that could have been disposed of
rapldly.

Moreover, the exlsting Grand Jury, with
ita pressnt diligence, keeps ahead of the
court and the District Attorney’s office; and
the indiotments are many more than the
trials, The Mayor has obtained the number
of ball cases—almost wholly exclse ocases,
we assume—which have not reached the
Grand Jury. Now let him get the number
of ball cases which have reached the Grand
Juryand In which no trial has been had.
When he goes over those new flgures he will
not be so likely to think that the remedy for
what ho describes as " an evil of the greatest
megnitude” lies In the multiplication of
Grand Jurles,

Of the 6,146 cases sent for trial to the Gen-
eral Beaslons last year from the pollca gourts,
only 3,060 were disposad of by the court, and
the number of actual trials was only 750, with
831 convictions and 428 acquittals. As to the
rest of the 8,060 oases, 880 were dismlissed
without trial and pleas of gullty were entered
in 1,420,

The trouble, then, Is not with the Grand
Jury, and the statlstics prove not that we
need more Grand Jurles, but that there was
an imperative necessity for the passage of
the law strengthening the court and the
District Attorney's office 80 as to enable them
to handle all !,he work committed to them.

A Discontent that i1s Not Dangerous,

Our esteomed frlend, ex-Senator James R,
Doorrrrne of Wisconsin, delivered yester-
day an address before the Baptist Congress
ot Indlanapolis, In which he proposed as a
remedy for * the unreat, discontent, anarchy,
and corruption which exist fn our larger
cities,” a llmitation of the amount of land
whioch any one person should be parmitted to
own in this country. He thinks that the
American people are so deaply interested In
the subjeot that the political party which
advocates the measure will command thelr
support. The Innd question, in his opinion,
is the burning question of the day.

Other men, as well as Benator DoorITTLE,
are profoundly impressed with what they say
is the dangerous discontent of the American
people, and with the necessity of taking
measures to allay it. They acoept unreserv-
edly the sllly talk of Hexmy GEeorcE and
other professional agitators about the abject
misery of the majority of our cltizens, and
their readiness to rise In rebellion against
the existing order of things it something Is
not done immediately for their rellef, Ex-
osptional cases of hardship are taken to be
theruls, and it I8 assumed that whole multi-
tudes among us are starving, and conse-
quently desperate,

The truth {8 that no more discontant pre-
valls among Americans at this moment
than is to be expected from human nature
under the most favorable conditions; and
what there is {8 not only not dangerous,
but a very useful stimulant to a healthy de-
velopment of tho soclal organization, Man-
kind have always been discontentad and
always will be. If thelr Creator had been
eontentad when Ha ecreated them, He would
have had no motive for thelr ereation, and
thoy come legitimately by thelr discontent.
Our forefathers were discontented with their
|t abroad and came over hore, Discontent
with thelr colonlal condition Incited them to
fight for Independence and made us the
nation that we are. Discontent with the old-
fuahioned alow methods of travel and com-
munlcation produced the steamboat, the
rallroad, and the electrie telegraph. Discon-
tent with his poverty leads the poor boy to
make afforts which end In his becoming a
rich capltalist; It leads to the countless en-
terprises in trade and commerce by which
the publio Is benefited ; It leads to all the po-
litical and soclal Improvements which are
sdvancing the rece; mnd if it were guieted

onos for all, thers would be soalal stagnation.

The thoroughly contemted man Is a dead
man, and the dead man ls the only thorough-
ly contented man.

There is a lagend that at the ohristening of
s oertaln baby princs all the good falries not
only attended themsalves, and endowed him
with every gift in thalr power, but employed
special and effectual means to keep away
the evil falry, Discontant. The result waa
that the ohild grew up possessed of every
virtue and talent, but without impulses to
useful exortion. He was 8o contented with
himself and his condition that he made no
affort: to use the powers and the accomplish-
menta his well-meaning falry friends had
bestowed upon him. To the same effect the
noted German reformer, FERDINAND Las-
BALLE, many years ago, reproached the
workingmen of his country: "“Bo long as
you have a bit of bad sausage and a glass of
beer, you are notaware of your wretched
oondition, and do not know that you need
anything. That comes from your oursed
contentment. To have many wants and to
patisfy them Iin an honeet and respectable
manner, is true virtue. Bo long a8 you
fall to comprehend and not upon this, my
preaching is in valn."

It will be sald, of course, that it is not a
healthy discontent that is feared, but the
dianontont that comes from a consclousnesa
of Injustioe and oppressaion, coupled with de-
gpair of redreas by peaceabls and lawful
means, The assertion Is made that the
masses of our peopls, ground down Into the
dust by a few rich and unscrupulous rogues,
are frantio with thelr wrongs, and that noth-
Ing short of a revolution will result unless
these wrongs are redreassd. We have heard
comparatively Intelligent men make gloomy
predictions of riots in this city, and paint
lurid plotures of processions of starving
workingmen marching up the Fifth avenue
to burn and to destroy, In order to compel
the rich to relleve their misery. They talk
as If soclety was resting overa volcano ready
to burst Into an eruption at any moment.

It Is hard to treat serlously such nonsengs
as this, Even If all were truo that is sald
about the misery and discontent of the mass
of our people, it Is absurd to fanoy that in a
country where every mals over the age of
twenty-one is or can become a voter, vio-
lonce I8 necessary to redress popular wrongs,
The moat that can be expectsd Is Inconsld-
erate and vindictive leglslation, and of this
there is no present indlcation. Even somild
a measure as HENsYy GEORGE'S proposed
confiscation of land value by taxation has not
rocelved enough support atthe polls to make
ita adoption probable for years to come,
and more radical remedies are not even
talkced of. As to the dread of land monopoly,
which, Benator DOOLITTLE says, posseases
the'popular mind, it may exiat In speclal
neighborhoods In the West, but hers in the
East there is no trace of it. That one man

'should own six, alxty, or sixty thousand

acres of land 1s not felt to ba of Importance
by any other man that we know of, When-
ever large land ownerahips get to be burden-
psome, the people will deal with them as they
have dealt with other evils, but they will not
borrow from the future trouble which wuy
never como.

Compared with other countries and with
other times, none ever gave so little cause
for dissatisfaction to Its citizens as the
United States does now. Not only are the
neceesaries of life abundant and cheap, but
innumerable luxuries formerly not attain-
able even by the rich are at the com-
mand of the poor. Work Is plenty, and in
general wall puld. The workingman with
the lowest wages has a dwelllng, food, cloth-
Ing, light, fuel, and amussments, such as no
millionaire had three hundred years ago. He
I8 carried to and from his work with a swift-
neas and comfort beyond that of CrLzo-
PATRA'S barge. He buys for two cents THr
Bow, bringing him news from the four quar-
ters of tho earth with more fulness and ac-
curacy than any king or emperor onoce
could secure. His chlldren are well educated
at the public expense, and his volce in the
management of public affairs is aa potent as
that of his wealthieat nelghbor. That he
should be discontented s, as we have seen,
natural and Inevitabls, but his discontent is
a good symptom, and by no means of the
dangerous kind which leads to mischief. He
does not want less for others, but more for
himself, and ho =ees very plainly that the
way to get what he wants I8 to maintaln
that soclal order without which his efforts
would be futile,

The Navy of To-day.

What with the wise llberality of Congress
and the energy of Becretary WHITNEY tho
past twelve months have been a period of
memorable progress In the navy. Two stesl
crulsers, the Atlanta and Boston, have been
putin commiselon,while a third, the Chicago,
Is practically completed. Five additional
crulsers—the Baltimore, Charleston, and
Newark, and two others not yet named—are
under construction, as are also four gunboats.
Work has been pushed upon flve double-tur-
ret monitors, the Terror's engines being
finished and tested, and the Mlantonomoh's
turrets well advanced. One of the 6,000-ton
armored battle ships s begun at Norfolk, and
preparations are made for bullding the other
at Brooklyn. The pneumatic dynamite gun-
boat furnishes an original contribution to
naval warfare, whilea 23-knot torpedo boat
Is ready for contract. The harbor defence
rams can be bullt with sppropriations al-
roady made. With all these the recon-
structed navy will have at least twenty-four
vessels, each possessing some distinotly
modern features In machinery, battery, or
equipment, while most of them are of the
highest types in thelr respective classes,

Work only less important has been done
on saveral of the older vessels In Increasing
thelr power by a system of forced draught.
The navy yard system has beon remodelled,
tons of obsolete material sold, the Washing-
ton yard converted into a great ordnance
faotory, the Boston yard largely turned Into
an equipment statlon, and two timber dry
docks begun. Great quantities of stesl forg-
ings for ordnance and armor have been or-
dered from American works, thus stim-
ulating an important home industry,
while In gun making the former ad-
vance from é-Inch to 8Inch guns has
been extended durlng the year to the
production of 10-inch guns, which are by far
the most powerful steel high-power rifled
breech loaders ever attempted In this coun-
try. Anlmportant contract has been made
for o large number of HorcEKIss rapid-fire
cannon, a8 secondary batterles for war ves-
sels; a pnsumatie gun carriage has been or-
dered ; a dozen torpedo Inventions are under
Investigation; Improved lfshoats have re-
celved conslderation. Reorganlzation of im-
portant bureaus, with the appolntment of
men like MELvILLE and FurTox as chiefs,
has meanwhile gone on, and the home squad-
ron in North Atlantle waters hos been sub-
Jeeted to extended drill and practice.

In round numbers there are about 10,000
officers and men now on the active list of
the navy. The aggregate of enlisted men
and apprentices at the end of the flscal year
was 8,042; and 1,084 of these are apprentioces,
half on tralning ships and the remainder
divided among the five crulsing stations,

Congress, when It ooumes together, will

find a good year's record in the navy to re-
view, with a broad foundation Iad for carry-
ing on the work of reconstruction,

Mayor and Dr. A. A. Axzs of Minneapolis
in sald to be a candidate for the Democratio
nomination for Vice-President, He is a man
of great spirit and sctivity; but perhaps Bt,
Paul might refuse to support him.
