PROTECTION FOR THN MINOR LEAGUR CLUBS.

The enormous amount of caplial which isin-
vosted every year by the minor league tenms,
without proteotion,would tend soon to kill off all
the amaller clubs, The recent move by the
League toward giving the younger organiza-
tions, & volce in thelr protection was forced
upon them. Both the League and Assoclation
paw that they wero cuttingoff the supply of
players, and their recent move waato put an
ond to the practice by which tho players of
thase younger clubs were carrled off by the
cluba of the older organizations. A meeting
will soon be held to appolnt delogates to the
Arbitration Committes meeting.
