Wil Bems of the Congregationn]l Churehes
Oni OF Mission Money ¢

The American Board of Forelgn Misslons
hns noarly oscapod a boyoott at the hands of
thn Congrogationnl Chursh, and {ts mombers
aro evon now quivering with the exeitement of
the erisls. It {a by no monns eortaln yot that
some of the churches in thoe donomination will
pot exercies the right, which they anquestion.
ably have, of refusing to contribute to the fund
eontrolled by the Boird, The renson for this
state of things, unlque In Church history, Hes
in the tamons Andover eontroversy, As Is well
known, the dogmag which led to that contost
have beon agltating the Congregationnl body,
and partioularly the Doard of Forelan Missions,
for two or thres yonrs, It Is unnecessary here
to review the struggle. but it will be suf-
flofent to state simply that the theologienl
point at lasun s, whether the Seriptures
justify ballef in probation after death for thoso
propla who never had an onportunity in thelr
natural Hfotime to hear of tho Gospel and the
Cheistian schomoe of salvation, The executive
officars of the Boarl of Forglgn Mis-
slonn adopted @& rather autocratic courso
fu tho mattor, and declinol to send ont
an  misslonnrles reprosenting the general
body any men, whother clergymen or lay-
men, who belleva In the probation-after-
death theory. In this way several compoetent

MAYOR HREWITT PRESIDES AT A QREAT
PEACE MEETING.

The Engiish Commitiee Mave n Wearing at
Chickering HMall-Maay Good Names Pat
Down For Internntional Arbliration,

An atmosphero of peace, conciliation, and
good will pervaded Chickering Hall Inst night
on the oceeaslon of the hearing by the eitizens
of New York of the English doputation of mem-
bors of Parllamoent now on a mission to this
eountry for the purpose of promoting s troaty
with Great Britafn which shall stipulate that
any diforonces ariging botwesn the twe Gav-
ernmonts which ennnot be adjusted by diplos
matlo agoney shall ba reforred to arbitration.
A committes of the deputation, consixting of
Bir Georgs Camplall, M, P, Halloy Btewart, M.
P, and W. I Cramer, M. P., was Invited to
sponk nt Chickoring Hall, Yy a larges numbor of
well-known eitizons haaded by Mayor Hewitt,
Goorge Willlam Curtls, Joseph 11, Choate, Mor-
rin K. Jossup, ¥, B, Thurber, Cornelius Van-
dorbllt, Androw Carnegle, and D, O, Mills,
Muny of thess wero presont. Among othors on
the platform was SBamnol Gompors, President
of the Amerlean Faderation of Labor.

Mayvor Hewitt, In opening the mesting, sald:

“1t was hoped that this meeting would be
prosided over by the Governor. In his absenoco

THE WETS CARRY THE DAY.

ATLANTA VOTES AGAINST PRORIRI-
TION BY 1,100 MAJORITY,

WWihite Women and Giria at tha Palls Blnging

& Cslared Hebe the Centre of a Tablean.

ATLANTA, Nov. 20.—Atlanta to-day voted

againat prohibition by about 1.000 majority,
aftar the most bitter and exclting canvass in the
history of the ofty. The fght was hegun two
days after the close of the Pledmont Exposl-
tlon. For over a month mestings have been
held almost every night, and ioeal spenkers
and forelgn statesmen have stumpod the coun-
ty from almost every curbsions in the
oity and overy cross rond In the county
Hmite, Early In the campaign the Pro-
hibitionists Jeased the lavgost warehouss
in the eity, and fitted it up with seating
capacity for 8,000 persons, Almost nightly
that bullding has beon Niled, and such scones
of wild enthusinsm have rarely bosn witnessod,
Among the prominent Prohibition speakors
who plunged fearlvssly into the Nght oarly iu
the eampaign were United BiatesSenntor A, H.
Colquitt and the Hon, M. W. Grady, Theso
wore asslsted by almost evory ministor {n the
clty, who prenched prohiibition from thelr pul-
plte Bunday after Sunday to desply Intorested
congregations, The most prominent leaders
of the untl's were Benator Joseph E. Brown,
Capt, E, P, Howell, and Capt. John B, Good-
win, Both sidea had full campalgn funds, and
managed thelr respective causes for all they
were worth,

The negro vote was tho bons of contantion
and was the balance of power. Each side made
the most strenuous endeavors to secure itin
overy way possible. Tho negroos wore divided
on the subject, though a majority of them voled
with the anti-Prohibitlonlsts, One of the fea-
tures of the contest has boen the active part
takon by many women of the elty.
