of Cuby aro the most southern reglons patron-
{zod tr Amoricans, and the Impreasion seoms
to prevail that the furthor South ono goes the
groant is the heat to bo encounterod. Dut this
fa ot quite eorroet, for noroas the Carlbhean
Ron bonnding it toward the Bouth, there is a
lan! which, according to my own experience
durleg the last few months, offers far superior
wdvmmtagos to thoso who, following the course
of tlo birds, undertake tho annual plligrimoge
toward the lands of the summer sun. I refer
to Yeneznela, ona of tho two most northerly of
thy Bouth Amorican republics, the eradls of
Biivar, tho homo of Guzman Dlanso, the para-
dse of cocon and coffea.  Although over 1,800
nilos direotly south of Now York, and appar-
mtly much furthor than any of the dreams
alands of the West Indiea, Venerueln 1s lo 1o
ronchod quicker and mors ploasantly than msst
of thom. An American line of stoamers, o of
tho very fow sailing under the Stars and 8vipes,
eonnects the United Statos with the sisor ro-
pubdie In the south, The Red D line deasstehes

from my ow experionces on the Valoncin and
the Philadhia, these stenmors, of Amerlean
make andDying tho American colors and
manned bAmerienns, compare, Indeed, favor-
ably witpauy of the huge transatlantic liners
in luxur/ug comfort, cuisine, and managemont,
On a +0] Septombor mornlng, full of indien-
tions o the approaching autumn chills, the
Thiladpbla, under the command of Capt. Hess,
pusse bY the sldo of the Goddess of Liberty,
but t& next day alrendy wo hind reached tho
war Wwaves of the Gull Stream, tho first en-
voy from the summer scns. The busy life of
th@reat ocann highway to Europe {s unknown
e, Bteaming right neross the Gulf of
porgia we reachod within five days the dark
1ountainons shorns of San Domingo and Porto
Aleo without encountering o single steamer,
without seelng a single sail. Hundreds of zay

Hoon aiter wo left Lagunyrn, in the comfort-
able cnrs of the rallrond, we passod among the
pulm wea of the village of hluiliuoi[n and
asconded the mountnine, passing along preel-
plees, and creeping along curves, which mnade
our hafr curl.  Thousnnds of foct above us tho
ntirapt mountain sides, thonsands of feat he-
low sombre valloys, cut through the soft soll b
tho netion of torrents, Loguayra and Ml
quetin lny At our feot, with houses small and
seattored ke brieks tumbled down the mount-
alns tapsy turvy, with palm grovas hotwesn
thom as small as mutohes, and dusky Venezu-
Innos ereeping among thom like ants. !';sd'
twonty-saven miles our traln rolls upwa
botween heaven and  earth, between e
and death. ovor ghastly precipices. along
mountain rltlf:as. around eurves of less than
thirty yards Jdinmoter, with holf a dozen turn-
Inga to the mile.  But the only aceldent we mat
with wns guita of adifferont naturs thiin whnt
wo had roAson to exnpoect on every turn,

In tho valley 9{ Mudquetin I had alrendy no-
ticed the foarful havoe the grasshoppers had
mada nmonug tho bananas. the mango. and the
breadfeult trecs, with which this beautiful
spot Is dottod, Locusts of onormous size lit-
erally coversd the ground or passed over our
hoends in sueh nunibers that {t looked like o
enow storm, At lnst our locomotive could not
proceed furthor, for the groass from thoss
which had boen erushed on the track hud olled

the wheols, and it bacame necessary.to throw
sand on the ralla, 1have in my possesalon ony
Ioeust fully eight inches In length. Loousts
are ono of the greatest plagues of Yenezuela.

Our train went higher and higher, through
elouds hanging on the mountain sides. The
hnzy blus sen which wa had seen in the dis-
tanee disappeared bohind the ranges., The
torpid trﬂPIcau hoat of the eonst, which hud
opened all our pores and eausod lavish per-
aiurutmn while ws wore In Laguayrs, Jbad
eiven way to delielous eool breezos, perflumed
with tho oddor of the rich vegotation, At last
the valley of Carncns was reached, and from
the mountaln suddle, throngh which our train
pisased, my eyes met with o pleture whioh
wlill not soon be obliterated, Caragna is

ong of the most pleturesque cltles 1 have
ever seen  durlng  fiftesn  years' travel
through four continents, Bltuated in o

beautiful verdant valley of from two to throo
miles wide, and more than s dozen miles in
length, the red flat roofs, the numerous
cupolas and towers, interminglea with the
tops of lofty pulms and other avergraon treés,
form a most pleasing pleture within an im-
l\-wn:: frame of high mountning, some of them
Ike the Silln do Avila and the Nuiguata, tow-
ing nearly 7,000 feet above the level of the vul-
loy. Elegant earringos carry vou at a moderato
farn threugh crowded strenets borderad with
elognnt Lowses, and hers the traveller wiil
again'be agresably disappolntaed.

color and cut. I was aftorward informed that,
although there aro quite’s number of French
dresamakers in Venezueln, tho ludies them-
golves are very well vorsed in the high art of
the ¢outuriore.

The doors aro left open
during the day, and even at night they seem to
closed only for lormulity's sake, but not for
rotection. n my numorous lonely walks
rlu-mmh the streets at n!i:lu. not only In Cara-
ons, but in other towns, I never met n disor-
derly or drlm cen pordon, After 11 o'elnek at
night everything {s quiet.

Thesa
women aro employed In newspaper and job
oflices, and in such lnrgo houses as Huarpor's
nnd Leslle's, in tho various capacitios of typo-
setters, distributors, copy holders, and thoy do
work from the most common to the finest.
John Everett, foreman of the composing

room in one of the nnw&pur]er officos and a
member of Typographieal Union No. 6, says:
* Women aro o stisnid I"f menace to the men.
The best thing wo cun do Is to orgunize then.”

WOMEN AS UNIONISTS.

THEIR COMPETITION A BSTANDING
MENACE TO MEN,

Ropresentative Men In Organised Labor Tall
Why Women Hhonld Not Work at All,
but Ahonld Boloag to & Unlon If Bhe Deoes,

“Women are our bittercat enemies,” sald
Hugh MoGregor of the Amerioan Foderation
of Labor, with some feeling,

“Is it not true,” he continued, ™that the
whole fabrio of socloty noods to be overturned
when natural allioa ars thus opposed ? Inthe
{noreasing competition and unhappy ocondle
tion of labor the wife soon her husband's
wages decronslng, It boocomoes necessary to
pinoh here and save there, He belongs to an
organization, Ho has duos to pay. He goes
out atnight to attend Its meetings, Conselous
only of her own convenlonce, not far-sighted
enough to digcern Its cause, sho attributes har
discomfort tothe trades union tax.and his night
wanderings to lack of regard for hia family,

*‘Out again.' ahe says, *to loal at ono of your
meetings,’ As il it was not enough to frot and
hamper him in this way, sho adds: * Very woll,
I'll go to work mysell,' And so she dooa, un-
der-outting hor own husband. His wages are
again reducsd. Then his girls grow up. They
want this, thoy want that. In a moment of
fmpntionca he says: ‘Go and earn It for yours
relvos,” Thoy do go, Agaln his wages aro uns
dor-cut. Butthat s notall, Family disoipline
i# ot an ond. Bhe furthor atiempts to remons
strato with him. Thoy fold thelr arms deflantly,

“*It's nono of your businoss. I guoss we
earn our own monasy, and wa'll spond it aa we
please. Wo work haid all day, and {f we chooss
to go to the theatre it's our own timo and our
owWn monoy wo are spending.’

“Now,see the fate of that man, His own wife
and daughters liave reducod his wages stead-
ily. Ho has lost all supremacy in Lis home,
Discouraged and despairing, he more likely
than not takes to drink. Ho sinks lower. He
is discharged. Ho becomes a loafer in truth.
Ho Ia lost to manhood. He will mest his wife
and daughters nt the factory door, and beg of
thom & few conta to spend In drink, Thoy will
Kivo It to him and revile him at the same time,
That, I tell yon, is the hlstory of thousands of
famillos, It [s a stato of soclal anarchy,

“The womon are simply playing into the
hands of the employers to erush the mon. You
muoy hove seen an wssortion from one of the
bosaprinters tho other day that they will be
glnd to 1l thelr oflces with women becauss
thoy are more rollable, not being addicted to
drink.
