Boston, Dea, 8,—A story of mutiny and
death on the Java Bea Is bronght by the bark
Freoman of Boston, which arrived in port to-
day. When about to drop the anchor the police
boat Protactor steamod alongside, and Capt
Gould, with Deputy Marshal Gallups, olimbed
on board. The deputy Inquired for Capt.
Howes. and a tall, well-bullt bronzed man
stapped forward.

“1 have a warrant for your arrest on the
ehargs of murder,” sald the doputy marshal.

“1 oxpooted it.” snid Onpt. Howes, and he
gave himsolf up at once,

When the party reached the United Btates
Oourt Capt. Howes sald to & reporter:

“ I have bean on the water 81 years, and thia
1ast trip is the hardest I ever took, I wouldn't
go through that exporience agaln for & mint of
monesy. I wasalons on the Java Hoa, tho stew-
ard waa the only other Buropean on hoard, and
1 was the only navigator, My crew had aoted
strangely, and one man In partioular had glven
ma lots of trouble. On Aug. 8 he tried to inter-
fore with my management of the crew. Ialapped
his face and told him to mind his own business,
He grabbed me around tho walst and tried to
throw me. I broke away from him and he ran
{nto tho forecastle. I want ufter him to put him
in trons, and be ran at mo with a mariinesplke,
Then I shot him In histracks. I hadtodo It
to save mysoll and my vessel, If Ihad not the
orow wounld have quickly ovorcomo me. It was
an awful position, and I regrot that it was
necossary to take lifo.”

Howea sald that the man who waa
killed was one of the most insolent sallors’ ho
ever shipped. *I took him aboard at Yoko-
homa,” said he. I was short of hands, and
put into that port to strengthon my crew., My
first and second mates had left me, and my
steward was tho only white mnn aft.
