Oon Armstrong was Ilrst sent to tho Crow
agency at tho time of the outbreak there upon
the strength of n Washington special printed
iIn THE auu which gave sonic details of
Williamsons neglect to comply with tho
Secretarys orders regarding the adver-
tising

of tho grazing privileges on tho
reservation thus leaving the monopoly in the
bands of ono syndicate of cattlo men who had
simply a private agreement as to their occu ¬

pancy As soon as Bword Bearers little revo-
lution

was put down Gen Armstrong turned-
his attention to the cattle matter and found
that a very few men had a monopoly tho

nnd will hold It until next spring WIIKracing s failure to advertise allowing thorn to
remain so late upon time reservation that they
could not bo turned oil without great damngo
to their stock before noxt spring The treaty
with the CrowD provides that their grazing may
bo leased out for tho bnnollt of the Indians tho
details of the lenses to lx fixed by tho Secretary
of tho Interior This AVilllamoon was ordered
to do but wrote back counselling delay as tho

was benefiting the Government hut was
given to understand that ho did not
represent tho Government hUt tIme Indians
McCormick and MvNutt are said to have mndo
about tlflOOO a year out of the contract Theta
were few Indians who had allotments and till
contrictorh claimed that under the terms of
their contract they were not compelled to pay
for hay cut upon proOmptlon or other claims
made by time Indians Gon Armstrong told
them tholr contracts were worthless tore thorn
up anti then said they should not remove n ton
of hay from time reservation before thoy had
paid every Indian from whoso land thoy had
cut hay whatever his title to It was at least 12
per ton for nil cut This the contractors cheer-
fully

agreed to do Otherwise the Indians
would have gotten nothing out of tho contract
whatever
