WasmrNatToN, Dec, 10-~The national ocapl-
tal {s quite horself ngain. Bhe has suddenly,
almost magically, bounded up from her long,
dull, summer drowso to new, fresh, vigorous
Jfe. Tt is the annual Congrossional transfor-
mation. The erowds are here, The old fasolna-
tions are all about. Tho rich New Yorkers are
already eottled (n furnished houses, and pre-
paring to outshine all others by great partios
and tollots, lne horses and amart lveries,
Women who spent the summor abrosd nre
back again, clad in Parls gowns, " just too
sweoat for anything,” that is, the gowna Men
who went over to "'study mannersand oustoms
of the poopls on the other slde, you know,” are
back also, rlothed by London tallors, and talk-
ing protection, Of course evorybody was om
band for the opening of the now Congress—
now becauso the Fiftieth, and not the Forty-
ninth, for there wore fow strange facos aftor
all. The erowded gallerios were nover more
sombre, and the statesmen below were never
more dostitute of animation.”
