Torexa, Dee. 22.—Mr. J. R. Hazletino, a
banker of Johnson Clty,on the frontler, Is in
the city. Ho roports that a farmer named L. O,
Clark; living noar Golden, Grant county, lsft
hia family at home on Monday to go to Hart-
land, tho nearest rallroad polnt, to goet coal, his
family belng entirely without fuel. He loft
Hartland late on Monday evening with his coal,
and the noxt morning was found about six
miles from home lylng by the side of his horses
frozen stiff.

Her
daughtor by her late husband is married to
Viscount Massoroone, & poer of the realm,
How Higginson bosame acqunintod with o lady
#0 Immeasurably above him in the social seale
is at present somewhat of & mystery: Lut Mra,
Melville was colderly. valn, romantic in hor
fdeas, and enormonsly rich—just the sort of a
woman to full A& proy to any handsome, un-
serupulous, and fairly young adventurer,

Higginson filled these conditiona to the let-
ter, and as an excuse for tho old widow it
must bo pat on record thut since ho mysteri-
ously disappeared from Dublin he had ne-
quired the additional attruetion of & elorkship
in holy orders, In other words, o had become
nn  Eplscopal clorgyman, having boon or-
dalned in Bouth Africa after o short and exclt-
ing carcer, durlng which ho was moro lamiline
with taverns nnd gambling hells than with
churches, Mrs, Mclville beonmie enamored of
Higginaon, who she supposed wuas a sinzle
man, Asa matter of foot ho had w wife lving,
and had deserted hor nnd her ehidldren niter n
viln und Infnmons nttempl to obtain & divores,
Higginson had no difliculty in ascertaining the
socinl standing and pecuniary pozition of the
lovelorn old widow. 8ho hud not long befors
inherlted something ke £300,000 under the
will of the Inte Duke of Leeds. He reeponded
to her ndvances with slmulated ardor, and at-
tended her publicly and in private lHke alap
dog. The Vicountesa Musscreens heard of her
mother's Infatuation and passionately pro-
tested. In vinln she Invoked the memory of
bar {dollzed dead fother, In valn the family
influence from Lord Sallsbury diwnward was
brought to bear to brenk off the threntened
migullinnee, The strangely nssorted couple
were married, Higginson taking the name of
Whyte Melville in order to evado cortain awk-
wark clauses in the Duke of Loeds's will.

A few daya afterward Viscountess Mas-
serecne vented her grief and indlgnntion in
form of & memorium notice published in the
obltuary column of all the pewspapars, In
which, after reciting In most pathotic terms
the virtnes of her late father, she concluded
with tho signifleant words, * He was the last of
Lhis rnee.” But Higeinson Is not & sensitive
man and he found smplo consolation, if he
needed any, In the widow's £40,000 & yoar and
her lovely bankers' bulance, of which he qulek-
ly procesded to make the freest use, although
Mrs, Melville had op the wedding day settled
£135,000 on him.

Higglnson tired of his wife’'s mature charms
and turned his baneful eyes on Miss Dunne, a
pretty womnn of 34, who lved with his wilo as
balf friend, hull comnunion, Bhe was of sood
birth, and her wonderful acsomuplishiments n-
cluded a Auent knowledgo of Fronch, German.
and Italinn. Herfather, Cupt. Dunne. had been
in redueed elreumstances, hence ber dependent
position, Dunne s related to the best familios
in Lreland, ind the position of Governor uf ono
of her Majosty's prisons, it must be romenm-
bered, 15 In this eountry eonsiderod u dignified
one, Poor Ghazi Power, the gallant young
Journulist who was Gordon's trusted comrade
durlng the long siege of Khartoum, and who,
with Col. Btewart, perished in a vain effort to
break through tho Mandi’s grim cordon and
Join hands with Wolseloy's advancing columuns,
wns the dearly loved nephew of Dunne. Not-
withstanding his family connections, Dunne
was s good Nationalist,and enjoyed the friond-
ship of 1sano DButt, the tather of home rule,

Higginson found favor in Miss Dunne's eyes,
and he soon acquired extruordinary influence
over her, rumor says partly by mesmerlsm, of
the result of which the cable has alrendy ad-
vised you,

Migs Dunne arrived in Dublin last night with
the nvowed intention of seelog her unfortunsto
father through bis troubile, She was In terrible
distress, but fiem in her resolve to romain,
This morning, howsver, her paramour guloed
accoss to her, and ordercd ler to return to
Loudon, Bhe wept and implored, and sven
went on her kness to the scoundrol, but he was
obdurate, and finally succeedod in 80 bending
her to his will that sho oboyed his every word
nnil gestury, nnd s now on her wny to the
British motropolis,

It s comforting to learn that Mrs. Whyte
Melvillo now soes Higginson in bis true colors
s & heartloss, ungrateful, unserapulous villian,
and will do all in her power to help Capt.
Dunne, It is additionally gratifying to knew
thut Higginson has made himself lablo to
prosscation for bigamy, and that he will seon
bo enjoylng the plensure of ponal servitude,
unless Lord Bulisbury should try to hush mat-
ters up o order to prevent u publie recital ln
the witnues box of his cousin's shame nnd folly.
