In Lisut. WEAVER'S loteresting puper on
seucoast defences, read before the Military
Bexvice Institution at Governor's Islund lost
month, suthor takes lssue with the Forti-
fication . on the vital question of soe-
consk anmament, Lo presouls facts and
ligurea which, it substantisted, will render
nocessnry u complote revision of the pluns
and estlunntes of the Board,

Ad the reportof the Fortification Board
has bgyp medo the basis of Senator DoLru's

& puropristing $126,000,000 for our const
dolel goes, and us the probubility of leglslutive
aglyn In this respect during the present
wpian of Congrese s greater than at any

#lnoe the question of dofences was first
fallahd. the statements made by Lieut,
WxAvER demand careful consideration, It
would bo folly toepend $120,000,000 or any
wother amount of money for defences which
will not defend us.

Ldsut. Wgaven says: “Tho proposed
‘16nch gun of the Forilllcetion Board,
grantlng It & projectile welghlog 9,800
pounds—which {8 a liberal allowance—and a
mugzle velocity of 2,000 feet per socond, will
not he eloctive against a plate twenty
inches thick (of steel or compound armor] at
one wmile." This assertion is based on the
following statemont: -

" Heceut experiments go to show that modern first-
class stoel ar gopound plates will suecessiully bsar &
projecille emergy of about 1500 fool tuns per tou of
piate, If we conslder such ahips as the Trafalyar and
Nile ns fair saiuples of the caming heavy battle ship, tho
Yinek eompound armor they carry will call for &
tatnl prajsotile sngrey of ALBOO foot tens o overmatch
H—assplng the efloct of Lhe blow o be Umited tv & sur-
face area of tan foat by Len."

Lieut. Wraven considers that 18-inch guns
ave the largest sultable for naval ordoance,
and gives therange of such guns as ton wiiles
when flred at an angle of elevation of 20°,
e continues:

*If our poast were fully srmed with 18 inch guna it
s withle present llmits of posmbility for ships covered
with such armor (30-inok ) and carrylog 18-luch guns or
even minaller eplibren to sland bayond one mile from
the ghors aud within elght 10 ten miles of almost sey of
cirsaaport clties, sbd Bre overland inlo the ety belug
dalended

As the 18dnch gun s the largest recom-
Innged by the Fortification Board, this state-

" ment oalls for verification or refutation.

H-.rt. an Mm waunls 20-luch
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guna for our outer defonoes, Instead otu—llnh

guns, “The proposed 90-lnoh gun would
give a total projectils snergy of 58800 foot
tons at 11,606 yards—six miles.”” Or, ln other
words, on the basia assumed, the #0-inch
gun can pleros a 20-Inch compound armor or
steal plate at a distancs of six miles.

Breech-loading steel rifles of %-inch oall-
bra would unquestionably be powerful weap-
ons to mount in the Coney Island and Bandy
Hook forts; butthke welght and cost would
bo excessive, the fabrication difoult, and
the necossity of such guns stiil remalns to
be proven.

If Lisut. Weavenr's deductions are correct,
it Implios a strange oversight on the part of
the Lortification Board, since at the very
tlme they wera recommending 18:inch guns
for our defences—guns against whioh 20-
inch armor 18 now sald to be & complate pro-
tection at distances of one mile—there were
no less than glx war ships afloat or bullding
armored or to be armored with stesl or com-
pound plates exceeding twenty Inches in
thicknoss, and sixtoon ships with armor
from eighteen to twenty inches thick,

The basis of Lisut. WRAVER'S argument s
that it requires 58,500 foot tons of energy to
overmuntoh a 20-inch plate, Is this statement
correct?  In summing up the varlous trials
ol armor plates, Commander GOODRICH,

United States Navy, and Capt. SMiITH,
United Statea Army, say:

Hero is the issue fairly joined. This quo-
tation is from the report of Committee No.
1, appendix to the report of the Fortiflcation
Board (Junuary, 1886), and It was, doubtless,
on such data that the Board formulated
thelr scheme for our defensive armament.

Previous to the Doard’s report, there were
only four recorded instances in which plates
have recelved blows of 1,600 foot tons per
ton of plate, These are the Bhosburynesa
experiment of 1883, In which the plate was
bicked by granite, and the Speeia trials of
June, 1879, The former {s excluded from con-
slderation by reason of the backing, Inappll-
ciablo In the coase of war ships. The Spezia
plates wero of cast steel, covered with
one ineh of iron, and were 97.56 inches
thick, 9 feet long, and 4 feet 8 inches
Invoad, Had theso plates been of the
glzo fixed by Lleut. WEAVER, namaly,
ten feet by ten, the welght would have been
more than doubled, and the ensrgy per ton
of plate reduced from 1,970 foot tons to less
than 085 foot tons. No plate, with the single
exception of tho Bhoeburyness experiment,
has ever received ablow of 1,500 foot tons par
ton of plate, under the conditions assumed,
yet in many of the trials a single blow has
suflleed to destroy the plate. It would seem
that the limit of resistance should be placed
at much lower figures.

Kuvrp hos a contract with the Itallan Gov-
ernment for the fabrication of four 119-ton
guns for the defence of the harbor of Spezia.
Threo of these guns have been accepted by
the Italinns, and & fourth gun has been
tested by Knuvep. The cightieth round was
fired with a projectile welghing 2,315 pounds
and a powder charge of 847 pounds. The
muzzle velocity was 1,000 feet per second,
and the muzzle energy, or smashing effect,
57,093 foot tons, This gives, by Knure's
formula, a penetration of 39.4 inches in lron
at 1,004 yards, or, by the usuul deduction, o
ponetration of 2066 inchea in compound
armor or stesl. These guns are 15§ jnches in
calibre, one-fourth inch less than recom-
mended by the Fortification Board. The
estimated muzzle energy, with the normal
projectilo and powder charge, 15 46,061 foot
tons, The estimnted energy at 8,500 yards
is 29,607 foot tons. According to the usual
formulas, this projectils would penetrate a
20-inch steel plate at two miles.

The muzzle enorgy of 57,033 foot tons re-
corded above is the greatest actually at-
talned by any gun up Lo the present time.
If 065,500 foot tons I8 mnecessary in order
to emash a 20-inch plate, It I8 manifest
that, contrary to the gensrally recelved
opinion, the platemakers bave much the bet-
ter of the gunmakers, for we already have
plates 21.67 Inches thick, and the two new
Italinn ships are to be armored with 28-Inch
plates,

While it appears that Lieut, WEAvER has
erred in rating at too high a figure the de-
fenslve power of steel plates, the question
of penetration in hard armor has never bheen
salisfactorily settled, and the point raised
should recelve thorough investigation before
we stnke the defence of our important sea-
ports ou 16-Inch guns.

The Effect of Tight Laclng.

In an article discussing the philoeophy of
tight lacing the Saturday Review of London
remarks that the repetition of the babit
through numerous generations has not pro-
duced the slightest apparent change in the
natural shape of women, either in the alr-
cumference of the walst or i the position
of the internal organs, But recent Investl-
gutions show that the practice of tight lac-
Ing, which gooe baclk as far as the days of
MAnTIAL aud GALEN, has a declded effect o
far us concerns the breathing of women,

Last spring Dr, Ropert L. DIokINsox of
Brooklyn read before the Pathological Boel-
ety of that town an elaborate paperupon
the corset and the displacement caused by
its pressure, in which he presented the re-
Bults of many experiments, and reached,
among others, the conclusion that **the
thoracle character of the Lreathing in wo-
men is lurgely due to corset wearing.”
Thoraclo breathing 18 Indlcated by the more
marked rising and falling of the upper part
of the chest, s0 obsarvable in women, ln-
stead of the abdomen, as in men.

According to Dr. WaLsSEE, & medical writar
of distinetion, the agricultural woman, who ls
ignorant of stays, breatlise more like s man
than tho town female, During sleep, too,
the conditlons of peotoral and ventral breath-
ing of the femalo, he tells us, are much lesg
strikingly different from' those of the male
than in the waking stute, the walst belng
for the time relleved from constriction.
Of the lower animals, the male and female
dog and the horse and mare breathe nlmost
exactly alike, Dr. Mays of Philadelphia has
also come to the conclusion, after a careful
study of the resplratory movements of In-
dian girls in the Lincoln Institution, who
had always worn loose clothing, that, " so
fur as the Indian 1s concerned, the abdomi-
rul is the originel type of resplration in both
male and female, and that the costal type in
the clvilized female is developed through the
constrioting Influeuce of dress around the
abdomen."

Dr, Dicxixsox hus himsell tested the ef-
fact of corsets on expansion ln the cases of
42 women of the average of 21 years, Their
wvorage walst without the corset was 36§
inches; with and over the corset % inches,
or 2 Inches less; thelr average vital oa-
pacity without corsets was 168 cubio inches;
with corsets, 30 cublo Inches less, By vital
eapuelty ho means the total number of cuble
luches of alr an individual can espel from
the lungs after the deepest Insplration.
These women, however, were servants who

might Lo presumed to lace less Ughtly and

to have a more vigorous muscular system
and betier than women of wealth
and lsjaure; but, asa matter of fact, he tells
ua that * these servanta laoe tighter and are
less healthy in appearance than the young
Iadles in the institution in whidh the obser-
vations were made."

Dr. DioxivsoN found also that the long-
continued compresslon of the wall of the
sbdomen had the effect to bring sbout &
thinning of ita adjposs layer, whils below
the ring of constriction the fat acoumulated.
"The woman who abhor ‘s stomaoh’ yot
adopts the most effective means of cultivat-
ing It." He found that whils this tendenoy
to the plling up of fat below the navel was
not observable in stout young men In good
condition, "in 11 healthy women below 80
who have baen In the habit of wearing cor-
gata of varylng degrees of tightness,” the
fat was much more than normal. The cor-
get also, even though loosely adjusted,
definitely displaces the liver, and that organ
suffers more than any other from the pres-
sure, the total of whioh he estimates as
varying batween 80 and 80 pounds.

Even If, therefore, the natural figure of
woman has not been essentially modified by
corsot wearing, ita functions seem to be de-
cldedly and injuriously affected.

They Will Avold Humbug.

Thers Is good hope that under the new
Commissioners appointed by Governor HILn
the Btate Civil Bervice Commisslon will no
longer be an expenslve, pretentious, useleas
gsham, It seems to be ths purposs of the
new Commiaslonsrs to subetitute practical
and sensiblo examinations for the silly, gen-
eral, and bookish opes which have besn in
vogue. Inan intervisw printad in the Kven-
ing Post Gen, Dawinx E. BloxLzs, ons of the
new Commisaioners and probably the next
Chairman of the Commisslon, thus speaks:

unmnuunuw In the way of conduoting

it e g 1 opinion ta to ba recelved
Men should be examinsd in regard to their general 8i-
ness for the position they want to AIL The examina-
tions should be prastieal, and not theoretical If & man
Is wanisd to fill & position on the sobway, he should
be examined o resard to his capabilities for the
work he was to do.  Ho should bave a thorough kuowl.
edge of masonry, elegtricity, and other things necessary
in the position. Thareshould be no long sxamipation in
ragard 10 rheloris, pesgraphy, and things of thaw sort,
but §t should be practical. Thers Is the Department of
Public Works, for lustance; suggestions from Gen. Nuw.
yont in regard to the conduet of examinations should be
obtalned. He wants to get men who will do the work
required of them, and ln the best manger. If an inapao-
tor of masonry is wanted, he should be & praciical man.
Aslong as he was fully posted in that work, would It be
st all neosssary for him to bave a kunowledge of gram-
wmar aud geography 1"

That is, Gen. SI0KLES proposes that the
exnminers shall ind out what a man knows
about the job he wants to be hired to do, and
pot what Lie knows about the boundaries of
No Man's Land, or the greatest common div-
idend of a lard truat.

In the Albany Argus, Mr. James H. Max-
NING, another of the new Commisaioners, ex-
presses a similar opinlon. He declsres that
* the system of examinations established by
the late Commission was contrary to every
prineiple of common sense and judgment;"
and he insista that the removed Commission-
ers have made civil service reform a scoff and
by-word by thelr impracticable methods.”
He says, and nobody except a few lrreconcil-
able and hopeless Mugwumps will doubt the
assartion, that the reorganization of the
Commisaion *is a proof of the sincere desire
of the Governor to make the examinations
more practical and useful than they have
been heretofore."

Mr. Maxxmng doesu't belleve in asking
puzzles, or any questions which do not di-
rectly and specifically relate to the duties of
the office for which the applicant is exam-
ined. He {8 in acoord with Gen. BICELES as
to this point, as well as to the propriety and
neceasity of maintalning harmonious rels-
tions with the State and municipal authorl-
tles. We presume that Mr. TREADWELL, the
Republican member of the Commission,
takes the same view, or he would not have
been appoioted. For the first time, then, an
attampt at making civil service reform ra-
tional and practical will be had in this State.

Congress goos to work again to-day. It
has had plenty of holideys during the past
month. and should be ready to prooceed to
business.

Bome very imporiant business (s to be trans-
acted this seesion, snd upon the way in which
it is dono the resuit of the next election may
depend.

We would suggest to all the Demooratic
members, as rules to be observed by them:
