\Mrmweaporms, Jan. 15—The memorabls

blizzard of 1888 Is over, but the story of death
and disaster that followed in ita train is not
yot fully told.  Up to this morning alxty-three
parsons wers known to have porished in the
blinding storm and vlercing cold, and the liat
has been furthor Increased Ly Inter roports.
The cold s yet so intense and the snow so deep
that it will be saveral days before the full list
of casusltien Is known. In tha great North-
westarn Atorm of 1B73 soventy persons per-
{shod, last week's blizzard has undoubtadly
producal & larger list of fatalities.

A
Indy sohel teachor mamod Jacobson and &
pupll nsed Ginde were found dead In the
road nea Baint Olof, fifteen miles north of
here. @, nstrom, & farmer living elght miles
northeasd! town, was buried In & snow drift
on his fan. Two other men, whose names are
not learml, have been found dend several
mfles nom ana weet of Bloux Falla,

At Hom. Dak., many persons were tem-
porarily it in orossing the streets. Hignal
Bervice Begonnt Glenn started to go over an
open bloot around which there was a sidewalk.
Ho meanito go home, but instend of golng o
block wet he brought up ngainst & femce a
block souhwest, He then stumbled along as
waell as lwcould and soon fall over a drift In his
own yardnot knowing where he was,

At Grokn, Dak., Albert D. Rogers's five-year-
old son pt out of the houss helore he was
missed, md had both hands frozen so badly
that It was necessary to amputate them.

Among the other deaths reportad are those
of two mon at Primghar, lowa ; two school chil-
dreu at Inwood, Iowa; o farmer and team near
Bioux Falls, Dak.; two men between Marion
Junection and Bridgewater, Dok, : one man near
Wkite Lake, Dak.; two boys and ninety-five
head of cattle near Larchwood, lowa: four
sohool children near Lennox, Dak. Tho bodles
of the latter were not found for thirty-six hours

after they had disappeared, and one boy was
still allve. He died in a fow moments after
being taken out of the snow.

At Foulktown, Dak., Emma Lamar, & teacher,
and Carrie Auman, a scholar. wers frozen to
death. At Horon, thoge known to have per-
fshed are: Thomaa Gllkenson, whollved a mile
snd a half south of Huron; E. Gllbertson, living
moar Altoons; Robert Chambers, living six
oiles west ; an unknown man found near Vir-
gil; John Newocomb, a boy living near the town:
Adam Goner, living near Iroquois: Joseph F,

Wiison, Frank and Willlam Nelrson, all living h

elght miles west of Huron. The bodles of Gil-
kenson and Wilson have not been found.

Mary Connell, who teaches a school seven
miles north of Cavour, left the school with two
puplls Eatle Broderick and Johnny Newcomb,
to goto Miss Corpell's boarding place hall a
mlile distant, They were bewildered and lost
the way, and pussing the house wandered
about tll might. Then Miss Cornell had the
children lis down. Bhe covernd them the best
£he could with snow and what wraps she had,
and took a placo beside them. The boy would
not e stlll. The three remained in the snow
all night,and when morning eame the boy wis
frozon to death. Miss Connell and Kate are
mgre or Jess frozen, but muy rocover,

the groat Northweat, and that it would proh-
ably increase to Nfteen mileaan hour, Hea naj
thut the temperature at 10 o'clock to-night
would ba ten degreos lower than it was at 11
o'clock last night, which will make it eighteen
daegrees. That {8 pretty cold for this vity. The
prophst also eald that the weathsr would be
cloar and probubly bright.

NEAL M'KEAGUE KIILED,

The Man Auspectied of s Double Marder Near

Chicage In 1884 Ahet by a Snioen Keaper.

Cuvnct's Ferny, Dok, Jan. 15—Neal
sleKeague, well known in Chicago, was shot
and instantly killed last night by F. A, Hiller-
man, a saloon keoper, The trouble originated
at & game of cards yestarday between Hiller-
man and McKeague. Hillerman caught Me-
Koaguo cheating, and openly denounced him
as & thief, McKeague sald little at the time.
but hablguds of the saloon belloved that he
would seek revengo when better preparsd.
sLust night McKemgue entsred Hillerman's
pluce, and, after swaggering around for some
time, attempted to_pull the bar over. Hiller-
min at oned blow tho top of his head off with o
shotgun,  McEKeague lind had o checkorad
cnreer, He camo here tlires yoars ago fresh
from the Capraian penltentinry, whers he wis
incarcerated foran uttempt at eriminal nssault.

e leuves & wife, to whom he had been mar-
riad a yanr.

MeKeaguo's story, in the eriminal annals of
Chleago. will ba very well remeambered. On the
morning of Weadnesday, Feb. 1, 18843, the Wil
sons, an aged and well-off couple living in
Winnetka, were found murdsred o their home.,
hlcl{uuf:uo was i butcher tlulyég business in
tho little town, and when Miss Emma Dwyer, a
fraquent visitor at the Willsons, alarmod the
nelghbors by unnouncing that she had been
unable to goln admittupes to the house, and,
r-anrh‘l"g in through the blinds, had seen old
man Willson lylng on the floor. MeKeague was
among the tirst to respond, The old man had
been shot, and Lis Invalid wife had boen bonten
todeath with a pnlr of flre tougs while aslesp
in Ler bed. Robbery was apparently the object

of the atteck. but money wus seatterod
60 profusely over the louss that the
murderer secured only a small portion of

it. In the course of & lew days McEeague was
ruspacted, nnd was afterward  arrestod.
Circumatances wore strongly aguinst him, and,
wlthough he was meguitted of the erime alter
nn exciting trinl in I*m Criminal Court, he wus
by no maans lullr wocpuitted [n the publle mind.
The feeling ngalnst him in Winnetkn was so
rtrong thut he sold out and went to Thorold,
Ont., the homn of his parents. The fucts ad-
dueod at tho trinl showed that he was not the
honest butcher he appoared, and It wis not
long after his roturn to Thorold that ho wes
implicated in a number of disroputable aMairs,
The mystery surrounding the Winnetka mur-
der hus never boen aolvad, and most of thiso
fumilinr with ull Its detnlls will think It never
will be solved now that Neal McKengue is dend,

THE MINERS STAND FIRM.

AT LEAST IT WAS S0 REPORTED AT THE
READING CONVENTION YESTERDATY.

Master Workman Lewlis Sald Thoy Wounld
Never Retnra te Werk Until the Hend.

MiEerence—Plateict 49 Premising Ald,

Reaping, Jan. 16.—The conventlon of
Ronding Rallroad employess, made up of less
than 200 delogates from all parta of the terri-
tory traversed by the Reading Ballroad, was in
seaslon flve hours hers to-day llstening to
epoeches and roports of the most rosy charso-
ter, so far as the success of the atrike wna con-
cerned. Bernard Sharkey was in the chalr, He
{s & small, woll-bullt young man, bright as n
dolinr, and was formerly & coal bhandler at
Elizabethport. Charles Bonzman was Becre«
tary. None of the local Knights of Labor as-
semblies of miners In the coal reglons wore
represanted, as it was a distinetive convention
of rallroad employess, In the hall, hownver,
ware quite a number of minars, espacially from
the Bhamokin distriet. and during the day they
waro oalled upon for reports asa to the condition
of afTairs in thelr respuctive localltien, Yromi-
nont in the gathering were John J, Les, Muster
Workmen Lewis, Davis, and McGarvoy, and
muny others, composing the best talkers of or-
ganizod rallroad labor in Ponnsylvania. John
Lee made a lengthy speech. In which he onoe
more outlined the causes of the present
troublea, Master Workman Lewis also spoke
at longth, and deseribad to the eonvention hiow
all his efforta for arbitration hnd fafled with
President Corbin of the Reading Rallrosd, and
thint the situation of affulrs, in a few words,
whasthat aggrogated monopoly of the conl kings
wis In open war aguinst both the Knights of
Labor and the Miners' Amnlgamated Associu-

tion mlong the linea of the Philadelphin and
Reading Hailrond Company.

Muny of the other delegates also spoke, and
the genernl drift of their talk wns to the affect
that the Rending Hallroad Company wanted
the sirike, and that they caused it: that the
bringing of the Coxe bargo to Ellzaverhport
wihs in consequence of o prearranged pian of
the coal kings in New York: that thers wors nt
Ieast fifty llieading bargos there, all empty at
the eame tima: that the oMering of the Lehigh
barge. the llnmum{, ofMclals well knew, would
eaitso just the trouble they dosired and which
subsequently took piace. 'The putting to work
of tho non-union laborars at the Tuylor ware-
house In Philadelphis was puart of the original
scheme, and that finally, when arbltration wna
offored by Buperintendent Bweigurd and after
the men worn ordersd back to work, Sweignrd
betrityed nnd deceived thom, and 2,000 train-
man ware discharged without sxplanation.

Muoster Workmun Lewis was emphatio in his
decluration thnt at least 90 par cent. of the
miners who had gonoe out to support the rall-
roaders’ strike wouldl remain oul, solid as a
rovk, and Ilﬂ\'ﬂé 'nzu ?Jll‘L'I-:tnnlil the R?itiin
Company agresd to urbitrite svery quastion o
dl!‘l’epnnm. starting ut the Elizubsthport diml-
culty first. The coal reglon men reported the
miners firm and determined, and indicated
thera would be no resumption of work at the
mines in the morning. He also declured thnt
the vote &l the Willlnm Penn Collisry on Batur-
day night eignifled nothing, sud that the votes
in anv of the locals could have no power unless
ratilled by the district mamnl*l. The most
cnustie and severe eritiolsms of the company’s
officials wers Indulged [u, and the prevallin
{den was that organized Iabor was In perll;
thnt & worse blow had just beon almed at the
Enights of Labor than Jay Gould delivered
agalnst the order in the Missouri and Bouth-
weitern strike, and that every Knight of Labor
in the United States should be called on tocun-
sidor this tiglit his own parsonal concern, hn
assuranco wis also given that 40 per cont of
the minsrs who ares now out would not return
to work to-morrow even I thecompany granted
the B per cent. advance. T miners firet
wanted the discharged trainmen refmployed,

Affairs nlong the rallrond lines were reported
fnn denlnnhﬁa condition owing to the inefll-
clonoy of the niew triin hands, and many in-
stances nf alle rackless running, accldents,
breakdowns, and buraned engines were related,
with the encournglng words that u1
eompany was losing thousands of dollam dally,
which {¢ could oot possibly stand very luog.
One delegats related how Mr. Corhin had been
soverely condemned by the Lehigh coul corpo-
rations for sllowing the advance to miners lust
Keptember, but thiat now Mr, Corbin had besn
go tarribly threatened, enjoled, und warned by
the other members of the cowl pool thut he
ared not ﬁ'rnnl. the ndvance, but was com-
pelled to join the Lehigh in warring uguinst
organized labor. An R per ecant. advanco
moans ahout $4% per ysar more to each miner,
This means nenrly $1,000,000 more expensa to
the lending corporations in the coal pool, henea
the well-planned and determined war in the
slnok soason against organized labor. At the
elose of the convention Lhe varinus labor lead-
ora remained over to wttend the local distrlet
assambly, but nothing {important was done.

NO INQUEST OVER MRS. PARMELEE

The Pelice Cense Thelr Eforts te Kdentify
Mer Companion In Shame,

A dead wagon, drawn by two homses and
bearing upon onesido in gllt latters the name
of Htephen Merritt, turnod from Tompkina
avenus, Brooklyn, into Jefferson avenue at 4
o'alock yeatarday afternoon, and drew up in
fromt of No, 827, The windows and doors of
houses flew open all along the avenue as it
prisned, The doorsteps were occupled, too, and
om the strect befors No, 027 a crowd of chil-
dron mathered. The undertaker’s men onrripd
boxes and stools into the house, and Hnally,
with grent difMienity, earried up the slone steps
a mahogany iee box, contalning the bady of
Mrs, Emma Loulse I'armelce, the mistress of
the house, the mothor of five children, and o
grondwmother, who dled suddenly on Saturday
afternoon In & house of {1l repute in New York.

The body bad been brought from Copeland's
undertaking shop In Wost Twenty-elghth
street, where deputy Coroner Scholor had made
# carsful post-mortem exmmination in the
morning. Ho found that death rosulted from
synoope, due to faity degeneration of the heart.
Auy suspicion of foul play in the onsa was,
thersfors, entirely unfounded. Dr, Bcholer re-
ported tlie results of the autopsy to Capt. Rellly
ut tha Thirtioth streot statlon at once, and also
to Coroner Eldmun.

The Coroner declared that thers was no need
of nn inquest, and that no innuest would be
held. The polics will, therelors, abandon their
gourch for the eldorly man who aecompanied
Mra, Parmolea to the house on West Twenty-
elghth stroet, The desciptiona of him given
to the pollce have beon rather confusing, Bome
say he had a full gray beard. though the best
accounts say he had an Imperial and mous-
tachs. The imperinl and mousiache are vari-
ously deseribed as white, lron gray, and black.
The man has commitied no erime. and the
only resson for searching for him wans to pro-
duce him as i wituess in oase of un lhguopt,

Mrs, Parmeles was connacted with o number
of ol and wealthy Orsnge county famllles,
Bhe was tho doughter of the lato Nathaniel
Hill of Circloville, Middletown, and tl‘lronfh
her mother she Inheritod w lorge share of a
rich f‘,‘nglhh ostate. The mother bullt and en-
dowad the Methodist church in Bullville, and
the wholo family have been vonsplevous in
tliat communion, She married Edwin Parmo-
len, nrlch farmer of Middistown, shout thirty

enrs mgo, nnd they lived on Mr. Parmelea's
Turm until about two years nf‘n. whon they re-
moved to Brookiyn., Mra Darmelos was of
handsome verson ind lvely disposition, while
her husband has long been an invalid,

While Mrs, Parmelee’s body was satlll at
Copelund’s undertuking rooms yestarday aftor-
