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Proper Enough Any Way.

A great deal has been sald, especially by
the Mugwump organs, in denunciation of
Governor HiLn, Mr. RANDALL, and any other
gentleman who ls thought to prefer any
other Democratle statesman than Mr.
CLEVELAND a8 a candidate for the Presi-
deonoy. Itseems that such preference s
very unbecoming and Improper, and even in
that ablo and high-toned journal, the Boston
Tranacript, wo read that “an Intrigue 18 on
foot to pravent the renomination of Iresl-
dent CLEVELAND "

“The rotlve promoters of thls schema,”
we are told, " include men who are promi-
nent In Democratic politics;" and there s
“a strong organlzation extending from New
York to Ohlo, Indiana, Ilinols, Kentucky,
Missourl, and Kansas, and in the East, in-
cluding New Jersoy and Pennsylvania, which
Is agalnst the renomination of CLEVELAND
and favors the nomination of Hrnn;" all of
which may be true, and some of which we
dare say is extremely probable.

But what we cannot understand is why
this should be called an Intrigue. An in-
Irigus is something dishonorable, wrong,
docturnal, and blameworthy. But whatcan
fhere be that 1s wicked in the faocts reported
by the writer of tho Boston Transcript? If
there s & strong organization including men
prominent both in natlonal and local pol-
itios, whose purpose is to support Governor
HILL as thelr candidate for the Presidency,
mnd who think the renomination of
Mr. CrEVELAND would be imprudent,
dangerous, and unwise on the part of
the Democracy, why should they be con-
demned for holding euch an opinion or for
proceeding In consequence ? Has Mr. CLEVE-
LAND & monopoly of the right to be the
Democratio candidate for President? Isit
a aln to doubt his capacity to administer the
offairs of the Government for the greatest
possible public benefit? Is it an offenca
against good morals to support Mr, HiLy,
Mr. RaNpann, Mr. Hewrrr, Mr, COLEMAN,
ar any other conspiouous Democrat in prof-
erence to Mr. CLEVELAND ?

Of coursa there is avast body of Demo-
crats, and very earnest and eflielent Demo-
crats they are, who have not been satisfled
with Mr. CLEVELAND a8 President, and who
naturally look about, now that the time Is
approaching when a candidate must be se-
leoted, with a view to putting some other
sultable man in his place. This i8 not a new
thing by any means. There has not beena
Presldentinl electlon for the last fifty years
without such proliminary consultations and
cobperations; and the men who engage in
them are just as patriotic, just as high-
minded, and just as worthy ol respect as the
men who do not.

Abolish the Tobaceo Tax.

There are some facts sbout the taxation
ol American tobacco by the great free trade
nation of Europe which may be of interest
to the public. Theso facts have nn lmpor-
tant benring in their relution to the repeal
of the tobacco taxes, and furnish good rea-
sons for their repeal.

The Britlsh Government levies customs
duties on Amoerican tobneco ranging between
three hundred and flve hundred per cent.,
and upon somoe kinds the duties are even
higher, and they are highest upon those
Linda which are used chielly by the poor.
This s in pursuance of that peculiarity ot
the English free trade system which, as an
suthority of that country confesses, lays the
burden of taxatlon upon the poverty and not
upon the property of the kingdom.

In 1886 the import value of the American
tobueeo which pald customs duties to the
Dritish Govertument was £2,8061,000, or about
thirteen milllons and three-quarters of dol-
lars. The duty paid on this lmport value
was, roundly, forty-five and a half millions
of dollars, Dot in addition to this tercitle
ato of customs dutics, the British tobaceo
manufacturers padd speclal taxes In the
form of licenses, ranging from $25 o
§150 pach, deponding on the quantity mans-
ufactured, The number of munufasturers
paying theso special taxes In 1858 was 361,
and thera wore no less than 200,000 rotullers
who pald leense foes of 65, 8d. each, und
over 16,000 occasionnl dealers who paid 4d, &
day for the privilege of poddling by the day.
The Prime Minlster of England, the First
Lord of the Treasury, the head of the
financlul adminlstration of that great free
trade nation, does not overlook the smallest
sources of revenua when they lio In among
the poor. A man ean't bo a sorvant In Eng-
land without paylng a llcense fee of 1581
The effect of the combined customs and
exclse dutles pudil on American tobaceo 1s to
ko the total of Lthe revenuo derlved from
its taxatlon fortyv-gix millions of dollars a
year, and to ralso its avernge price to British
consumers 050 per cent. nbove Its lmport
valug; that is 1o say, the Briton who buys o
shilling's worth of tobaceo pays s shilling for
tobgeeo and 88, Bd. for tax! The tax on
Amerienn tobaces s, Indeed, the highost tnx
luld by the British Government upon uny
artiele taxed by it nt all,

Nearly all the tobaceo imported into Great
Britain from forelgn countries 15 from thn
United  States, and more than nlne-twens-
toeths of all the fmport duties collected by
that Government are dorlved from Amerienn
tobacco, Thus, in 18806, oub of $100,750,000 of
oustomis duties colloetod wpon elghieon dif-
ferent artioles, $45,500,000 woro padd upon that
eingle avtlels, The nmount of duty collseted

four hundred and sixty millions of dollars,
It appears from these facts that upon
Amerlcan tobaoco of the Import valus of
$13,455,000, the British Government finds a
basais for the eollaction of taxes sufficient to
pay ten per cont, of the whols exponsss of
the government of tha kingdom; ten per
vent, of ths exponses of its civil, military,
naval, and polles establishments, and ten por
vont. of the Interest on tho national debt.
Thesa ara remarkable figures, and show
that the American tobaceo farmers constl-
tute n mighty Interesting and useful body of
meon to our English cousins, who, howoevar,
stand ready to take the whole world Into kin-
ghip at a falr por cont. por hend of the earn-
Ings of thoe population. About how much do
our tobaceo farmers got for thelr share of
the product which is so Important a matter
of revenue to the lmperial Government?
Pogsibly five mlilllons of dollars. But 1t
Is  particularly to be observed that, in
ita treatment of the tobacco traflle, the
British Government persistently puts out of
viow ita professions of adhearence to the free
trada polioy. The reason 8 verysimple, In
this particular Instance at lenst, freo trade
will uot pay. The free trade Briton s unl-
veraally n freo trader  tor revenue only."
The existing rates of Dritish customs du-
tlea on tobueco wero laid In 1825, Prior to
that date they were higher even than they
are now. In 1838 somo Importers of Liver-
pool and Bristol made an application to Par-
linment for lower rates, President Vax
BureN, taking advantage of this cireum-
atance, instructed the Amerlean Minlster ab
London, Mr, STEVENSON, to give all proper
support to the applleation made by the
Liverpool and Bristol merchants. Mr, STe-
vENnsoN, accordingly, had repeated interviews
with thoe Chancellor of the Exchequor, Lord
ParMERsTON, and the President of the Board
of Trade, Mr. C. P. TnoMpson, He urged
upon theso members of her Majesty's Gov-
ernment the regulation freo trade argu-
meonts, e delivered an extended homily on
the proposition that low duties lead toin-
creased consumption. He dwelt upon ths
temptations that high duties hold out
to smugglors, Ho declarsd  that low
duties would greatly augment the carry-
Ing trade and commerce between the two
countries; and, by way of lQllustration,
‘as he sald in his report to Mr. VAN BUREN,
he compared the tariff system of tho United
States (which at the thme was one of very
low duties, approximating to pbsolute fres
trado) with that of Great Britain. * At this
very momenl,” sold Mr. STEVENSON, “when
the United States are admilling Britisk goods
alimoat free of duly, Great Britain is taxing
one of the important staples of American in-
duatry with a duly of the moat injurious and
indefenaible characler.' One would suppose
that an appeal to free trade principles so
pathetioc as thls would have found an
jmmedlate response in the free trade
hearts of Lord I’AtserstoN and of Mr.
0. P. TuoupsoN, but It did not. The
answer they made to Mr. Brevesson's
fine arguments was that the Chaneellor of
the Exchequor and the Presldent of the
Board of Trade of her Majesty's Government
were strongly Impressod with the ndvan-
tages of preserving the friendly relations
existing between the Unlted States and
Great Britaln, and of placing thelr trade
npon the most liberal footing; and
they were considerate enough to add
that they taxed American tobacco “for
revenua only,” and not for protection, a
nice and flne distinetlon which the free
trade mind comprehends. Thus the duties
were not taken off; they are to-day what
they were in 1839, although in the mean
time the flseal policy of the kingdom has
been changed from one of high protection
to free trade, or rather, to alleged free trade.
As n matter of fact, there was no tobacco
grown In the kingdom in 1938, its cultivation
belng prohibited by law: but a tax of £14 on
home-grown tobacco was collected In 1885!
Thie industry, and that of the aristocracy for
supplying the empire with officeholders, are
the only “infant industries" protected in
Great Britain at this time.
Fifteen-slxteenths of  all
Imported  into  Great Britain is un-
manufactured; it 15 raw materlal, and
therefore, necording to the theory, ought
to bo admitted duty free. That the
Britons are [free traders in the abstraoct
Is no doubt true, but as they are fres
traders “for revenue only,” us already ob-
served, even a notable departure from the
doctrine cannot be enlled nn inconsistoney.
What s certaln is that the tobacco taxes
Imposed in this country ought to be repealed
througlious,

The Ugures ure extremo-
1y Inferesting, when compared with the reve-
nues which the present Pontif and his
predecessor have declined to accept from
the Haliun Government, lest they should
seom to acquiesce In the occupntion of the
Papal tervitory, It will bo found that the
voluntary offorings of the Catholie fuit hful
mude on the singlo ocendton of Pope LEo's
Jublles stand for an amount of woney about
twlee s lnrge s would bo represnnted by
ull the subventlons annunlly wendored to
the Papacy slnce 1871, were theso now pald
Ina joint sum.

By the fundamentsl gunrantee law passed
by the Italian Parllament in the year just
named, the Pope wns to mosive a yearly
ravenue of $645,000. IHad the Vatican con-
sented to take thls money, sixteen annunl
payments would Ly this time have been
made, constituting r total contribution of
$10,320,000, Iiub this, ns we have seen, is only
a littlo mwore than balf as much as non-Itals
inn Cathoelles have glven to the Pope, elther
in the form of money or s equivalent durs
ing the thirty days preceding the middle of
this month, Indeed, the Spanlsh Catholies
of Bouth America alono have sent to Romoe
in gold and sllver coin §500,000, or 30 per
cont, more than the sum andually offered by
the kinggdom of Italy a8 compensatlon for
the sulzure of the States of the Churel,
From the Catholle citlzens of the United
Btites hus gone a 6till larger nggrogato of
cash donations, the single archdiocese of
New York belng eredited with nearly $30,000.

1t offered been nocepted, conld have furnished
in sixteen yenra. But why, it may be asked
by thoss who favor & modus vivendi on the
basls of the guarantes laws, should not
the Vatioan recelve from the Itallan treas-
ury the annual income of $845,000 as 8o much
vonsclence money and a mere installment of
Its dues? Would it not thus greatly aug-
ment its resources, which at present are eon-
fined to voluntary offerings? TUpon this
polat it may bo observed that, walving the
question of principle, the Papacy would
probably suffer from a pecunlary point of
view, should it submit to be a pensloner on
King Humpert's Government. Even tho
rumors of agreement between the Vatican
and Quirinal, that have from time to time
galned currency, have been immedlately fol-
lowed by a grievous shrinkage In the Inflow
of free-will donntions.

No; the impressive proofs of Catholle de-
votlon and generosity called forth by Pope
Lieo's jubliee attest the wiadom of the in-
flexible refusal to condone spollation and
compound with the violator of the rights
solomnly guaranteed to tho Papacy by the
treaty of September, 1864, They emphaslze
the fnct ropeatedly brought out In Papal
history, the fact, nnmely, that the Roman
Pontiff 18 never more reverenced and zeals
ousaly supported by trans-Alpine Catholics
than when he is powerless In Italy.

About Newspapers.

The Boston (Hlobe prints letters from cer-
tain Harvard professors and such a miscel-
luny of celebrities as RUSSELL Saar, Admi-
ral PORTER, and ANTHONY COMBTOCK, giving
their opinlons as to contemporary journal-
{sm, how the tone of the modern presscan
bo improved nnd tho ideal newspaper cre-
ated. Some few of these opinlons ure inter-
esting from thelr authors, but the list has
been rather curlously made, and does not
seem to becapeclally calculated to elleit any-
thing more than the average notlons of
intelligent men. There can be no objection
to the dletum of the Hon, Winnram W, Rice
of Worcester that a newspaper “‘may well
devote nllmited portion of Its columns to Ht-
erary matter for general reading—this should
be caretully selected ;" but there needs no in-
terview of an ex-Congressman from Wor-
coster to toll us that. Nor does wisdom end
with the Hon. W.W. CrAPo's remark that
“as men are constituted thers must bo many
kinds of newspapers.” A rather bumpticus
young story writer, Mr. BARRETT WENDELL
of Cambridge, avers.that the present tone of
journalism is low, and can best be improved
by “a persistent endeavor to lmpress upon
pewspaptr men some sense of veraeity.”
Mr. WENDELL evidently judges newspapers
by the New York Workl. Real newspapers
tell the truth and shame the Fakir, Ad-
miral PORTER expregses & proper [unction
of the publie journal by saying that every
editor should fearlessly speak the truth and
ghame the devil. Prof. Josiag Royce hits
the nail on the head in this description of a
good newspaper:

"Almawspaper approaches the ldeal, then, in propor-
tion ua it lets its community see. honestiy/and nocurately,
Just what the real life of the moment is; that is, 1o pro:
partion as it maken (s readers actually consclous of the
present world of passion, of suffering, of effort, and of
Joy, ln which, as in an ocean, they pasa their lives

“The ideal newspaper, then, tells the wholo significant
truth about the dally lifeof its community. ths houest
and essentinl truth. But e truth s confessedly the
truth of today. Its outlonk is not eternity, but twenty-
four hours: apd It must needs be interested in many
things that will herealter apposr trivial and ompty. Hot
the test is, whether the news reporier has toll what for
the moment I worth kbowing as an ovidence of the
sctually sigulicant buman passion of the day."

Here Is the Hon. RussELn Sace's idea, It
will be seen that Brother SAce doesn't
want s newspaper to be a plcture and tran-
seript of lifo:

A NEW INAUGURATION DAT.

Bhall the B0(h of April Merealter be the
Date far Beginniag Congresses and Ad.
ministratisas

Wasnmaroxn, Jan. 81.—An effort will
probably ba made to earry throngh the nro-
posad eomstitutional amondment extending
to Apnril 80, 1880, the existonce of the Fiftioth
Congross and of the present Administration,
In order to do this, quick and parhaps lll-eon-
sldorod work might be resorted to; since the
elections for tha Fifty-first Congress come off
in the autumn, and the amendment which has
Junt bean favorably reported from the Com-
mitteo on Privilegos and Eleotions would need
to be passed by two-thirds of both Housos and
ratifled elther by Lthe Leglslatures of thrao-
fourths of the saveral States or by sonventiona
In threc-Tourths of tho Biatews, aceording ns the
ona or the other mode of ratifeation should ba
proposed by Congress. Bo much [s required by
Artiels V. of the Constitution, Suoh lhinste
would be greater than s usual or ndyvisable,
and the only ground on whioh Itcould bo urged
would be that the amendment might apply to
the present Congress and the presont Admin- Y
istrution,

The special roason asslgned for having the
amendment, which applios nlso by Its terma to
nll future Congrosses und Adminlstrations,
tiako ¢ffost on the presont Congross, I8 that the
earcor of tho latter rounds out the first contury
of the American Union under our presont form
of govarnment. Dut n reason quite as good
eould b ndducead for making It first applicabls
to the Fifty-lirst Congress and to tho next Ad-
ministration, They will begin o new century §
wnd a4 chango of that chinractor would be aven
more appropriste to the begloning of A new
period of a hundred years than to the elosing
of an old one. Such a postponement would also
allow more daliberatlon for proposing, discuns-
Ing, ond ratilying tho nmendment, which
would cortsinly have too wide a liold on many
governmental interesis to be entered upon
thoughtlessly or hurrledly.

It may be urged that making the amendment
apply to the present Congress will give [t an
opportunily to take nart In tho contenninl
celebration of the inauguration of Washington
a8 Proslident, which oeccurs on the 80th of
Aprll, 1580, That, however, s a minor and
temporary resson for making sogreata change ;
and, bosides, all practieal sdvantages thus
sought could be secured by providing for the
attendance of both tho old and the new Con-
gross, the Filtloth and the Fifty-first,

Dack of all the<e considerations 1s the one aa
to whother any such changs 14 really advisable,
nnd, If so, whether the change proposed s the
right one, The aszsumption that the 30th of
April was the original day for boginnlng our
pregsent form of government, and honce that
the prosent project is really only a restoration,
is entirely erroncous. The 30th of April
was an sceidentul date In the early proceed-
ings of the Government, but tha 4th of March
was the ono dellberatoly provided for. The
tormer will be the true one for the centenniul
calsbration, because not until that date, in
1789, did the full machinery of tho Government
go Into operation,  But proceedings under the
Constitution certainly besan on the 4th of
Mnarch, that day having been sslootod by the
Congress of the Confederation {or the purposa
by a rosolution pnssad unanimously during the
precoding Soptomber by tho nine States then
assemblud:

“Tiuk the first Wednesday in Maroh next bo the time
and the present seat of Congross (New York) the place
for eommancing proceedings under the sald Constitu.
tion."

The First Congress did aeenrdingly assemble
on the 4th day of March, 1789, But no quorum
was present in the House until April 1, when n
Speaker and Clerk weors elected, and the House
prococdod to business, A quorum appeared in
the Senate on April 6, on which day the votes
for Presldant of the United States were opened
and eounted.  Viea-President John Adums as-
pumaeid the Chair as Presldent of the Senate on
the st of April. Yot he did not take the onth
of office as Vico-Presidont until June 8, 1780,
Dut with all thesa variations of date it is un-
nuestionable that the first term of tho Presi-
dency bogan Mareh 4,1780, snd thut the socond
torm began Muareh 4, 1733,

Ho far, then, as hh.sturiuul conslderations aroe
conterned, tho elnim of tho 4th of March to be

the true day for the boginning and tho end of |

a Congress and of nn ndministration I8 incom-
pariably superior to that of any otheor day in
the ealendar. Tha question whether somo
other doy might not now be better, for one or
another renson, introduces totally different
considerations than thoso of present expedi-
ency. All that it is necessury at prosent Lo
show is that the 30th of April possesses no jm-
portant cluims on historical grounds, Its selec-
tion for cersmonial purposes in 1789 was &
mintier of aceldent, nnd the conslderations that
prompled this seleetion wore conflned to that
your, These points should be kept clearly In
mind when argument is directed, during dis-
eussions of the present measure, to urging
either hurrlod action in order to begin tho
change now proposod in 1880, or to selecting
the 30th of April at all, unless this {s shown to
be tho date of groatest present eonvenience
and n:pudlon_gy.

Eyory now and then
some philanthrople Carsnr hobs up with an omi-
gratlon soheme In his hond more glgantie than
his ponderousa bralna. BReveral years ago n
faw tonder-hearted friends of the Caucosinn
rnos offored to ald the oppresssil nogroes by
shipplng them bag and baggnge back to Africn,
Thoy could bear to hear the negroen gronn and
see them ewaat bonoath the weary load of
hondnge for 200 yeara or more, during which
tline thousanda of men, women, and children
were oruelly whipped to deinth and evon torn
to fragments by bloodhounds., The poor negroes
were helpless thon ana dared not defend thom-
polvos.
