It wan just gray daylight yesterday morn-
Ing whon four men In oarpenters’ overalls
stopped In front of Mra. Langtry's red bLriok
housns at 861 West Twanty-third street, They
were from the shop of Fredorick Rodes, 247
Fifth avenue, Rode and a boy wore there to
overses the work in hand. Rode is repalring
tho Interior of Mra, Langtry's houss while she
in away, and sho had telagraphed from Pitts.
burgh that if the Dapartment of Publio Works
innlsted on removing her fence, she would
prefor that tha job be dons hy him, The da-
partment chief, Gon. Newton, sald that the
fenco must come down, and so Mr. Bowers of
Platt & Bowors, Mra. Langtry’s lawyers, told

Rode to be around with the English sparrow
yesterday morning, and get his work of de-
struction in before the departmont's brigade
conld remove the fence.

The fence was a substantial structure on n
Hne with the stoops of the other houses of the
stroat, and 1o more an obstruction than any
other front fence in Twrﬁt ~third stroot. Tut
it was bulilt of wood and brick and fron and

there {su't a stoop or n fence In the eity which
projects beyond the houss line thit is strictly
within the law.

THRILLING BTORY OF TIHE BEA.

Herslsm Even to the Foint of Doath of
Members of a Bhlpwreeked Crew,

Hanirax, Feb, 8,—A thrilling story of
herolsm (s told by Capt. Winter of tho Glouces-
tor schooner Financo, which was wrecked a
fow days ago off Blunche Island. When off
Berl Island, on Jan. 20, the schooner onconn-
tored a terrible gnlo, accompanied by intense
cold. They hove to for three days. Then the
wenther modernted a little, but thero were
elins of anothor galo, and, havlog a short sup-
ply of coal, the Captain declded to make for
Bhelburn. Progress was axtremely difficult,
blinding snow squalls meking it linpossible
to ses nny lUghts. At about 2 o'clock
Thursday morning the schooner struck on the
Iodlie off Blancho Island, and was run ovor it,
grinding and pounding heavily. The rudder
was torn off, and 1t peemoed as though every
boat on the rocks must break the vessel up,
The wind was howling wildly, and the break-
ors dashed uq all around them, [t was neces-
wary to get n line to shora to land the orew,

'lio chances were u hundrad to one that the
mnn whe took the line would lose his |lfa: but
Ilho F[ﬂluuccaud in getting to land the livos of
wll m saved,

od Bryant, belleved to be from Hath, Me,
tled one end of the rope around his hody and
nttempted to reach the jsland, He was tussod
ubout by the waves and hurled back. His cum-
adoa tried to pull him on board. but, brulsed,
wenumbed, nod exhausted, tho brave lellow
wiws tinible to help himeelf, und b wos swept
bly the undertow under the vessel. The rops
slipped over his bouy, caugnt his boots, pulled
thom off, and he was drowned, Thon another
of the crow, Uoorge Johnston, took one end of
the rope, trind to gat to land, butonly to bo
pulled back on Loard. hall perished by the cold
and thoroughly exhausted. It began to look
as though all must qulekly give up fmm and
await the brenking up of the vessal, when their
fate would be thatof their comrude, Bryant

The son was now washing over the vessel
and the end seemnd near, whon s third man
imalyud to got to land, James McKiver, na
K Inhmug' had a rope tled sround him, an
went into the bolling sirf, He was heaten back
agaln and agalp, but with wonderful rourage
and endurance ho kept on, His boots woere
torn off, his ollskin was stripped from him, but
stlil be kept on, and finnlly rouched the lr-'lnml
barefooted and almost perished with cold, But
hf:‘wor was not yet ended, o brave fellow
drm‘ot! the rope out of the sea, braced hisbnre
feol mgalnst the ley shore, and held the lioe
tight u&tll another onwe of the crow got to lund
on it.
