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Blotting Out Native Names.

The tendenoy among many recent ex-
plorers, especially in the Pacific, has been to
disregard thes native names for the roglons
they have discovered or surveyed, and to re-
place them with names that are wholly In-
appropriate and unmeaning, The British
Admiralty has just instructed [ts Burveying
Department to restors on the oharts the
pative names of many islands, places, and
rivers in the weatarn Pacifio, especially
around the southern coasts of New Guinea.
The Geographical Boclety of Australasia has
adopted a vehement protest againat the
wholesals destruotion of native namea of
places, and has asked all geographical socle-
ties to disoourage this growing tendency.

The Germans haveboen the greatest recent
effenders in this respact. They have signal-
fsed thelr appearance as a colonial power in
the western Pacific by attaching German
names bo many of thebays, rivers, lalands,and
poasta they bave appropriated. The native
pames they have dlsoarded are almost In-
warlably euphonious, and in the case of many
of them there are valld reasons, based upon
considerations of history and sentiment, why
they ahonld be retalned.

Many of the lalands and groups In the
Pacific are now known rather by thelr native
pames than by the appeliations that Coox
applisd to them. We apeak of the Hawall
and Tonga groups more frequently than of
the Bandwich and Friendly lslands. The
people of New Zealand and New Bouth Walea
think they have a genuine grievance against
the great discoverer who gave these names
#o the falrest lands In the western Paoifio.
The world did not fall in with Braxney's
wsuggestion to oall the great river hs de-
poended the Livingstons River, and neither
has the Kowak River of Alaska appeared on
the mape as the Putnam, by which name Its

sought to rechristen It.

It is to be hoped that the present opposl-
tion to the blotting ont of native geograph-
jeal names may go far to reform this unjus-
tifiable practios,

Manifest Destiny in Asis.

About thres hundred years ago the Rus-
slan family of STROGANOFP, to which the
Tear had granted lands on both sides of the
Ural Mountains, called the Cossack chieftain
YaM1Ax TIMOFEYEFY to his assistance, and
began the conquest of northern Asia. In the
short space of eighty years they and their
suoccessors had swept over the whole of the
wast region extending from the Ural Moun-
talns to Behring's Sea, and from the plateau
of Pamir to the Arotic Ocean.

Prior %o the beginning of that conquest,
far back in the past, central Asla had been
the home and breading ground of the hordes
which so frequently overran eastern and
porthern Europe, and at times threatened
to stamp out the last vestige of thelr civill-
pation. It was in that almost lllimitable re-
glon that ATTILA, GHENGIS, ''AMERLANE,
AMUBATH, and BAsazeT gathered their sav-
age followers, and, driving thelr flocks and
herds before them, beat with a fury born of
poverty and hunger sgainst the borders of
Christendom. But now the human tide
pots strongly In the other direction, as if
to overflow and subjugate the whole of
Asia. The humanity of Europe has by its
rapid inorease, and by the development of &
marvellous olvilization, become the dominant
power of the earth, while Asia has stood still
or gone backward in all that constitutes
saggreasive strength.

The pepulation of central Asla Is perhaps
a8 great now as ever, but as our knowledge
of the tribes and nations increases, we are
amased to find that they comprise relatively
such a small part of the human race. That
of Biberia Is Increasing rapldly from Imini-
gration as well as from patural oauses. In
1870 it amounted to thres milllons and a
half, but just what it I8 at present cannot
be soourately stated. The recent dlscovery

of r gold mines on the Amour River,
the deportation of & large number of
prisoners, many of whom are fol-

by their familles from Kussia, have
greatly Inoreased the population, but

it ocan hardly excoed pix milllons at
the present time, As the area of that
ocountry is 4,800,000 square miles, It will be
peen that the average Is only a little more
than one to the equare mile.

But Siberia must not be confounded with
Turkestan, the reglon lylng south of It, be-
$ween the Casplan Bea and Thibet, and com-

the khanstes of Khiva, Bokhara,
Badakhshan, Balkh, Merv, Bamar-
eand, Tashkend, and Kashgar, besldes a
number of amaller provinces, containing
altogether about 900,000 square miles of ter-
ritory, and a population varlously estimated
ab from three to elght milllons, but probably
pot exopeding five, all of which have been
brought under Ruaslan sway within the last
twenty-five years.

The conquest of these khanates, like that
of the tribes north of them, was mude with
great rapldity, but with much more difi-
culty, and at & vastly greater expansa of
men and money, The military operations
have been carrled on with great vigor and
sbility, and heve afforded a most excellent
sohool of practioe for hoth the Generals and
the rank and file of the Russian army.

Bo far, however, a5 can be discovered by
outslders, neithar the conquest of Biberia
por that of Turkestan was made In pursu.
ance of any preconcelved plan or poliey on
the part of the Russlan Tsars for territorial
aoquisition, but rathor for the purpose of &e-
euring from time to times a more peacelul
and easlly defended frontler, The Turko-
mans huve always been bold and aggresaivo
defondsia of thelr own territory, aud any-
thing but agreeable nelghbors to the Rus-
slans. Consequently s stats of constant
war has existed for years on the frontier,

and the Russisn Genersls have been com-
walled, without y fereuce to arders from Bt
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Petersburg, to go forward with the work of
sonquest aa the only possible means of main-
talning thelradvanced positions. They have
ot last made aclean job of It, Khanats after
khanate haa fallen, till now the boundariea
of Rusaia in Asinare coterminous with thoso
of Turkey, Porsin, Afghnnistan, British In-
din, and the Chiness emplire, They extend
In an unbroken line from the Black Sea to
the Bea of Japan, and Include an area of
5,700,000 square miles and a population rough-
Iy estimatad at sloven million souls. And
notwithatanding the diversity of language,
race, and rellgion, this population Is every-
whoars agresd In the opinion that Russian
rule, however arbitrary, I8 & great lmprove-
ment upon that which It has superseded,
Trade hus followad rapldly In the rear of the
Russian advanos, the chlefs hava been con-
ulllnted, thelr sons have boen sent Lo Ruasia to
be eduecated and roturned ns Russian offleera
and exemplars of Russian olvilization, stable
Governments have boen established. the
people have been protected, and justlce is
everywhere Impartially though, of course,
rudely administered,

This wonderful conquest of half a conti-
nent, although made without design, 18 be-
coming consolilated with the Russian em-
plre thus in the most rapid and complets
manner, and must perforcs bagot a far-reach-
ing and comprehensive polloy on the partof
the Tsar's Government, not only for Its de-
fence, but for ita further extansion.

A raliroad has been already opened from
Ekaterinburg toward Tobolsk and Tomsk,
and s fast reaching out toward Lake Balkal
and the far East, whila annther s belng
pushed out from the Caspian Sea, through
khanates and deserts, and wcross the Oxus
or S8yr-Darya. It has already been opened
600 miles to Merv, and before the close of
the present year will probably reach Bo-
khara and Samarcand. Sweeping north-
eastwnrd from the latter place, 1t 1s destined
in a few years to reach Kuldja with one
hranch, while another, jolning with the road
from Ekaterinburg, will continus around the
Chinesa border to Kinchta, and ultimately to
Poking, or down the valley of the Yellow
River to the sea.

The completed portion of this raliroad ap-
proaches so closely to the Afghan frontier ns
to cnuse the gravest apprehensions in the
English mind that the Russlans mean to use
it for the purposs of taking Herat and mak-
ing It tho base of operations agalnst Britlah
Indin. It Is of course possiblo that this
fear may be wall founded, but a brief consld-
ation of the facts already recitod, and of the
present situation of Indla and China, will
justifly a far differant conclusion.

Britlsh Indla containg a dense population
of 250,000,000 souls, ruled over by a vigorous
English Viceroy controlling a large and in-
creasing revenue, and supported by a well-
organized and ably commanded army of
75,000 Europeans and as muny natives, both
of which are eapable of indefinite expanslon.
It has an extensive system of rallways espe-
elally located for military uses, and a natural
boundary which it would be dificult if not
impoesible for any hostile power to break
through. While it cannot be claimed that
the conquerers havo concllthted the native
population, or consolldated the various castes
and classes In support of Britdsh rule, it is al-
most certaln that they will, in the hour of
need, be able to control the population and
resources of the country with a falr degree
¢ efficlency, if not of unanimlity, for the'de-
feuoe of the empire.

It Rusala, advancing from the north, thinks
she will find it an easy task to wreat India
from British rule, she makes a grave mis-
take, and will surely meet with disappoint-
ment, If not with an overwhelming dlsnster.

It does not yet seem possible for the Rus-
slans to draw the troops and supplles by rall
from Europe to the Afghan frontler for a
sguccessful campaign against India; and it
will necessarily be many years beforé they
can organize, move, and supply a sufficlent
reénforcement of Turkomans to seriously
venture upon such an undertaking, Consld-
ering the aridity of Turkestan, the thinness
of ita population, and the vast distances to
be overcome, all of which is better known to
the Busslan Generals who command (n that
reglon than to any one else, the suggestion
of a sorlous deslgn for the conquest of In-
dia may fairly be dismisssd as based upon
fear rather thun wpon real danger, It
appears to be very much moro likely, as sug-
gested by Gen, WizsoN In hls recent work
upon Chine, that the conquest of the last-
mentioned country, or of an important part
of it, will be ths object at which Russia will
alm, or toward which she will be {rresistibly
and perhaps unconsclously impelled by her
paramount and permanent Interests.

It wil be remembered that the Russlan
and Chiness emplires are contiguous for over
three thousand miles, and that In many
places they are only separated by an lmag-
inary llne; that Ruséls has already taken pose-
sesslon of vast reglons of central Asia and in
the valley of the Amour, which ware onoce
under the undiaputed control of the Chinese
Emperor; that she has no seaports which
remain open during winter; that the Amour
18 navigable hall the year for many hundred
milea by steamboats; that, by all accounts,
its vallay 18 capabla of supporting a very large
population, such us Is now rapldly pouring In
from Slberla and Russla; that the comple-
tion of the rallronds now under construction
will greatly facllitata the movement of popus-
lation ns well a8 of troops and supplies from
Europe; and, finally, that through all
thess agencles It Is cerlaln that be-
fore the end of many yvemrs the Russlans
will have created on the Amour River
a prosperous and powerful outlying de-
penden¢y admirably adapted as a base for
the invasion and ovonguest of China, It s
also evident that the very groatnoess of this
dependency and Its need for ocean com-
merce, will Impel it to seek an outlst by rail
to the Paclflo Ocean, since the severity of
winter will shut up the river and all of the
Bibarian ports for flve or gix months yearly.

And now as to the capacity of China to re-
slat such an invaslon. In consldering this
question it |8 proper to call attontion to the
fact that China has beenconquared and held,
twice within the llstorio perlod, for several
hundred years by people from central and
porthern Asia, first by the Mongol Tartars
under Kusrnal Khan, and secondly by the
Manchu Tartars under Tiex-siNa, The de-
poendauts of the latter have been on the
throne of China for something more than

200 years, ‘Tholr Govermment ls now, as
it hos always been, a Government of
conquest, and yet, so far as history

shows, thers hoa never been a timo when
there were over two millions of elther Mon-
gols or Manchus, When 1L is considered that
they have, independently and at different
times, held absolute and unlimited sway
over the entire Chinese race, which I8 now
estimated at from three hundred to five
hundred milllon souls, the possibllity of the
subjugation of the latter by the Russlan
ermplre betomes evident.

Put this 1s nolall, China was practically
congquared by thie Epgllsh and Freneh allled
army of 15,000 men in 1800, and, whils it
clalms to have repelled the French n 1882,
it s an Incontestable fact that the lutter
bave wade good thelr hold upon Tonguin,
and regard themselves as having galned the

frults of & Il.lllg';llﬁll victary, It s true
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that the Ohiness have bought a few iron-
olad ships and are organizing a navy, It Is
also true that they have employed a fow Bu-
ropean drill mastars, and nre making des-
ultory efforts to organize an army on
the modern basls, but so far they have

neither administration, staff, nor In-
struoted  Gienerals, and, noccording to
the opinlon of travellers competont to

judge, they aro utterly unprepared for war
with even the smallest European power, and
must fall befora the first one which serlous-
ly attemptas thelr subjugation. Thoy have,
10 be sure, an inexhaustible supply of men,
but the mora of them they place in battle
array, tho more of them there will be for a
forelgn army well organized and armed to
Kill. The country belng poverty stricken
bevond any European example, without
means of traousport, and its Government
without vigor, sucerssful resistance to a
powor like Russla, advancing from both
land and sen, must be simply imposalble, so

long as the present condition of affalrs con-
tinues. And the present condition of af-
falra cannot chango till the reigning dy-
nasty glves way to one sufficlently enlight-
ened and strong to Inaugurate reform and
introduce the appllancea of modern olviliza-
tion, which are the only means of saving
the country from ruin and dismembetrment.

Russin has shown herself to be thoroughly
organlized for Aslatio conquest, and conquest
has become & habit of her rulers. They
know how to denl with the questions that
arise, and how to govern those whom they
subjugate. They are not over nios in ques-
tions of polioy, and make but littls scruple
in taking what they want, or what they think
will be useful In connection with what they
alrendy have. They thoroughly understand
the Chinese, nnd the wvalue of China and its
undeveloped resources. They know per-
feotly well that they must go to the south
glde of the Shantung promontory for the pur-
pose of reaching a port which is open all the
year through, and that in order to do this,
they must occupy the valley of the Hoang-
ho or Yellow River,

Of course they cannot well earry out such
a polley without the concurrencs of Eng-
land, the other great Aslatic power, but it is
hardly to be doubted that England will give
her congont if she Is treated fairly about it,
and at the same time encouraged to occupy
the wvalloy of the Yang-tse-Klang and the
provinces south of It.

According to nll precedent, she will be glad
enough to be relleved at such a price nnd
with such a substantial reward from the per-
petual menace to her Indlan possesslons.
Those who have read the story of her con-

quests and of her aggressive polloy toward

Orfental countries, will regard it as ex-
tremely improbable that she will long hesl-
tate, with proper Invitation and as oppor-
tunity offers, to extend her “ beneficent
sway" over southern China, step by step, as
her great rival extends hers over northern
China,

The more the facts are studled the more
olearly they indicate that the manifest
destiny of Asia is to be divided and dom-
inated by Russia and England.

The Prevalling Walt=z.

Here I8 a question of great contemporary
interest which vividly suggests that famous
aphorism of “ first catch your hare It Is
contained in this letter:

“Kindiy Inform me which s the prevalling walts in
wood suclety at present, the glide orthe hopt I have &
dispote with a friend.  Isay the hoo s correct; hesays
the glide in'

Ifthis Interestad oritio on danoclng had but
left out the limitation about good soociety,
what a elmple mathematical problem his
question would have proposed! The most
unfledged reporter on the press oould have
answered It without risk of headache. He
would only have had the slmple task of put-
ting the question to dancing professors and
dancing amatours and of giving the result,
Our correspondent, howeaver, seels for the
atate of dancing In * good soclety,” and here
lies the difficulty.

Where l8 good soclsty ? To learn its dano-
Ing It must itself be found. There are various
dancing halls In town in different localities,
where bands of friends or assoclates repalr to
dance. Beginning at Delmonico’s and the
Brunswick, which are the most expenaive
and luxurious, they lle all over the clty from
Grand street to Harlem. Butinto which or
how many of these goes what our corre-
spondent would esteem good soclety ? Does
it enter all of them or a few only, and if not
all, which? And are the doors of one hall
open for soclety which this critlo would
call good, and shut for that which technloally
is not good ; or do both divislons obtain en-
trance tothesame place ? Take Delmonloo's,
for instance, More than one dancing asso-
clation, permanent or temporary, makes use
of the rooms there, None of them is made
up of precisely the saine soclal material as
the others. Bome of them have moreor less
in common, and others are wholly unocon-
neoted with the rest; but which of them
are good to the exclusion of their ool-
leagues ? And if they are all good, ls the
line of goodness drawn at Twenty-sixth
streat and the Worth monument, or does it
croas the atrest to the Brunswick and to the
Hoffman House, and does It then extend in
other directions, and where does it stop ?

We have dwelt at some length upon this
fsature of our correspondent's request for
Information, since, as a matter of faoct, the
styles of dancing vary, and in a manner
that may be surprislug. Forexample, the
floor of Delmonioco's le generally glided
over rather than hopped upon, though the
term glide would probably be used with
rarity. Waltzlng answers all the purpose of
description. In the greatest ef all of the
year's danclog reunions, the Charity ball,
an Institution under the management of
the most fashlonable and cultivated peo-
ple In New York, the dancing methods are
rather mixed, There may be seen the glide,
the hop, the dip, theshuflle, aven the raoquet,
und other curious exarclses possilly not cata-
logued by dancing masters, and with little
resemblanve to the standard of those pro-
fessors oxcept In belng gyratory and rhyth-
mical, In wmong the fantastic steppers
wklin some of the best dancers that the
metropolis afords, The Charity ball being
open to Lhe publie, the participants know
ench other to but o llmited extant, and are
apt to be pretly coustant in thelr attendance
upon thelr partnoers, with the result of long
and stewdy turns with the same person and
8 repossful, quiet, dignified, precise, and

fuelle style of duncing b consequence. Dut
how 18 1t poesible to plek out hera the mom-
bers of good sud not good soctety 7 If the
distinetion wore mude on the lne of differ-
eneo b daneing, stwonld be o declalon of our

correspondent's question on & presconceived
Idea Inptead of an Impartial examination of
all avallable fucts, Then who can say that
there are anywhere danocers of greater per-
sonal beauty and terpslchorean skill than
the Grand stroet givle? Yol varlations of
stylocan be observed In their purties similar
to those seen in the great publiv balls, We
fonr that good socloty 15 too Intangible &
thing, the erature of top arbitrury and
whimsical w divislon from the groat body
of mankind, to justify a estegorioal declsion
of the polnt on which our correspondent
and his friend dlsagree.

There 1s one fact, howsyer, that may ree-
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ondhl.hamtul‘num in getting an answer,
Danoing Is ke other things. It ls subject to
the Inexplicabls but inevitable fores of fash-
fon. What Is from time to tims oalled the
provalling walts is as transltory aa the
modes of dress. It is, we belleve, nrrived
at by a convention of teachers of dancing,
and the step of this year, so far as they are
sonoarned, may be nbaolate next year. Thus
the puplls of yesterday do not dance llke
the pupils of to-day, and thersfore In any
soolal gathering not composed entirely of
danocers of the sama time of graduation, the
styles of waltzing vary. The dancing man
who, If the future has anything of Interest
in store,should havaelearned about ten years
earlier than his pnrtner, may glide while his
companion may hop, and in years to como wa
don't know what ahe'll do; but still, In the
maujority of casea, their action Is harmonl-
ous, The sgnohronlo boating of hearts often
begina with the rhythm of the fest, and that
blissful concert can oome oven from & com-
bination of differentinted schools of dancing
such ns the Inexperienced onlooker would
think it impoasible that they oould ever be
reconclled in action. So it will be seen that,
while it s impossible to say what sort of
waltz |8 mosat generally practised In * good
soclety,” varlety does not make s0 much
difference after all,

The Volces of American Women.,

At about the heginning of this oentury
Paris for a time aftected the manners and
dress of London, Anglomania succeeding
the licenso of the perlod of the Directory,
when the fashions of women's dreas were
oarried to the extreme of immodesty that
had never before and has never since besn
renched. But the Anglomania of that day
was mild in form and greatly lmited In its
manifestations in comparison with the An-
glomanis of the present time.

The whole alvilized world at this period Is,
to a greator or less extent, following the
mannors aud oustoms of England, and the
rapld spread of the uso of the English lan-
guage, which now carries aman further than
any other, will probably be Influential in fix-
Ing and strengthening the tendency. Eng-
land began by giving to all continental Eu-
rope its sporting phraseclogy, the English
terms having been transported into the va-
rious langunges with little or no variation;
and of recent years Parls has not only
adopted English fashions in men's dreas, but
has also begun to affect the Englishman's
general bearing, and more particularly his
composure ln speech and manner,

Therefore the affectation of English ways,
which is so much ridiculed here and by
writers who themselves exhibit it more or
leas markedly, is now a world-wide manifes-
tation, though with us it {8 of ovurse carried
further than elsewhere; for, speaking the
sams langunge, soms Americans go to the
extreme of attempting to imitate English
pocullarities of speech, In the vain hope of
palming themselves off for veritable English-
men. But there I8 one direction In which
Anglomania might well be carrled far,

The average of feminlne beauty is un-
doubtedly much higher here than In any
European country, and it has improved very
decldedly within the lust few generatlons, the
physleal proportions of American women
belng more benutiful than they were for-
merly, Theo average stature of women is
greater, they are better rounded—a result
due to more healthful habits of lifs after the
period of hardship inevitable to the settle-
ment of a new country, to more nourishing
dlet, and to tho infuslon of foreign blood
brought over by the Immigration of the lust
forty years, an lmmigration so vast that it
has essentislly moditied our soclety. Butin
one reapoct the average Amerloan woman s
far behind her Euglish sister. Her voice is
not 8o melodlous, and her Intonution is lesa
agroeable, Try as they may, our feminlne
Anglomaniacs have not yet succeeded In
imitating what is most attractive and most
worthy of imitation in English women. They
may acquire tricks of pronunciation and
cateh expresslons that are peculiarly English,
but they mise the English voloe,

No matter how. enchantlng thelr beauty
may be, & crowd of American women, it
must be confessed, will make a din with
thelr voleces which distresses the ear, and
the Individual American woman whose
spesch s altogether soft and melodious ls
unfortunately somewhat exceptional. Yet
in Epngland the run of women, no less in the
lower than in the higher clnsses, speak with
voloes of charming sweetness, and with a
modulation very agreeable. Here the volos
is high and harsh, there it |8 low and soft,
soothing and gratifying the ear like sweet
muslo or the rippling of a slream,

‘What are the causes of this dlfference we
shall not undertake to determine, whether
they are climatio or other, but the fact is
indisputable, and It 18 worth inquiring
whether there might not be found an educa-
tional remedy for a defect so deplorable, In
that direction Anglomania would serve a
good purpose.

ligious element of education.” Out of defer-
ence to our friends, the Prohibitionlsts, we
will not here sorutinize into the power of the
Government to regulate tho liguor traffio
“and kindred evils,” What the Goverument
Is expected to doabout the oath we do not
exactly understand, Is it to preventafirma.
tions or testimony by athelsts and agnos-
tics, or simply to exclude from the courts of
Justice all persons whose habits or opinions
are not ugroeable to the membors of the Na-
tlonal Reform Assoclation?

Frankly speaking, wo do not imagine that
the National Reform Assooclation will ever
amount to anything. We pay {t thus much
of attantion beosuse it I8 only one of the
almost iInnumerable crankeries now spring-
ing up from people who seem to be as
ignorant of the Oonstitution and the essen-
tinl oharncteristica of demooratic-repub-
lHean free government as they are of human
nature and experience. The bellaf that mon
are to be made virtuous by legislation, and
that the fundamental law should be tam-
pered with by any hall dozen well-meaning
fanatics who wantto make mankind live after
thelr fashlon, seems to be galnlng ground.

We advise all persons bent on tinkering
the Constitution so that 1t shall fit in with
thair little parochial notions, to read over
oarefully the list of things which by article
8 of the firat section of tha Constitution
*“the Congresa ehall have power to do,”” The
National Raform Associntion will probably
never have power to do anything,

Bangs Again!

One of the most distingulshed characters
of this city Is Pollos Justios PATRIOK GAVAN
Durry, and yet from him come such re-
strictad sentiments as these, addresssd to
four girl culprita who stood at his bar on
Wednesday last:

*Yea youlook so. Look at your halr down on your
foreheads What makes you wear [t that way like a
goat? Itygives you away. You will yo to the Island for
& month."

The style of halr with which Justice Durry
found fault |s known historically asa bang.
It is mads by taking the hair immediataly
over the tamples and chopping it off short,
80 that [t will hang, curtain-like, straight
acrosa the forehead. But why should any-
body object to It ?

The glory of woman {s her halr, When It
18 well brushed it is the admiration of man.
Yot to the possessor Its arrangement muat
be a perpetual bore, and here |8 one virtue
of the bang. It relisves ita fominine wearer
of matutinal and nocturnal worry over a
oconalderable part of the halr, a very import-
ant part, the front part, and enablea her to
devote so much Inoreased attention to the
churming arrangement of the locks left still
unshorn.

Another most Important conslderation
which Justice Durry ssemed to leave entire-
ly out of acoount Is that in the judgment
of many persons banga are becoming.
That alone s thelr sufficlent justifica-
tion. And they are not conflned, elther,
to the visitors of Justice Dorry's court.
They dwell upon every avenus in the
clty, and no district, rioh or pour, Is without
a representative. To sot bangs down, there-
fore, as objectionable or as & cause of in-
creased penance in jall s unworthy of the
Impartialeritic, and inadmissible and para-
doxleal In the case of so broad-minded a
Jurlsconsult.

A palpable reason for such antipathy,
though, can ba found in the fact that Par-
RIOK (GAVAN DuFFY will never agaln be able
to wear a bang.

Let the City Clean the Sldewnlks Too.

For a week or more half the sldewalks in
the oity have been slippery and nearly im-
passable, owlng to the accumulations upon
them of snow and los. An anclent and ven-
erable corporation ordinance requires the
owners or occupanta of houses to remove
enow and lce from the sidewalks In front of
thelr premises within four hours after a
storm, under a penalty of $3, but there Is no
provision for enforelng the ordinance nor
for dulup the work In case |t 1s not complled
with, Whether the penaltyis oollected or
not, the sldewalk remains encumbered, and
avery one who travels over It Is Inoconven-
fenced. It would be much better, It seems to
us, to tax each houss to the necessary
amount, and with the money hire men to do
thoroughly the cleaning which is now only
half done or not done at all.

The sidewalk, It must be remembered, I8
as much a part of the public highway as s
the middls of the street. Mayor HEwITT
haa lately had frequent occasion to remind
us that the street extends from house to
houss, and that the owner of a house hus no
more right to the sidewalk than any
other citlzen has. He may walk over
it to get to and from his house, and
80 may they, but his ownershlp of it is
no greater and no lees than thelirs.
Why, then, is he required to expend money
and labor upon it for their benefit? Theonly
reason that we can imagine is that when
New York was a village and bad no police,
no pald fire department, and no street clean-
ing system, it was convenlent to lmpoes upon
each housaholder the tnsk of keeplng in order
that part of the strest—pavement as well as
gldewalk- -which lay (n front of his property.
We have relleved him from cleaning the
pavement; It s high time that we relleved
him from cleaning the sidewgalk too.
