Her nenrest nelghbors wero soveral families of
colored folka, On Sept. 8, 1485, she was found
dend In her house, with her thront cut, and
there were several wounds about her face and
body. The walls of the kitehen, hall, parlor,
and oven the victim's bodroom,were bespattor-
o, giving evidence of the desperate struggle
which must have tnken ploce. The object of
the murdersr was robbary,, 1t was known that
Miss Hover had money in the bank, and it was
rupposed that she had money and valuables |n
her honse, After killing the womnan the mur-
derer looked the doors aml madoe bhis esonpe,
Mirs Hover fuiling to be seen about the prem-
laes, it was thought she had peen tuken sud-
llﬁnll)' ik Dr. Woodworth and others burst in
the door and found hor body 1ying on the floor
in n front room,
