To e=top the Heading Company
from sotting tp any elalm that it was mot en-
gaged (o inter-Btate commarce, and was there-
fore not within the jurisdiotion of the commit-
tee. Mr. Anderson read, and had spread upon
the record, & sult in which the Reading Com-
pany, by its own plea, admittad that it was en-
gaged In Inter-8tate commarce.

Mr. John L. Les, Chalrmnan of tha Executive
Poard of the Knighta of Labor for the Reading
system, waa thie first witness examined. In
answer to questions put by Mr, Parker, Mr,
Laesald that he did not consider that there
was any strike on the Reading Rallroad. It
was a lookout on the wmart of the Ceneral Bu.
