There was more suffering In New York
durtng the cold snap that Intely snded than in
the same time In any previous wintsr (o the
history of the clty. Tho resources of the
oharitablo socletios and the publio Institutions
have been not only sirained to tho utmost, but
fn many cases have bean absolutely axhaunsted
in the valn attompts to mest the domand made
upon them, A Bux reporter learned this when
heo wont about the city trying to find ont just
how ¢old a cold spell it had been for the poor.

The oMee of the Board of Charltles nnd Cor-
rection I at Third avenue and Eleventh atrost,
aad on the street slde the entrance Is into a
Jarge, square, high-celled room. with tall win-
dows all around. It might do for & ahurch for
a congrogation that could afford no better, It
s all the ohurch that thousands of poor souls
in this ¢ity know, more's the pity, and although,
ecompnarod with the marvels of the architects’
and bullders' skill whons lofty spires punctuate
the upper alr from old Trinity to far beyond the
Harlem, and whose vaulted arches weekly ring
with prayer and praise, the Eleventh stroet
structure s small and mean, yet it has & con-
gregation larger than ever was gathered In
Balf the clty's churches put together, and one
the alnoerity of whonse dovotlon s as absolute
®s aver was A marivr's. No bell s needed to
summon the congregation of this church of the
eity's poor, nor dny marvellous art In atained
glass plotures or organ musio to hold them, for
poverty, thelr god, does not eoax, but ‘rives,
and hunger is a preacher who needs no aids to
hold his audlence.

Obedlence and not worship la the ordinance
of the religton of poveriy, po thero I8 no altar
in the church on Eleventh streat, but there Is
# pulpit on the side near one ond, ms thare
might be In a Catholle ehurch, The floor of tho
Eloventh street part of the bullding 1s several
feat bolow the floor of the part of the bullding
that Is sntered from Third avenue, The offces
are all In the Third avenus part; in the Eley-
enth street part the congrogntion sssembles,
Through the wall of one of tho offices a hole
six feot square has been out, opening into the
Eleventh street hall, The bottorn of this hole
18 p broad desk—the pulpit—and from the hall
below steps, as before a real pulpit, go up on
one side and down on the other toa little nar-
row platform built for persons to aund upon
in frontof the desk.

In his office bohind the pulpit desk sits Bu-
perintendent Blake, the priest of the oity's
poor, a palr of broad shoulders, a solid, dark
fase, iron-gray halr back of a buld forehead,
black whiskers, short and turning iron gray,
t00, and a palr of snapping but kindly eyes be-
hind glasses that perpetunlly quiver appear
above the top of the deak.

Buperintendent Blake has eat thers just so
for elghteen yoars, and has come to be to the
elty's poor what the priest Is to the parish or
the pasator to the church, To him two genera-
tions of paupers—pauper genorations are short-
lived—have made their confessions and be-
sought ald, and he has given toeach of the
bhundreds of thousands who have passed along
the narrow platform whataver & minister of
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ou'll hnvn to laok to them 1o help you,

From the Uoming of the First Wershippor
Untll the Galng of (he Last Foaltont—

The stone plllars of 8t. Patrick's Cathedral
were erowned with tiny cirolets of lghta. The
Archbishop, elothed in his purple and golden
vestments, and surroundod with his white-
robod asalstants, had finished Intoning the
high mass. The deep tones of the groat organ
in the gallory and the silvery echo of the small
organ In the chancel died away. The richly
dressed congregation, which filed the wvast
structure to ite fullest capacity, settled down
In thelr oushioned pews, Blowly and impres-
eivaly the Archbishop pnssed through ths
ohancel and mounted the marble stalrs of the
pulplt.
