stroot, and at 2 v'elock briel funoral services
wore held thers by the Hev. Dr. John Sherldan
ol the Btrung Placs Baptist Church, The
desd man's son and wsbout w dozen of
his friends were present, but the widow, who
wua nol consulted as to the funersl urrange-
monts, Jdid wot appear. The Interment
wus In Evergreon Cemetery. The son pald all
the funornl sxpensen, The police aro still Le-
fogged in their Inveatigation, and are no
closer upuarently to the solution ol the mys-
tery attonding the man's death than ther were
on the day of it8 oocurrenco. Yestorduy morn-
log Mre. Morris ugain visited the Adsms streot
polios stativn, anxious, sho sald, to glve nny
partioulurs she might havo about her husband
and his affaim. HBhe wus poaitive that
time would show that her husbund did not
kill blmasif, As to tho mysterious Individual
who ia said to have managed hor hasbund's
logay, sho is now satisiled thit the name I8
Dorvean, nnd not Dawbarn, She agwin as-
wured Uapt, Campbell that rhe and her hus-
band had boen struggling with povarty for
somro time, and to corroborats the truth of this
stutement showed him a bundle of puwn
tiokots for articles which she was ubliged to
pawn to provide food iur hernelf and husbnnd,
Thoe lettors handed over by Mrs. Morris to the
Coroner after the death of her huaband were
sgain examined yestorday. 'Tho following,
without date, is supposed to have besn writlen
by thie mystorioun Dorbean or Dawbarn:
